Bratarile din Spondylus gaederopus, simboluri sociale in cultura Hamangia
Spondylus gaederopus Bracelets, Social Symbols in Hamangia Culture

Bratdrile realizate din valvele molustelor Spondylus gaederopus, descoperite in asezdrile si
necropolele culturii Hamangia de la Limanu, Managalia, Agigea, Cernavoda, Durankulak,
Ceamurlia de Jos si Medgidia-Satu Nou, au o dubld valoare, una estetica si una sociald,
insotita de un proeminent simbolism al puterii si al statutului social. Estetica naturald a
scoicilor a fost pusa in evidentd de capacitatile de prelucrare ale mesterilor neo-eneolitici,
care au creat adevarate obiecte de arta si de podoaba. Purtatorii bratarilor ocupau pozitii
importante in cadrul comunitdtilor, acestea fiind un semn distinctiv al rolurilor sociale,
indeplinite de cdtre acestia, si al ierarhiei existente. Semnificatiile podoabelor depasesc cu
mult dimensiunile relativ mici ale acestora, oferindu-ne, noud, celor din secolul XXI, o
perspectiva Imbunatatitd asupra particularitdtilor culturii Hamangia si a mentalitatilor
reprezentantilor acesteia.

The bracelets made from the valves of the mollusc Spondylus gaederopus, discovered in the
settlements and necropolises of the Hamangia culture at Limanu, Managalia, Agigea, Cernavodi,
Durankulak, Ceamurlia de Jos and Medgidia-Satu Nou, have a double value, one aesthetic and one
social, accompanied by a prominent symbolism of power and social status. The natural aesthetics of the
shells were highlighted by the processing skills of the Neo-Eneolithic craftsmen, who created true
objects of art and adornment. The holders of the bracelets occupied important positions within the
communities, and they were a distinctive sign of their social roles and hierarchy. The significance of
the ornaments goes far beyond their relatively small size, giving us in the 21 century an enhanced
perspective on the particularities of Hamangia culture and the mentalities of its representatives.

Varfurile din asezarea Hamangia de la Cheia: o analiza tehnologica si functionala
Pointed Bone Tools from the Hamangia Culture at the Lower Danube:
the Know-how and Function

Studiul nostru se concentreaza pe varfurile din os din asezarea Hamangia de la Cheia.
Analiza acestui ansamblu tipologic este importantd avand in vedere preferinta clarda a
comunitdtii de la Cheia pentru realizarea varfurilor obtinute din oasele lungi ale
ovicaprinelor prin quadri-partitie in dublu rainurage. Studiul nostru are doua obiective:

1. identificarea succesiunii procedeelor in schema tehnologica de transformare, de la os la
piesa finitd si 2. determinarea functionalitatii acestor unelte (ca articole multifunctionale sau
concepute doar pentru o singura activitate). Pentru a ne atinge scopul, am integrat trei tipuri
de date: analiza directd a pieselor arheologice, datele din alte ansambluri arheologice
publicate si propriile noastre date experimentale. Studiul microscopic al artefactelor a fost
vital pentru caracterizarea corecta a urmelor tehnologice. Pe baza acestuia, am incercat sa
reconstituim experimental intreaga succesiune a gesturilor de fabricatie, pentru a vizualiza
schema de transformare a oaselor. Abordarea experimentala a rezultat In inregistrari
detaliate ale materiilor prime utilizate, timpul necesar fiecdrui tip de procedeu, instrumentele
utilizate si rezultatele obtinute in timpul fiecarei operatiuni. Apoi, piesele create
experimental au fost testate in diverse actiuni, cum ar fi perforarea pieilor, spargerea oaselor,
perforarea cochiliilor, prelucrarea lemnului, productia de fibre vegetale etc. Frontul activ al
acestor piese a fost apoi analizat alaturi de alte variabile, precum frecventa si distributia
lustrului, micro-topografie, modelul striurilor functionale, prezenta microfracturilor si a
suprafetelor de uzurd. Observatiile facute asupra specimenelor arheologice au fost
comparate cu cele de pe replicile experimentale pentru a testa ipotezele privind modurile in
care au fost fabricate si utilizate varfurile de catre comunitatile preistorice.

Our study focuses on the bone pointed tools from the Hamangia settlement at Cheia. The study of
this typological assemblage is important given the clear preference of the Cheia community for making
pointed tools obtained from the long bones of ovicaprids by quadri-partition in double grooving. Our
study was two-fold: 1. identifying the sequence of procedures in the technological transformational
scheme from the mere bone to the finished pointed tool and 2. determining the functionality of these
tools (as multipurpose items or designed for a single activity only). To reach our goal, we integrated
three types of data: the direct analysis of the archaeological implements, the data from other published
archaeological assemblages, and our own experimental data. The microscopic study of the artefacts was
vital for the correct characterization of the technological marks. based on it, we attempted to
reconstruct experimentally the entire succession of the manufacturing gestures, in order to visualize
their transformation scheme from the bone to the finished object. The experimental approach resulted
in detailed records of the used raw materials, the time necessary for each type of procedure, the tools
used and the results obtained during each operation. Next, the experimentally created tools were tested
in various actions, such as skin perforation, bone breaking, shell perforations, wood processing,
vegetable fibre production, etc. The active front of these items was then observed alongside other
variables such as the frequency and distribution of polish, micro-topography, the pattern of functional
striations, the presence of microfractures and wear off surfaces. The observations made on the
archaeological specimens were compared to those on the experimental replicas in order to test the
hypotheses regarding the ways the pointed tools were manufactured and used by the prehistoric
communities.

Individualizate in peisajul neo-eneoliticului sud-est european, comunitatile Hamangia
continud sa ne uimeasca prin piese , exotice”, straine mediului balcanic, pentru care gasim cele
mai bune analogii in spatiul egeo-anatolian. In acest studiu vor fi analizate artefacte de
dimensiuni mici si foarte mici — daltite, bratari, recipiente, pandantive, figurine - tdiate din
materii prime rare, aduse de la sute de kilometri,precum marmura si jadeitul, cochiliile de
Spondylus, Dentalium si Glycimeris. Tipologia si tehnica de executie a unor piese trddeaza
experientd in prelucrarea rocilor dure si a cochiliilor, ceea ce sugereaza importul pieselor, in
stare finitd, din centre de productie egeo-anatoliene. Dupa modelul acestor piese,
comunitdtile Hamangia au imitat, folosind materii prime locale, sau au ,reciclat” piese
importate, deteriorate In timp, dar cu o valoare sociala si religioasa nestirbitd. Aldturi de
materii prime si piese finite au fost ,importate” idei si concepte socio-religioase specifice
chalcolithicului egeo-anatolian.

Individualized in the landscape of the Neo-Eneolithic South-Eastern Europe, the Hamangia
communities continue to amaze us with "exotic” pieces, foreign to the Balkan environment, for which
we find the best analogies in the Aegean-Anatolian area. In this study, small and very small artefacts -
chisels, bracelets, vessels, pendants, figurines - cut from rare raw materials brought from hundreds of
kilometres away, such as marble and jadeite, Spondylus, Dentalium and Glycimeris shells, will be
analysed. The typology and technique of some of the pieces reveal expertise in the processing of hard
rock and shells, suggesting that the finished pieces were imported from Aegean-Anatolian production
centres. Following the pattern of these pieces, Hamangia communities imitated, using local raw
materials, or 'recycled’ imported pieces, deteriorated over time, but with undiminished social and
religious value. Along with raw materials and finished pieces, socio-religious ideas and concepts
specific to the Aegean-Anatolian Chalcolithic were "imported’.

Piese miniaturale din lut de la Cascioarele-Ostrovel. O analiza primara
Miniature Clay Pieces from Cdscioarele-Ostrovel. An Overview

Miniaturile au fascinat intotdeauna lumea cercetatorilor, fiind mai greu de interpretat
sau explicat. De multe ori aceste artefacte erau expediate la categoria miscellanea si altele, etc.
Cele mai multe dintre ele intrd in categoria vaselor mici, dar sunt si piese care imita tipuri de
locuinte, ca sa nu mai amintim unele dintre cele mai faimoase miniaturi descoperite in
sapaturile arheologice: figurinele antropomorfe sau zoomorfe. Interpretarea vasutelor merge
pe linia unor modele pentru vase mai mari pe care le-ar fi purtat cu ei olarii itineranti, obiecte
implicate In deprinderea oldriei de cdtre tinerii din asezarea respectiva, jucdrii sau obiecte de
cult. Unele dintre ele puteau contine diverse substante de o natura mai mult sau mai putin
simbolica (ocru, de exemplu). Piesele de mobilier sunt si ele destul de frecvente in asezarile
gumelnitene, mai ales, atat la nord cat si la sud de Dunare, uneori in contexte mai deosebite,
cum este faimoasa scend de cult de la Ovcharovo. In rest avem de-a face cu sciunele, masute
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sau miniaturi de locuinte. Uneori acestea din urma constituie manere pentru capace de mari
dimensiuni, interpretarea lor mergand la limita dintre locuinta propriu-zisa sau cuptor.

Miniatures always fascinated the world of researchers, being difficult to interpret or explain. In
many cases these artifacts were put in the miscellanea category, other objects, etc. Most of them fits
in the small vessels category, but there are also items which imitate dwelling types, but also the
famous miniatures discovered in the archaeological excavations such as the anthropomorphic or
zoomorphic figurines. Interpretation of miniature vessels follows the line of the models for bigger
vessels, objects involved in learning how to make pots in case of young people of the village, toys or
cult objects. Some of them could contained different essences of a more or less symbolic nature (ochre,
for example). Furniture pieces are also frequent in Gumelnita settlements north and south of Danube,
sometimes in special context, such the famous cult scene of Ovcharovo. Otherwise, we deal with small
chairs, tables or dwelling miniatures. Sometimes the latter represent big lid handles, their
interpretation following the fine line between the actual dwelling and oven.

Miniaturizarea si ultraminiaturizarea realitatii.
Elemente de plastica cucuteniana la scara redusa
Miniaturisation and Ultra-miniaturization of Reality.
Cucutenian Plastic Elements on a Reduced Scale

Plastica antropomorfa si zoomorfa a atras atentia cercetatorilor inca de la inceputurile
descoperirii lor, fiind una dintre categoriile de obiecte publicate ca piese speciale, in
majoritatea studiilor monografice. Adeseori, interesul fata de astfel de artefacte, a fost
determinat de faptul ca plastica In ansamblul ei, ar putea contribui la descifrarea unor
aspecte legate de viata spirituala a comunitatilor preistorice, in general, si a celor apartinand
Culturii Cucuteni, In special. Prezentarea de fatd are In vedere un lot de statuete
antropomorfe si zoomorfe existente in patrimoniul Muzeului Judetean Botosani, apartinand
Culturii Cucuteni, care nu doar ca reprezintd o miniaturizare, ci o ultra-miniaturizare a
pieselor de plastica de acelasi tip. Dincolo de artefacte se afla oamenii care au creat asemenea
piese, abia vizibile, de cele mai multe ori milimetrice. Prin intermediul acestei comunicari, ne
dorim sd aducem in atentia specialistilor piese care sunt mult mai mici decat piesele de
plastica denumite miniaturale in cadrul colectiilor muzeale. Studiul se axeaza pe statuete
antropomorfe si unele zoomorfe care au fost modelate mult diminuate la scard, si aborddm o

........

scopurile pentru care acestea au fost create.

Anthropomorphic and zoomorphic plastic representations attracted the attention of researchers since
the beginning of their discovery, being one of the categories of objects published as special artefacts, in
most monographic studies. Often, the interest in such artefacts was determined by the fact that plastic
representations could contribute to deciphering aspects related to the spiritual life of prehistoric
communities, in general, and those belonging to the Cucuteni Culture, in particular. The present
study considers a batch of anthropomorphic and zoomorphic statuettes existing in the heritage deposits
of the Botosani County Museum, belonging to the Cucuteni Culture, which not only represent a
miniaturization, but an ultra-miniaturization of artefacts of the same type. Beyond the artefacts are
the people who created such pieces, barely visible, mostly millimetres in size. Through this study, we
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wish to bring to the attention of specialists artefacts that are much smaller than the so-called
miniature plastic representations in museum collections. The study focuses on anthropomorphic and
some zoomorphic statuettes that have been modelled much reduced in scale, and we address a number
of possibilities in terms of interpretation possibilities, trying to discern the purposes for which they
were created.

Artefacte miniaturale specifice complexului cultural Precucuteni-Cucuteni-Tripolye
Miniature Artifacts Specific to the Precucuteni-Cucuteni-Tripolye Cultural Complex

Constantin PREOTEASA

Remarcabil prin cantitatea, calitatea si diversitatea vestigiilor din cadrul asezarilor sale,
complexul cultural Precucuteni-Cucuteni-Tripolye (cca. 5000-3500 a. Chr.) prezinta in
inventarul sau si miniaturi (cu o frecventa destul de redusad) care reflecta viata materiala si
spirituald a comunitatilor umane din timpul calcoliticului. Considerate adesea ca obiecte de
prestigiu, cu valoare culticd sau artisticd, realizate de mesteri specializati, miniaturile au fost
incluse si In tezaure sau complexe de cult, subliniind astfel importanta lor deosebitd. Nu
lipsesc, de asemenea, nici artefactele de uz comun. Unele categorii de miniaturi sunt
prezente de-a lungul intregii evolutii a acestei civilizatii (vase, figurine zoomorfe, statuete
antropomorfe, modele de sanctuare), in timp ce altele se regdsesc doar in anumite secvente
cronologice: Precucuteni / Tripolye A - Cucuteni A / Tripolye BI (topoare votive, pintaderas,
conuri, discuri, rondeluri, tablite, tronuri, monoxile, ornamente, idoli ,,en violon”, rhytoi) sau
Cucuteni A-B / Tripolye BII - Cucuteni B / Tripolye CI (sanii). Varietatea materiilor prime din
care au fost realizate miniaturile (lut, os, diferite roci, cupru, aur, scoici, seminte) permite o gama
larga de analize, care pot furniza date importante din punct de vedere tehnico-tipologic si
functional.

Remarkable for the quantity, quality and diversity of the vestiges within its settlements, the
Precucuteni-Cucuteni-Tripolye cultural complex (ca. 5000-3500 BC) presents in its inventory also
miniatures (with a rather low frequency) that reflect material and spiritual life of the human
communities during the Chalcolithic. Often considered as objects of prestige, with cultic or artistic
value, made by specialized craftsmen, the miniatures were also included in the hoards or the cult
complexes, thus emphasizing their special importance. The artefacts for daily use are not missing, also.

Some categories of miniatures are present throughout the evolution of this civilization (vessels,
zoomorphic figurines, anthropomorphic statuettes, sanctuary-models), while others are found only in
certain chronological sequences: Precucuteni / Tripolye A — Cucuteni A / Tripolye BI (votive axes,
pintaderas, cones, discs, rondels, tablets, thrones, monoxyls, ornaments, en violon idols, rhyta) or
Cucuteni A-B / Tripolye BIl — Cucuteni B / Tripolye CI (sleighs). The variety of raw materials from
which the miniatures were made (clay, bone, different rocks, copper, gold, shells, seeds) allows a wide range
of analyses, which can provide important data from techno-typological and functional points of view.
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Scaunele miniaturale de lut descoperite in tell-ul Kozareva Moghila
Ceramic Models of Chairs from tell Kozareva Mogila

Subiectul prezentarii il constituie doud modele de scaunele din lut. Ele au fost
descoperite in nivelul apartinand chalcolithicului tarziu din tell-ul Kozareva. Piesele sunt
diferite ca forma si dimensiuni. Probabil ele reprezintd modele ale tipului de mobilier
existent in interiorul locuintelor datate in perioada chalcolithicului tarziu. Scaunul a fost un
atribut important in reprezentarea divinitatilor preistorice. Numeroase figurine de lut,
reprezentate In pozitia sezand pe scaun, au fost descoperite in tellul de la Kozareva si in alte
situri din perioada chalcolithicului tarziu din Bulgaria.

The subject of this presentation are two ceramic chair models. They are found in one of the Late
Chalcolithic horizons of tell Kozareva mogila. They differ in their shape and size. Probably those finds
represent models of real existing furniture, part of the interiors of Late Chalcolithic houses. The chair
was an important attribute in the depiction of prehistoric deities. Numerous ceramic figurines
modelled sitting on chairs are known from tell Kozareva mogila and other Late Chalcolithic sites in
Bulgaria.

Model de lut al unui topor - tesla descoperit in tell-ul Kozareva Moghila
A Ceramic Model of an Axe-adze from the Kozareva Mogila Settlement Mound

In prezentare va fi analizat un interesant model miniatural de topor-tesl3, realizat din lut. In
ciuda dimensiunilor mici, forma este realizatd cu suficientd precizie pentru a nu ldsa loc
interpretdrii, fiind vorba despre un model de topor-tesla. Piesa a fost gdsita intr-un nivel din tell-
ul Kozareva Mogila (langa orasul Kableshkovo, comuna Pomorie). Acest nivel nu se regdseste in
intregul tell, fiind cercetat doar in sectiuni separate, situate In partea de sud a sitului. Din punct
de vedere stratigrafic, nivelul in care a fost gasitd piesa suprapune stratul incendiat datat in faza
IIl a Eneoliticului tarziu, respectiv cultura Kodjadermen-Gumelnita-Karanovo VI si este
suprapus de nivelul datat in perioada bronzului timpuriu. Nivelul in discutie reprezinta cea
de-a patra faza din dezvoltarea Eneoliticului si inceputul tranzitiei ciatre Epoca Bronzului.
Existd o asezare din aceeasi perioada in regiunea Madrii Negre, la Sozopol, care in prezent se
afla sub ape. Ceramica de la Kozareva Mogila este in mare parte similara cu cea de la
Sozopol. O particularitate intalnitd in acest nivel de la Kozareva Mogila este reprezentata de
descoperirea unor fragmente mari de vase, cu forme si motive ornamentale asemanatoare cu
cele ale culturilor de stepa. Unele dintre vase au fost modelate din argila amestecata cu scoici
pisate. Datarea acestui nivel, pe baza tipologiei ceramicii, corespunde cu momentul
raspandirii topoarelor-tesld din cupru.

O figurind ceramica antropomorfd, un model de vas rudimentar, de mici dimensiuni, o
reprezentare ceramica a unei locuinte si un varf de sulita din silex au fost descoperite in zona
in care a aparut si toporul- tesla. Aceste descoperiri recente au fost facute pe o suprafata
micd, de aproximativ 1,5 metri patrati. Probabil, piesele faceau parte dintr-un ansamblu, care
a fost ulterior distrus si dispersat, existand totusi posibilitatea ca locul descoperirii sa fie cel
folosit initial pentru depozitarea de obiecte similare. Modelul de topor-tesla prezinta un
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orificiu pentru maner, cel mai probabil similar cu cel legat de faimoasa descoperire din
cultura Vinca, unde astfel de unelte au fost gasite alaturi de figurine antropomorfe,
prezentand urme ale unui maner din lemn, atasat toporului. Pe niciuna dintre piesele de la
Kozareva Mogila nu au fost identificate urme ale unui maner de lemn, care sa poata fi
atribuite toporului-tesla.

Here I present an interesting miniature ceramic model of an axe-adze. Despite the small size, the
shape is made precisely enough to leave no doubt that this is a model of an axe-adze. It was found in an
unburnt horizon of the Kozareva Mogila settlement mound (near the town of Kableshkovo, Pomorie
municipality). This horizon is not found across the entire mound and has only been explored in
separate sections in the southern part of the mound.Stratigraphically, it is after a burnt horizon from
the end of Phase III of the Late Eneolithic, Kodjadermen—Gumelnita—Karanovo VI culture, and before
an Early Bronze Age horizon. It represents the fourth phase in the development of the Eneolithic or the
beginning of the Transition to the Bronze Age. There is a settlement from the same period in the Black
Sea region, at Sozopol which is currently under water.The pottery from Kozareva Mogila is largely
similar to that from Sozopol. What is different about the horizon under consideration from Kozareva
Mogila are several finds of fragments of large vessels, with shapes and ornamentation close to those
characteristic of the steppe cultures. Some of them are made of clay tempered with crushed clam shells.
The chronological position of this horizon, as determined from the ceramics, corresponds to the time of
the spread of copper axes-adzes.

An anthropomorphic ceramic figurine, a small rudimentary model of a vessel, a ceramic model of
a dwelling and a flint spearhead were discovered in the area where the axe-axe model was found. These
finds are definitely contemporary and were found in a small area of about 1.5 square metres. They
were probably part of a set of figurines that was destroyed and scattered, or this was a place where
similar objects were stored. The axe-adze model has a handle hole and probably had a wooden handle,
similar to the famous find from the Vinca culture, where the models were found next to
anthropomorphic figurines with preserved traces of the wooden handles of the axe models. On none of the
figurines from Kozareva Mogila were found traces of a wooden handle that could be related to the axe-adze.

New Data on the Provenance of Copper Ores Used

Acest articol aduce in prim plan noi informatii despre provenienta cuprului. In cadrul
acestuia sunt interpretate rezultatele unui studiu arheo-metalurgic, efectuat asupra unor
unelte de cupru gasite in timpul sdpaturilor de la Kozareva mogila. Sunt examinate in total
sase obiecte, care provin atat din necropole, cat si din asezdri, datand din perioada
eneoliticului tarziu. Analizele chimice si izotopice efectuate au permis identificarea surselor
probabile ale materiei prime, utilizatd la fabricarea diferitelor obiecte din cupru de la
Kozareva mogila. Astfel, sunt oferite noi informatii privind dezvoltarea metalurgiei in
spatiul vestic al Marii Negre.

This paper aims to provide new insights into the provenance of copper. The results of an
archaeometallurgical study based on several copper tools found during excavations at Kozareva mogila

are represented. A total of six objects are examined, which come from both grave and settlement
contexts, dating to the Late Eneolithic. The chemical and lead isotope analyses carried out allow to
suggest the probable sources of the raw material used for the manufacture of various copper objects
from Kozareva mogila. This will provide new information on the development of metallurgy in this
part of the Western Black Sea coast.

Despre placutele de lut romboidale din mediul eneolitic gumelnitean
de tip Bolgrad-Aldeni, noi descoperiri
About the Rhomboidal Clay Plates from the Gumelnita Eneolithic Environment
of the Bolgrad-Aldeni Type, New Discoveries

Prezentarea va aborda subiectul placutelor romboidale de lut descoperite in mediul
eneolitic gumelnitean, in principal de aspect Bolgrad-Aldeni. Fiind o categorie aparte de
artefacte arheologice, piesele sunt interpretate des ca fiind amulete, pandantive sau chiar
schite, planuri / harti. Cercetarea la zi ni le prezinta ca o categorie de piese individuale putin
numeroasd, fiind documentate In numar foarte mic in asezdri. Credem ca aducerea in
actualitate a acestora se impune prin unicitatea lor si caracterul neuzual pe care il aveau.
Dezbaterea noastra va porni de la prezentarea catorva piese noi din aceasta categorie
redescoperite in fondurile Muzeului National de Istorie a Moldovei si altele recent publicate.
Vom trece in revistd argumentele care au stat la folosirea notiunilor de mai sus pentru
denumirea acestor artefacte. Ne propunem totodata sd surprindem trasdturile generale cat si
datele tehnice. Pe langa placute simple doar cu orificiu/ii in zona centrald si colturi, fara
decor, multe din piesele din lut in studiu se remarca si printr-o exceptionald valoare artistica
unde motivele decorate (prin incizie, picturd) sunt diverse, dar au la baza o simbolistica
unitara. Vrem sd vedem ce ne sugereaza contextul acestor descoperiri, ori caracterul ritualic
presupus in legdtura cu artefactele in discutie trebuie sa fie sustinut si de un context cu
indicii clare in directia enuntului de mai sus.

Aceastd comunicare are loc In cadrul proiectului de cercetare ,, Patrimoniul muzeal si
memoria istorica: cercetare, interpretare, prezentare” (Cifrul: 20.80009.0807.43), finantat prin
Programul de Stat (2020-2023).

This presentation will address the subject of rhomboid clay plates discovered in the Eneolithic
environment of Gumelnita, mainly of Bolgrad-Aldeni aspect. Being a separate category of archaeological
artefacts, the pieces are often interpreted as amulets, pendants or even sketches, plans/maps. Current
research presents them to us as a small category of individual pieces, being documented in very small
numbers in settlements. We believe that bringing them up to date is necessary due to their uniqueness
and the unusual character they had. Our debate will start from the presentation of some new pieces
from this category rediscovered in the funds of the National History Museum of Moldova and others
recently published. We will review the arguments behind the use of the above notions for the naming
of these artifacts. We also aim to capture the general features as well as the technical data. In addition
to simple plaques with only hole(s) in the central area and corners, without decoration, many of the
clay pieces in the study are also notable for their exceptional artistic value where the decorated motifs
(through engraving, painting) are diverse, but based on a unitary symbolism. We want to see what the
context of these discoveries suggests to us, or the ritual character assumed in relation to the artifacts in
question must also be supported by a context with clear indications in the direction of the above statement.
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This communication takes place within the research project ,,Museum heritage and historical
memory: research, interpretation, presentation” (Code: 20.80009.0807.43), funded by the State
Program (2020-2023).

Cateva observatii asupra figurinelor antropomorfe decorate, descoperite in asezari
Boian si Gumelnita din Campia Brailei
Few Observations on the Decorated Anthropomorphic Figurines, Discovered in the
Boian and Gumelnitsa Settlements from the Brdia Plain

In asezirile Boian si Gumelnita din Campia Brailei au fost descoperite figurine
antropomorfe feminine dintre care unele sunt decorate cu motive incizate si incrustate. Cele
mai interesante sunt figurinele antropomorfe decorate cu motive rombice care amintesc de
placutele rombice pictate descoperite in ariile culturale Boian si Gumelnita. Unele dintre
aceste motive se regasesc si pe figurine antropomorfe din aria culturii Cucuteni.

In several settlements Boian and Gumelnitsa from Brdila Plain were discovered many
anthropomorphic figurines. Some of these figurines are decorated with incised and encrusted motifs.
The most interesting are the anthropomorphic figurines decorated with rhombic motifs which are
similar to the rhombic clay plaques discovered in the Boian and Gumelnitsa cultural areas. Some of
these motifs can also be found on anthropomorphic figurines from the area of the Cucuteni Culture.

Diversitate tipologica in reprezentarea masculinitatii in cultura Gumelnita,
prin prisma cercetarilor din tell-ul de la Geangoesti-Hula, jud. Dambovita
Typological Diversity in the Representation of Masculinity in Gumelnita Culture,
through the Discoveries from Geangoesti Tell Site, Dambovita County

Cercetarile arheologice desfdsurate in tell-ul de la Geangoesti-Huld, in perioada
2015-2022, au oferit ocazia aducerii la lumind a cateva sute de reprezentari plastice
miniaturale antropomorfe sau asociate simbolismului feminin - masculin. Dacd majoritatea
figurinelor sunt, in mod cert reprezentari feminine sau asociate acestui principiu si nu fac
notd discordanta prin raportare la canoanele de expresie specifice culturii Gumelnita, in acest
studiu focusul este pe plastica antropomorfa masculind, mai rard, in general, in culturile
eneolitice, deci si In cultura Gumelnita, si ca atare, mai putin cunoscuta.

Descoperirile din acest sit, asociate, in mod cert, reprezentdrii masculinitatii, reflecta o
anumitd diversitate artistica, ale cdrei semnificatii vom incerca sd le exploram.

As a result of archaeological long term excavation campaigns, starting from 2015, in the site
from Geangoesti-Huld, several hundred of miniatured anthropomorphic representations or associated
to the feminine or masculine symbolism were collected. While most of the figurines we consider to be
definitely female representations and there are no differences in shape, size or decoration from what is
known as typical expression in Gumelnitsa culture, this study brings to the fore male representations,
figurines or other forms, a rare find in all Copper Age cultures, including Gumelnitsa-Karanovo VI,
and therefore less studied.

The masculine representations from this site reflects a typological and artistic diversity, aspects
which we will try to explore.

Ansamblul litic cioplit apartinand grupului cultural Decea Muresului
din necropola de la Decea (jud. Alba)
L’ensemble lithique sculpté appartenant au groupe culturel Decea Muresului
de la nécropole de Decea (département d’Alba)

Situl arheologic de la Decea (necropola) (jud. Alba) se afla pe o inaltime numita Delut, la
o distanta de 200-300 m vest fata de drumul care intretaie soseaua dintre Vintu de Jos si
Aiud. La inceputul secolului al XX-lea, aici a fost descoperit un grup de morminte eneolitice,
de inhumatie, apartinand grupului cultural Decea Muresului. Ansamblul litic cioplit in
discutie consistd in 8 piese, provenind din 8 morminte, confectionate din silex volhynian si
opal. Piesele prezinta trasaturi care pot incadra artefactele in categoria armelor, caracteristica
observata si asupra altor obiecte asociate din inventarul funerar. Cu toate acestea, unele
urme par a indica si alte intrebuintdri, limita dintre unealta si arma fiind foarte find atunci
cand ne referim la epoca preistorica.

Le site archéologique de Decea (nécropole) (département d'Alba) est situé sur une colline appelée
Delut, a une distance de 200-300 m a l'ouest de le route qui coupe la route entre Vintu de Jos et Aiud.
Au débur du XXe siecle, un groupe de tombes a inhumation énéolithiques appartenant au groupe
culturel Decea Muresului a été découvert ici. L'ensemble lithique taillée en question est constitué de 8
pieces, provenant de 8 tombes, realisées en silex de Volhynie et d'opale. Les piéces présentent des
caractéristiques qui peuvent placer ces objets dans la catégorie des armes, caractéristique également
observée sur d'autre objets associés dans linventaire funéraire. Cependant, certaines traces semblent
indiquer également d'autres usages, la frontiere entre outil et arme étant tres fine lorsqu’on se rapporte
a I'époque préhistorique.

Traces of Use on the Polished Stone. Tools for Woodcutting and Woodwork
from the Eneolithic Necropolises in Bulgaria

Studiul metodic al practicilor funerare din cadrul comunitatilor eneolitice, care au locuit
pe teritoriul Bulgariei de astazi a inceput in a doua jumadtate a secolului XX. Analiza
inventarului funerar a fost una dintre principalele directii de cercetare in primele publicatii
referitoare la contextul extra muros al acestor practici. Acestea au evidentiat faptul ca vasele
din morminte nu erau arse corespunzator deoarece erau realizate special pentru a fi folosite
doar ca obiecte funerare. Recent, prin analize traseologice, s-a putut dovedi acelasi lucru si in
cazul pieselor de silex depuse In morminte eneolitice.

Printre celelalte categorii de obiecte plasate in morminte, in perioada eneolitica, se
numdrd uneltele din piatrd slefuitd, pentru tdierea si prelucrarea lemnului. De obicei, in
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literatura de specialitate, trei tipologii de unelte de piatra slefuita sunt asociate acestei
activitati: topoarele de piatrd, teslele si daltile. Uneltele de acest tip pot fi examinate cu
scopul de a identifica urme de utilizare, la fel se poate proceda si in cazul ansamblului de
piese din silex. Existd doud tipuri de urme care ar putea evidentia rolul unei unelte din piatra
slefuita: urme pe muchie, de la lovirea, tdierea si slefuirea repetata, si urme pe corpul uneltei,
ca rezultat al tensiunii exercitate asupra manerului, in timpul utilizarii. Tipurile de urme pot
oferi informatii importante privind semnificatia uneltei in inventarul unui mormant. Prin
urmare, apar o serie de intrebdri: a fost un obiect personal al defunctului si la ce a fost folosit?

Unelte din piatra slefuita, asociate cu taierea si prelucrarea lemnului, au fost plasate in
morminte, in cazul a zece necropole eneolitice din Bulgaria. Numarul mormintelor care
prezintd un astfel de inventar este limitat, desi in activitatea de zi cu zi a comunitatilor
preistorice, uneltele din piatra slefuitd erau printre cele mai utilizate. Examinarea
preliminara a uneltelor din inventarul necropolelor nu a evidentiat urme de uzurd pe
marginile si corpul acestora. Avand in vedere numarul limitat de morminte in care au fost
descoperite unelte slefuite pentru prelucrarea lemnului, si a absentei urmelor de uzurs,
putem presupune ca acestea au doar o semnificatie simbolica in contextul funerar, subliniind
rolul important al defunctului in comunitatea respectiva.

The methodical study of the funerary practices of the Eneolithic communities that inhabited the
lands of present day Bulgaria, began in the second half of the twentieth century. Analysis of the grave
inventory was one of the primary focuses in the very first publications regarding to the extramural
context, at that time. In these it was noted that the ceramic vessels, placed in the graves, were not
properly fired and were especially made to be used as grave goods. More recently the same was proven
for the flint tools, placed in the graves from that period, by examining the traces on their edges.

Among the other categories of objects placed in the graves in the Eneolithic period were polished
stone tools for woodcutting and woodworking. Traditionally, in the archaeological literature, three
groups of polished stone tools are associated with those activities: stone axes, adzes and chisels. Tools
of those three groups could be examined for traces of use, like the flint assemblage. There are two types
of traces that could prove use of a polished stone tool: traces on the edge, from prolonged hitting,
cutting and grinding and traces on the body of the tool, a result from the stress on spots of contraction
with the handle during use. The types of traces can offer important information for the meaning of the
tool in the grave inventory. Therefore, the question arises, was it a personal belonging of the buried
person and what was it used for?

Polished stone tools, associated with woodcutting and woodworking, were placed in graves in a
number of ten Eneolithic cemeteries from Bulgaria. The number of graves containing such inventory
is limited, although in the day to day activity of the prehistoric communities the polished stone tools
were among the most used implements. The preliminary examination of the polished tools from the
necropolises have shown no traces of use on their edges and bodies. Based on the limited number of
graves in which polished tools for woodworking were found and the absence of traces on them, it can
be assumed that they had only a symbolic meaning in the funeral context, as objects representing the
deceased as having a special role in that community.

Siturile studiate se gdsesc in bazinul aluvial al Dunarii, in zona comunei Ciuperceni
(jud. Teleorman). FLM 24 si FLM 25 sunt pozitionate in apropierea unui paleocanal, pe
marginile unor zone mai inaltate ce nu pare sa fi fost afectata de inundatiile din Holocenul
tarziu si de sedimentdrile si inundatiile istorice. Situl FLM 15 se afld in zona de vest a
comunei, pe o pozitie inaltata in lunca, restul unei paleoterase. Siturile au fost cercetate in
cadrul unui proiect de cercetare inceput in 2013 dintre universitatile Cardiff si Lincoln din
Marea Britanie si Muzeul Judetean Teleorman.

De pe suprafata siturilor FLM 24 si FLM 25 a fost colectata o mare cantitate de material
litic, ceramica preistorica, posibil Cris, Dudesti/Vadastra cat si medievala tarzie si moderna.
Pe suprafata sitului FLM 15 a fost descoperita o mare cantitate de ceramica eneolitica
Gumelnita Al, utilaj litic extrem de abundent, unelte din piatrd slefuita, ceramica din alte
perioade si oase umane.

Materialul litic din siturile FLM 24 si FLM 25 a fost lucrat predominant dintr-un silex fin
de culoare neagrd. Majoritare sunt aschii simple sau cu cortex, nuclee de dimensiuni si forme
diferite, urmate de lame si lamele fragmentare sau intregi, tablete de reamenajare, piese finite
retusate cat si noduli de materie prima. Nu lipsesc frecatoare din silex si percutoare din
cuartit si gresie. A putut fi stabilit intregul lant tehnologic de producere a lamelor si lamelelor,
observandu-se folosirea percutiei directe, indirecte si a presiunii. Nucleele debitate prin presiune
au dimensiuni variate, remarcandu-se piesele conice de mici dimensiuni (bullet cores).

Materialul litic din situl FLM 15 a fost lucrat dintr-un silex de culoare galben-maronie,
asemadnator celui descoperit in zona Nicopole din Bulgaria, dar si langa cetatea Turnu la
aprox. 6 km vest de sit. Majoritare sunt aschiile cu sau fdrd cortex, nuclee, lame intregi sau
fragmentare, tablete de reamenajare, lame a crete, dar si gratoare sau lame retusate. Nucleele au
forme si dimensiuni diferite, unul sau mai multe planuri de percutie si demonstreaza folosirea
percutiei indirecte dar si directe. S-a putut stabilit intreg lantul tehnologic de producere a
lamelor. Percutoarele si retusoarele demonstreaza si ele existenta unor ateliere in cadrul asezarii.

Concluzii preliminare indica existenta in zona studiatd a unor zone de prelucrare a
silexului (FLM 24 si FLM 25), sub forma unor ateliere temporare ce pot fi datate in neolitic si
posibil mezolitic cat si ateliere de cioplire in cadrul unei mari asezari eneolitice Gumelnita
A1 (FLM 15). Pentru unele nuclee se observa un nivel extrem de ridicat de indemanare, ce
demonstreaza existenta unor adevarati mesteri. Unele nuclee, dar si unele aschii retusate
indica posibilitatea existentei unor ucenici ce exersau la fata locului.

The sites studied are located in the alluvial basin of the Danube, within Ciuperceni commune, in
the south of Teleorman County. FLM 24 and FLM 25 are located near palaecochannels, on the edges of
raised areas, which have apparently not been affected by late Holocene flooding and historical
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sedimentation and flooding. FLM 15 is located in the western area of the commune, on an elevated
position at the edge of the Danube floodplain, possibly a palaeoterrace. From 2013 to the present, the
sites have been investigated as part of a joint research project between Cardiff and Lincoln
Universities (UK) and the Teleorman County Museum (Romania).

A large quantity of lithic material and Neolithic pottery, possibly Cris, Dudesti/Vidastra, as well
as late medieval and modern, was collected from the surface of FLM 24 and FLM 25 sites. On the
surface of FLM 15 a large amount of Gumelnita A1 Eneolithic potsherds, extremely abundant lithic
tools, polished stone tools, ceramics from other periods and human bones were discovered.

The lithic material from FLM 24 and FLM 25 was mostly worked from fine black flint. The
majority are flakes, cores of different sizes and shapes, followed by blades (complete or fragmented),
rejuvenation core tablets, retouched pieces, as well as nodules of raw material. Flint grinders and quartz or
sandstone hammerstones were also found. The entire chaine opératoire for blade and bladelet production
can be established, including the use of direct percussion, indirect percussion and pressure methods. Some
of the cores obtained by pressure have a very small size and conic shape (bullet cores).

The lithic material from FLM 15 was worked from a yellow-brown flint, similar to that which
occurs in the Nicopole area, in Bulgaria, and also near the Turnu fortress, 6 km west of the site. The
majority are flakes (with or without cortex), cores, whole or fragmented blades, rejuvenation core
tablets, crested blades, but also scrapers or retouched blades. The cores have different shapes and sizes,
one or more striking platforms, and demonstrate the use of indirect and direct percussion. The entire
chaines opératoires of blade production can be established. Hammerstones also demonstrate the
existence of workshops within the settlement.

Preliminary conclusions suggest the presence in the studied area of flint processing areas (FLM
24 and FLM 25), as temporary workshops dating to the Neolithic and possibly Mesolithic, as well as
knapping workshops within a large Eneolithic Gumelnita A1 settlement (FLM 15). For some cores an
extremely high level of skill is observed, which demonstrates the existence of skilled craftsmen. Some of the
cores and retouched flakes indicate the possibility of the existence of apprentices who practiced at the sites.

Scurta discutie asupra labretelor neolitice timpurii
Brief Discussion of Early Neolithic Labrets

Scopul principal al prezentarii este de a discuta piesele cunoscute ca labrete atribuite
neoliticului timpuriu din sud-estul Europei dintr-o serie de perspective: materie primd,
tipologii propuse, metode fabricatie si (disc)continuitate cu epocile anterioare si urmatoare.
Exemplele etnografice oferd cateva indicii asupra utilizarii unor astfel de piese.

The main aim of the presentation is to discuss the labrets of the Early Neolithic from a series of
perspectives: raw material, proposed typologies, manufacturing technologies, and continuities or
discontinuities with the previous and following ages. Ethnographic examples might shed light on the
use of some of such items.
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Descoperirea culorilor in chalcolithicul balcanic
The Discovery of Colors in Balkan Chalcolithic

Tomasz GRALAK

Recunoasterea culorilor reprezinta o abilitate biologicd comund intregii omeniri. Indicarea
conceptului abstract al culorilor, pe baza unor denumiri specifice, constituie o componenta
esentiald a unei culturi si faciliteaza procesul de cunoastere. In cadrul societatilor traditionale se
utilizau doar trei nuante - negru, alb si rosu. Principala dilema o constituie gradul de
constientizare si sensibilizare aparut la nivelul comunitatilor calcolitice din Peninsula Balcanics,
legat de semnificatia culorilor. Aceasta a fost perioada in care oamenii au Inceput sd foloseasca o
gama larga de materiale noi. Metalele, pietrele, oasele si scoicile au fost alese nu numai datorita
proprietatilor lor fizice, ci si datorita culorii lor. Acest aspect poate constitui un prilej deosebit
pentru a analiza evolutia indivizilor, din punct de vedere social.

Descoperirile din cadrul necropolelor sugereaza faptul cd oamenii incercau sa foloseasca
materiale diferite, de culori diferite. Acest fenomen este caracteristic necropolelor din
apropierea orasului Varna. O alta dilema o constituie atractivitatea pe care membrii acelei
comunitdti o aveau pentru anumite culori. Se pare cad aceasta era o alegere, si nu o situatie
intamplitoare. In primul rand, intelegerea culorilor era asociati cu suprafetele stralucitoare.

Chiar si In antichitate — conform spuselor lui Aristotel, culoarea era asemuita cu razele
de lumina. Probabil cd acesta a fost unul dintre principalele motive ce au stat la baza alegerii
materialelor metalice. Unele pietre, oase si scoici aveau o stralucire aparte.

Pe de altda parte, pietrele de culoare verde si albastra erau considerate a fi atractive
pentru membrii comunitatii. Este posibil ca acest lucru sa fi fost determinat de asocierea
nuantei pietrelor cu nuantele cuprului corodat sau ale minereului de cupru (cum ar fi
malachitul, calcopirita etc.). Este demn de mentionat ca multe societati traditionale din
Lumea Veche foloseau o singurd denumire, atat pentru nuantele de albastru, cat si pentru
cele de verde. In mod cert, aceastd paletd de culori a avut un caracter repetitiv in cadrul mai
multor culturi.

O alta dilemd, legatd de intelegerea culorilor, este constituitd de utilizarea unui anumit
tipar ornamental pentru ceramica. Conform analogiilor etnografice, unele motive decorative
au fost special concepute pentru a se obtine jocul de lumini (pentru a obtine un efect de
stralucire). Aceasta posibilitate se intalneste indeosebi la ceramica Incrustata cu pasta alba.

Recognition of colors is, of course, a biological ability common to all humankind. Indication of the
abstract concept of colors, connected with specific names — this is the part of a culture and knowledge.
Generally, small-scale traditional societies recognize only three — black, white, and red. The question is
how chalcolithic Balkan communities were dealing with understanding colors. This was the period
when people started to use a huge range of new materials. Metals, stones, bones, and shells were
chosen not only because of their physical properties but also because of their color. It is possible to
observe through a way of constructing a social person from that time.

Discoveries of graves clearly show that people were trying to use different materials with
different colors. This phenomenon is characteristic, especially for the Varna cemetery. Another issue is
why certain colors were attractive. It seems that it was a choice — not a random situation. First of all,
understanding of colors is also associated with shining and glittering surfaces.

Even in Antiquity — according to Aristotle, color was a kind of light. Probably it was a primary
reason for choosing metals. Some stones, bones, and shells were shining and lustrous also.
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On the other hand, green and blue stones were attractive too. Possibly it may be connected with
the colors of corroded copper or copper ore (like malachite, chalcopyrite, etc.). It is worth mentioning
that many traditional societies in the Old World used just one name for both blue and green colors
(even nowadays). Clearly, it was a repetitive pattern for many cultures.

Another question related to colour understanding is using a certain kind of pottery ornamentation.
According to ethnographical analogies, some patterns were designed in order to play with light (i.e., to get
a shimmer effect). This is especially possible with ceramics inlaid with a white substance.
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Tell-ul de la Sultana, dupa 100 de ani (1923-2023)
Tell Settlement from Sultana after 100 Years (1923-2023)

Anul 1923 a fost primul an de cercetare arheologica in asezarea tell de la Sultana-Malu
Rosu. Acea sdpatura a fost prima investigatie stiintifici a unei asezari de tip tell din
Romania, dar si primul contact al scolii noastre arheologice cu ceea ce urma a se numi
,cultura Gumelnita”. Acest semnal arheologic ar fi putut fi denumit dupa situl in care s-au
cercetat prima data artefacte de acest tip, insd, desi pentru putin timp in literatura
arheologicd din Romania s-a mentionat termenul ,ceramicd tip Sultana”, ulterior, contrar
practicilor comune, cultura arheologica ce avea sa fie definita pe baza acestor descoperiri va
purta numele de Gumelnita si nu Sultana, cum ar fi fost firesc.

Anul acesta se implinesc 100 de ani de la primele sapaturi arheologice de la Sultana, iar
prezentarea aceasta reprezintd povestea acestui sit care a inspirat generatii dupa generatii de
arheologi preistoricieni si a creat un trend ascendent in cercetarea interdisciplinara din
Romania. Vom explora istoria, structura, stratigrafia, cronologia, arhitectura si organizarea
internd a sitului, in corelatie cu datele multidisciplinare obtinute in ultimi 20 de ani, alaturi
de cele legate de cultura materiala. In final, vom sublinia rolul noilor cercetari in completarea
povestii unei asezari care leaga valea Dundrii de planul interior al Romaniei prin raul
Mostistea si 1i vom omagia pe unii dintre arheologii care s-au ocupat direct de cercetarea acestui
sit sau de cultura Gumelnita - Silvia Marinescu-Bilcu, Radian Romus Andreescu si Dragomir
Nicolae Popovici - si care ne-au format pe noi, cei care astdzi continudm cercetarile de la Sultana.

Aceasta lucrare a fost sustinuta de doua granturi ale Ministerului Cercetarii, Inovarii si
Digitalizarii din Romania si CNCS - UEFISCDI, numarul de proiect PN-III-P4-ID-PCE-2020-
2369, numarul de contract 41PFE/30.12.2021, in cadrul PNCDI III.

1923 was the first year of archaeological research at the tell settlement of Sultana-Malu Rosu.
This excavation marked the initial scientific investigation of a tell-type settlement in Romania and the
first encounter of our archaeological school with what would later be termed the 'Gumelnita culture’.
This archaeological signal could have been named after the site where artefacts of this type were first
examined (Sultana). However, despite briefly appearing in Romanian archaeological literature as the
"Sultana-type pottery,” contrary to standard practices, the archaeological culture defined based on
these discoveries would eventually be named Gumelnita, not Sultana, as might have been expected.

This year marks the centenary of the first archaeological excavations at Sultana, and this
presentation represents the story of this site that has inspired generations of prehistoric archaeologists
and fostered an upward trend in interdisciplinary research in Romania. We will explore the history,
structure, stratigraphy, chronology, architecture, and internal organization of the site in correlation
with the multidisciplinary data obtained over the past 20 years, alongside aspects related to material
culture. In conclusion, we will emphasize the role of new research in enriching the narrative of a
settlement that connects the Danube Valley to the inner plains of Romania through the Mostistea
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River and pay tribute to some of the archaeologists directly involved in the investigation of this site or
the Gumelnita culture — Silvia Marinescu-Bilcu, Radian Romus Andreescu, and Dragomir Nicolae
Popovici — who have shaped those of us continuing research at Sultana today.

Belogradets, nord — estul Bulgariei. Caracteristici culturale si cronologice
Belogradets, North Eastern Bulgaria. Cultural and Chronological Characteristic

Cercetdrile arheologice efectuate in nord-estul Bulgariei acopera relativ putine situri
preistorice, oferind date despre caracteristicile culturale ale regiunii la inceputul mileniului 5 a.
Chr. Unul dintre acestea este situl arheologic Belogradets, situat in zona sudicd a platoului
Stana, In partea de vest a satului Belogradets, regiunea Varna.

Situl a fost explorat pe o suprafatd de aproximativ 4.000 de metri pdtrati prin sapaturi de
salvare in 2020, cu prilejul instalarii unei conducte de gaz, ca urmare a extinderii
infrastructurii de distributie a gazelor in Republica Bulgaria. Sunt inregistrate cincisprezece
particularitati ale acestuia, printre care se numara o parte a unui bordei si gropi rituale.
Cultura materiala identificatd aici prezintd elemente care fac referire atat la Neoliticul tarziu
(decor canelat, perforat etc.), cat si elemente din Calcoliticul timpuriu (vase in forma de crin,
cu decor incizat, caroiat, prezentand urme de ocru rosu etc.).

De asemenea, nu a fost identificatd prezenta decorului grafitat, acesta fiind o
particularitate distincta a perioadei calcolitice. Pe baza acestor date, se poate presupune ca
situl arheologic de la Belogradets dateaza inca din perioada de tranzitie a Calcoliticului timpuriu
si marcheazd, ulterior, debutul acestei perioade in regiune (conform periodizarii bulgare).

Un alt aspect important al acestei cercetari este posibila apartenenta culturald a sitului,
deoarece acesta este situat intr-o regiune influentatd de mai multe fenomene culturale. Cele
mai relevante similitudini au fost gasite la culturile Boyan si Polyanitsa din nord, nord-vest
si vest, desi lipsesc elementele comune cu cele ale culturii Hamangia, situatd in regiunea de
nord-est. Dispuse in paralel cu tell-urile de la Provadia-Solnitsa si Golyamo Delchevo, situate
mai la sud si datand din Calcoliticul timpuriu, ele evidentiaza determinarea cronologiei
relative a sitului arheologic din zona Belogradecului, precum si contactul cu acele culturi
mentionate anterior. Datarea radiocarbon indica faptul cd situl arheologic de la Belogradec a
fost functional in intervalul cronologic 4954 - 4722 a. Chr. Coroborarea acestor date cu cele
oferite de cronologia relativa evidentiaza rolul sitului in dezvoltarea fenomenelor culturale
de la inceputul mileniului V a. Chr. in nord-estul Bulgariei de astazi, fiind o contributie
semnificativd, menitd sa clarifice aspectele ce tin de tranzitia catre perioada calcoliticd in
aceastd regiune.

Archaeological studies in North-Eastern Bulgaria cover relatively few prehistoric sites, providing
data about the cultural characteristics of the region at the beginning of the 5" millennium BC. One of
them is the Belogradets archaeological site, located in the southern part of the Stana plateau, on the
west side of the village of Belogradets, Varna Region.

The site was explored on an area of about 4,000 square meters through rescue excavations in
2020 in connection with the construction of a gas pipeline, part of the expansion of the gas
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transmission infrastructure of the Republic of Bulgaria. Fifteen features are registered, representing
part of a ground building and pits. The material culture revealed presents features that include both
Late Neolithic (fluted, pierced decoration, etc.) and Early Chalcolithic elements (lily-shaped dishes,
incised and checkered decoration, red ocher, etc.).

At the same time, the presence of graphite decoration, which is the most important characteristic
of the Chalcolithic period, has not been established. Based on these data, it can be assumed that the
Belogradets archaeological site dates back to the transition to the early Chalcolithic and marks its
beginning in the region (according to the Bulgarian periodization).

Another important aspect of this research is the cultural affiliation of the site, as it is located in a
region influenced by several cultural phenomena. The most relevant similarities were found at the
Boyan and Polyanitsa cultures of the north, northwest and west, but lack any commonalities with the
Hamangia culture located in the north and northeast. Arranged in parallel with the tells of Provadia-
Solnitsa and Golyamo Delchevo, located in the south and dating back to the early Chalcolithic, they
highlight the determination of the relative chronology of Belogradec, but also suggests contacts with
them. Absolute dating determined by six radiocarbon values indicates that the archaeological site of
Belogradec was functional within the chronological range 4954 - 4722 cal BC. Its combination with
the proposed relative chronology clarifies the site’s place in the development of cultural phenomena
from the early 5" millennium BC in present-day northeastern Bulgaria and is a significant
contribution that clarifies the continuing transition to the Chalcolithic period in this region.

Lucrarea prezinta rezultatele cercetdrilor arheologice din campanile 2022 — 2023 de la
Cascioarele D’aia Parte. Sapaturile au fost reluate din initiativa Muzeului Dunarii de Jos
Caldrasi, din cauza procesului de degradare permanentd a sitului.

Obiectivele propuse au urmdrit obtinerea de noi date stratigrafice si stabilirea
caracteristicelor sistemului de fortificatie getic de pe latura de vest. In urma celor doui
campanii arheologice au fost identificate si documentate partial opt complexe arheologice,
cercetarea acestora urmand a fi finalizatd In campaniile urmatoare.

The paper presents the results of archaeological research during the 2022-2023 campaigns of
Cascioarele D’aia Parte. The excavations were resumed at the initiative of the Lower Danube
Museum, Cildrasi, due to the process of permanent degradation of the site.

The proposed objectives were to obtain new stratigraphic data and the establishment
characteristics of the west side Getae fortification system. Following the two archaeological campaigns
eight archaeological complexes have been identified and partially documented. Investigation of the
complexes remains to be completed in the following campaigns.

Preventive Archaeological Research from Vicdreni, Tulcea County. Preliminary Data

In primavara anului 2023, cu prilejul unei investitii legate de construirea unui parc de
turbine eoliene pe teritoriul comunei Vacareni, jud. Tulcea, au fost cercetati trei tumuli de
dimensiuni mici. Cu aceasta ocazie au fost documentate mai multe morminte de inhumatie ce
pot atribuite fenomenului Jamna, dar si orizonturilor de inmormantari ulterioare (KMK s.a.).

During the spring of 2023, on the occasion of an investment related to the construction of a
wind turbine park on the territory of Vicireni, Tulcea County, three small tumulus were investigated.
On this occasion, several burial graves were documented that can be attributed to the Jamna
phenomenon, but also to later burial horizons (KMK etc.).

The Internal Organization of Settlements
Specific to Chisindu-Corldteni Type Communities

Organizarea interna a asezdrilor si, preponderent a spatiului locativ, a reprezentat din
totdeauna un element foarte important pentru viata de zi cu zi a fiecarei comunitati cultural-
istorice. Fiecare asezare umanad, indiferent de specific si perioada, pe langa comunitatea de
oameni mai contine o serie de subsisteme (terenuri, resurse, constructii, activitati economice
etc.), care impreuna asigurd functionalitatea acesteia. La fel ca si in prezent, comunitdtile de
tip Chisindu-Corldteni, au acordat o atentie deosebitd, atat amplasdrii si planimetriei
asezarilor, cat si la arhitectonica locuintelor.

In majoritatea asezirilor cercetate prin sipaturd a fost posibil de stabilit existenta
locuintelor (de suprafata si adancite), majoritatea din ele fiind dotate cu diferite sisteme de
incalzire si gatit (vetre si cuptoare cu bolta), amplasate fie in cadrul spatiului pentru locuit,
fie In afara lor. De asemenea, in imediata apropiere a acestora erau amplasate diverse
constructii auxiliare sau anexe gospodaresti (platforme de lut sau de piatrd) si gropi (de
provizii sau menajere).

Totusi, trebuie sd mentionam cd, In majoritatea cazurilor nu a fost posibild surprinderea
in complex a acestor elemente, situatie dictata de cercetarile sporadice pe suprafete mari, dar
si de starea precara de pastrare a resturilor de locuire. Cu toate acestea, In cadrul asezarii
Trinca Izvorul lui Luca, au fost surprinse cateva astfel de contexte clare, in care avem atat
prezenta tuturor elementelor arhitectonice ale locuintelor, cat si a celor de organizare interna,
prin delimitarea spatiilor destinate pentru practicarea unor activitati economice. Astfel, pana la
momentul de fatd, ea este una din cele mai bine si complex cercetate asezari ale Hallstatt-ului
canelat, si pe drept reprezintd un model clar de organizare interna — element decisiv in
procesul de adaptare, dezvoltare si crestere demografica.

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The internal organization of the settlements and, mainly, the living space, has always represented
a very important element for the daily life of every cultural-historical community. Each human
settlement, regardless of the specifics and period, in addition to the community of people also contains
a series of subsystems (land, resources, constructions, economic activities, etc.), which together ensure
its functionality. Just like today, the Chisinau-Corldteni type communities paid special attention to
both the location and planimetry of the settlements, as well as to the architecture of the homes.

In most of the settlements investigated through excavation, it was possible to establish the
existence of dwellings (surface and underground), most of them being equipped with different heating
and cooking systems (stoves and vaulted ovens), located either within the living space or in outside of
them. Also, in their immediate vicinity, various auxiliary constructions or household annexes (clay or
stone platforms) and pits (for provisions or housekeeping) were located.

However, we must mention that, in most cases, it was not possible to capture these elements in a
complex, a situation dictated by the sporadic research on large areas, but also by the poor state of
preservation of the remains of the dwelling. However, within the Trinca Luca’s Spring settlement,
several such clear contexts were captured, in which we have both the presence of all the architectural
elements of the homes, as well as those of internal organization, by delimiting the spaces intended for
the practice of economic activities. Thus, until now, it is one of the best and most complexly researched
settlements of the grooved Hallstatt, and rightfully represents a clear model of internal organization —
a decisive element in the process of adaptation, development and demographic growth.

Sapaturile arheologice, efectuate intre anii 2011-2019 pe situl de la Acic Suat (Caraburun,
comuna Baia, judetul Tulcea) in cadrul programelor franco-romane coordonate de A. Baralis
si V. Lungu, au condus la descoperirea unei cantitati importante de ceramici atice cu figuri
negre. Majoritatea pieselor au fost recuperate din sectorul S. IV, unde a fost dezvelit partial
un important edificiu tricameral. Alte exemple provin din sectoarele S. II si S. VI. Aceste
descoperiri au analogii atat in coloniile grecesti pontice (Istros, Olbia sau Berezan), precum si
in marile centre grecesti (Atena, Corint etc.). Ele imbogdtesc substantial repertoriul veselei
fine de masd, alaturi de ceramica greco-orientald decorata, prezentate si publicate anterior.
Aceste doua grupuri ceramice de import se adauga numerosului grup amforic contemporan,
afisand impreuna un amestec de lux si opulenta la Agic Suat.

Les fouilles archéologiques, menées entre 2011 et 2019 sur le site d’Acic Suat (Caraburun, com. Baia,
jud, Tulcea) dans le cadre des programmes franco-roumains coordonnés par A. Baralis et V. Lungu, ont
permis la découverte d'une quantité importante de poteries attiques a figures noires. La plupart des
pieces ont été récupérées dans le secteur S. IV, out un important édifice tricaméral a été partiellement
mis au jour. D’autres exemples proviennent des secteurs S. I et S. VI. Ces découvertes ont des
analogies tant dans les colonies grecques pontiques (Istros, Olbia ou Berezan) que dans les grands
centres grecs (Athenes, Corinthe, etc.).

New Data on the Greek - Indigenous Settlement at Sarinasuf

Situata pe marginea lacului Razim, la aproximativ 30 de km de vechea cetate Orgame,
zona in care este amplasata asezarea de la Sarinasuf a atras de-a lungul anilor atentia multor
specialisti. Ca atare, cercetdri sistematice au fost desfasurate la mijlocul anilor 60" de catre
Petre Alexandrescu. Din pdcate, doar cateva rapoarte sumare au fost publicate, materialul
arheologic descoperit ramanand inedit. In 2023, cu ocazia unor cercetiri de suprafatd
efectuate iIn comuna Murighiol, jud. Tulcea, au fost identificate sapaturile intreprinse in
secolul trecut la marginea satului Sarinasuf. Cercetarea periegheticd a zonei din imediata
apropiere a dus la identificare unui lot considerabil de material ceramic, atat grecesc cat si
local. Scopul prezentarii este acela de a aduce mai multe informatii despre asezarea greco-
indigend, prea putin cunoscuta in literatura de specialitate.

Situated on the shores of Lake Razim, about 30 km from the ancient Orgame, the area where the
Sarinasuf settlement is located has attracted the attention of many specialists over the years. As such,
systemic research has been carried out in the mid - 1960s by Petre Alexandrescu. Unfortunately, only
a few summary reports have been published and the archaeological material remains unpublished. In
2023, during fieldwalking survey investigations in the commune of Murighiol, Tulcea County, the
excavations carried out in the last century on the outskirts of the village of Sarinasuf were identified.
The investigation of the area in the immediate vicinity led to the identification of a considerable
quantity of ceramic material, both Greek and local. The aim of the presentation is to provide more
information about this settlement.

In 2022, in timpul sipiturilor arheologice de la Capul Chirakman/Bizone, Kavarna
modernd, au fost gasite 32 de stampile de amfora: 16 din cercul Herakleian, 8 de la Sinope, 5
rhodiene si 3 knidiene. Dintre acestea, 31 sunt identificate si datate incepand cu 280 a. Chr. si
pana la sfarsitul secolului al Ill-lea a. Chr.

Stampilele de la Sinope sunt datate in perioada 265 — 205 a. Chr., cele rhodiene — in
perioada 264 — 205 a. Chr. si cel knidiene — in perioada 280 — 240 a. Chr. Stampilele din’cercul
Herakleian dateaza din anii 280 si pana la sfarsitul secolului al IlI-lea a. Chr. Toate cele 32 de
stampile se gisesc in straturi antice tarzii si medievale. Impreuna cu cele 56 de exemple deja
publicate, numarul stampilelor de amfora gasite la Capul Chirakman, in sapdturile recente,
(2016 —2022), ajunge la 88.

In 2022 during the archaeological excavations at Cape Chirakman/ Bizone, modern Kavarna, 32
amphora stamps were found: 16 from the Herakleian circle’, 8 Sinopian, 5 Rhodian and 3 Knidian. Of
them 31 are identified and dated from the 280s BC to the end of the 3" century BC.
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The Sinopian stamps are dated in the period 265 — 205 BC, the Rhodian — in the period 264 — 205
BC and the Knidian — in the period 280 — 240 BC. The Stamps from the "Herakleian circle date from
the 280s to the end of the 3rd century BC. All the 32 stamps are found in Late Antique and Medieval
layers. Together with the 56 already published examples, the number of amphora stamps found at Cape
Chirakman in the recent excavations (2016 — 2022) reaches 88.

Cercetarile arheologice preventive efectuate pe situl Medgidia Elenistic 1, de catre
MINA Constanta, ce s-au derulat in perioada noiembrie 2022- iulie 2023, au scos la lumina
zilei un bogat si frumos material ceramic de toate facturile, de la ceramica getica si scitica
modelatd cu mana — la vase grecesti de lux cu firnis negru, ceramica cenusie si bineinteles, un
bogat lot de amfore grecesti si fragmentele acestora. Printre materialul amforic, un loc aparte
il ocupa stampilele amforice (circa 50 de exemplare), provenind din sase centre producatoare
grecesti, atat mediteraneene — Thasos, Cnidos, Rhodos, cat si pontice - Heracleea, Sinope,
Chersones. Printre stampilele de la Medgidia Elenistic 1 au fost sesizate si cateva exemplare
ale unor centre necunoscute. Majoritatea stampilelor apartin productiei amforice sinopeene -
30 de exemplare, ceea ce reprezintd 60% din totalul acestui lot.

Din punct de vede cronologic lotul de stampile descoperit pe situl Medgidia Elenistic 1
se Incadreaza intre ultimul sfert al sec. IV si mijlocul sec. III a. Chr. Dominatia numerica a
stampilelor de amfore de Sinope, atesta rolul important pe care il aveau la acea perioada
marfurile lichide sinopeene - vinul si uleiul de masline, in comertul barbarilor cu negustorii
greci. Aceasta situatie este semnalatd In majoritatea siturilor din perioada datd, din zona
dobrogeand, in care au fost descoperite stampile sinopeene, ele indicand perioada de
maxima patrundere a Sinopei atat in regiunea vestica, dar si cea nord-vestica a Mdrii Negre
in sec. III a. Chr.

Les recherches archéologiques préventives menées sur le site de Medgidia Elenistic 1, par le
MINAC, entre novembre 2022 et juillet 2023, ont mis en lumiere un matériel céramique riche et varié:
céramique Géte et Scythe modelée a la main, vases grecs a vernis noit, céramique grise et, bien siit, un riche
lot de fragments d’amphores grecques. Parmi le matériel amphorique, une place particuliere est occupée par
les plus de 50 timbres amphoriques provenant de six centres producteurs aussi bien méditerranéens -
Thasos, Cnide, Rhodes, que pontiques - Héraclée, Sinope, Chersonese. Parmi les timbres de Medgidia
Elenistic 1, quelques spécimens de centres inconnus ont été remarqués aussi. La plupart des timbres
proviennent de Sinope - 30 exemplaires, ce qui représente pres de 60% du total de ce lot.

D’un point de vue chronologique, le lot de timbres découverts sur le site Medgidia Elenistic 1 se
situe entre le dernier quart du IVe siecle et le milieu du III° siécle av. ].-C. La prédominance numérique
des timbres amphoriques sinopéens atteste du rdle important que les produits sinopéens - le vin et
I'huile d’olive - avaient a cette époque dans le commerce des barbares avec les marchands grecs. Cette
situation est présente dans la plupart des sites contemporains de la Dobroudja, ou des timbres
sinopéens ont été découverts, et cela confirme que la période de pénétration maximale de Sinope a la
fois dans "ouest et dans le nord-ouest de la mer Noire est au cours du 1II° siécle av. ].-C.

Campania anului 2022 din sectorul ,Bazilica cu criptd” de la Histria a scos la lumina,
printre alte materiale arheologice, un fragment ceramic de tipar, care ar putea indica o
productie locald de boluri cu model in relief. Productia acestora este atestatd in diverse situri
din zona Madrii Egee, iar existenta unor centre de productie pontice si, in particular, histriene
a fost discutata in ultimele decenii de catre diversi specialisti, Insa absenta tiparelor de acest
tip a pus argumentele in favoarea existentei atelierelor sub semnul intrebdrii.

Fragmentul, de dimensiuni reduse, a fost descoperit intr-un context roman tarziu, intr-o
incdpere care se aliniazd la strada din fata bazilicii, la nord-vest de narthex. Decorul in
negativ se compune din motive vegetale, mai exact o compozitie de palmete si volute care
marginesc doud cercuri concentrice, fiind caracteristic perioadei elenistice. Slaba calitate a
impresiunilor si exteriorul nefinisat ar putea sugera o replica locala a formelor decorative
provenind din marile centre de manufacturi a ceramicii fine din lumea elenistici. in acelasi
timp, repertoriul morfologic si cronologic extins al materialului ceramic si numismatic din zona
de descoperire a piesei nu este asociat unor instalatii de productie a bunurilor de acest tip.

A ceramic mould fragment that may point to a local production of mould made has been
discovered, among other artefacts, during the 2022 campaign from the ”Basilica with Crypt”
excavation at Istros. Although the existence of Pontic and, in particular, Istrian manufacturing
centres has been previously suggested by experts, and their production has been verified at numerous
locations around the Aegean Sea, the justifications for their existence have been called into doubt due
to the lack of any identified moulds. On the western side of the street in front of the basilica, just to the
right of the narthex, the little fragment was found in a Late Roman context. Its ornamental impression
is typical for the Hellenistic period plant motifs, more precisely a pattern of palmettes and volutes
bordered on two concentric rings. Its poor quality and rough outside finish may indicate a local
replication of decorative shapes originating in the Hellenistic world’s principal hubs of fine wares
manufacture. However, the extensive morphological and chronological repertoire of pottery and coins
originating in the artifact’s discovery area is not in any way associated with workshops for this specific
type of ceramics.

Nicomedia, modernul Izmit sau Kocaeli, era situat in marginea de sud-est a Madrii
Marmara, in nord-vestul Turciei. A fost fondata in 712/11 a. Chr. si a fost dintre cele mai
importante orase din nord-vestul Asiei Mici. In anul 286 p. Chr.., Nicomedia a devenit
capitala esticd a Imperiului Roman, fiind metropola si capitala provinciei romane Bitinia.
Bitinia este o regiune antica, un regat si o provincie romand in nord-vestul Asiei Mici,
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invecinata cu Marea Marmara, Bosfor si Marea Neagra. Se cunosc foarte putine despre
cultura materiald a Nicomediei sau a Bitiniei greco-romane.

In Muzeul Arheologic si Etnografic din Kocaeli se afl o mare colectie de figurine de teracots,
apartinand perioadelor arhaica, clasicd, elenisticd si romana (sfarsitul secolului VI a. Chr. - sfarsitul
secolului III p. Chr.), dintre care unele au fost gasite in Nicomedia. Se pare ca a existat o productie
coroplastica in Nicomedia si/sau in Bitinia in perioada elenisticd si romand. Printre altele, un
exemplu bine pastrat, gasit la Nicomedia, si care ar trebui datat in secolul al II-lea a. Chr., este o
reprezentare a unui tandr actor. Acesta ridica o masca in aer cu mana stangd. Iconografic,
majoritatea exemplelor din aceasta colectie sunt unice.

In aceasta lucrare, vor fi prezentate, in detaliu, exemple inedite de teracote din
Nicomedia si Bitinia, care sunt expuse in Muzeul Arheologic si Etnografic din Kocaeli.

Nicomedia, modern Izmit or Kocaeli, was located in the south-eastern edge of the Marmara Sea in
North-western Turkey. In A.D. 286 Nicomedia became the eastern and most senior capital city of
the Roman Empire. It was founded in 712/11 B.C. and was of the most important cities in
northwestern Asia Minor. Nicomedia was the metropolis and capital of the Roman province of
Bithynia under the Roman Empire. Bithynia was an ancient region, kingdom and Roman province in
the northwest of Asia Minor, adjoining the Sea of Marmara, the Bosporus, and the Black Sea. Very
little is known about the material culture of Graeco-Roman Nicomedia or Bithynia.

In the Archaeological and Ethnographic Museum of Kocaeli there is a large collection of
terracotta figurines, belonging to the Archaic, Classical, Hellenistic and Roman periods (late sixth
century B.C. - late third century A.D.), some of which are found in Nicomedia. It seems that there was
a coroplastic production in Nicomedia and/or in Bithynia during the Hellenistic and Roman periods.
Among others, a well-preserved example found in Nicomedia, which should be dated to the second
century B.C., features a depiction of a young actor. The actor is raising a mask in the air with his left
hand. Ichnographically most of the examples in this collection is unique.

In this paper, previously unpublished examples of terracotta’s from Nicomedia and Bithynia, which
are exhibited in the Archaeological and Ethnographic Museum of Kocaeli, will be presented in detail.

Inscriptii pe monumente de calcar din ,,zona sacra” a cetatii Istros
Inscriptions on Limestone Monuments in the "Sacred Area” of the Istros Citadel

Cercetarile arheologice din sectorul T al cetatii Istros (Histria) au scos la iveala de-a
lungul timpului un numadr apreciabil de inscriptii fragmentare gravate pe blocuri de calcar
galbui turonian, care au fost refolosite in constructiile din aceasta zond a asezdrii. O serie de
baze rectangulare dispuse spre estul templului Afroditei se aratd a fi decupate dintr-un
singur monument dezafectat. Din inscriptie se mai pastreaza doar cateva litere, care dateaza
monumentul originar in secolul al IV-lea a. Chr., desi functionalitatea acestuia si natura
inscriptiei raman inca necunoscute. Alte blocuri de calcar din zidurile templului Afroditei
sunt decorate cu cate o phiale mesomphalos si poartd inscriptii fragmentare ce par a indica mai
multe reutilizari. Una din aceste inscriptii, tot din secolul al IV-lea, este inedita si
mentioneaza un personaj din Peparethos. Un alt fragment de calcar cu phiale si cu inscriptie a
fost reutilizat ca dald in pavajul stradutei romane tarzii care duce spre turnul A din coltul de
nord-est al cetatii. Fragmentul provine dintr-un altar funerar ridicat in secolul al IV-lea sau in
prima parte a secolului al IIl-lea a. Chr. pentru un anume Aristokrates. Desi fragmentare si
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uneori greu de exploatat din punct de vedere epigrafic, aceste inscriptii pot, cel putin, ghida
reconstructii ipotetice ale monumentelor de calcar din epocile mai vechi si sugera unele
moduri in care piatra a fost refolositd in aceasta regiune a cetatii.

Archaeological excavations in the T sector of Istros (Histria) revealed over time an appreciable
number of fragmentary inscriptions engraved on Turonian yellow limestone blocks, which were reused
in the constructions in this area of the city. A series of rectangular bases arranged towards the east of
the temple of Aphrodite are shown to be carved from a single dismantled monument. Only a few
letters remain from the inscription dating the original monument to the 4" century BC, although its
function and the nature of the inscription remain unknown. Other limestone blocks in the walls of the
temple of Aphrodite are each decorated with a phiale mesomphalos and bear fragmentary
inscriptions that seem to indicate multiple reuses. One of these inscriptions, also from the 4" century,
is unpublished and mentions a man from Peparethos. Another limestone fragment with phiale and
inscription was reused as a flagstone in the pavement of the late Roman street leading to tower A in
the north-east corner of the city. The fragment comes from a funerary altar erected in the 4™ century or
the first part of the 3 century BC for a certain Aristokrates. Although fragmentary and sometimes
difficult to exploit from an epigraphic point of view, these inscriptions can at least guide hypothetical
reconstructions of the limestone monuments of older ages and hint at the ways in which the stone was
reused in this region of the city.

Noi date despre Histria in epoca Principatului
New Data on Histria in the Era of the Principate

Cercetarile arheologice din sectorul Poarta Mare — Turnul Mare au adus nu doar noi
informatii despre stratigrafia si planimetria Histriei din epoca Principatului, ci si noi date
despre incinta cetatii romano-bizantine. Asa cum era de asteptat la realizarea curtinelor si a
plintei acesteia au fost folosite numeroase spolia din diferite epoci din istoria Histriei. O
astfel de piesd, inedita, este si un bloc de arhitrava ce contine o inscriptie bilingva gravatd pe
doua din cele trei fascii. Inscriptia mentioneaza numele legatului Sextus Iulius Maior,
guvernator al provinciei intre 131 si 135. Alte sapte fragmente de aceasta arhitrava se
regdsesc in lapidariul muzeului de la Histria si faceau candva parte din aceeasi colonada.
Noua descoperire arunca o raza de lumina asupra edificiilor monumentale care dominau
cetatea In epoca lui Hadrian.

The archaeological excavation of the Main Gate - Main Tower sector brought new information
about the stratigraphy and planimetry of Histria in the Roman period, but also new data about the
precinct of the Late Roman citadel. As expected, numerous spolia from different periods were used to
build the curtains and the plinth. Among them, there is an architrave block bearing a bilingual
inscription, still unpublished, engraved on two of the three fasciae. The inscription mentions the name
of the legate Sextus Iulius Maior, governor of the province between 131 and 135. Seven other
architrave fragments from the lapidarium of the museum of Histria were once part of the same
colonnade. The new discovery sheds a light on the monumental buildings dominating the city during
the reign of Hadrian.

Zeita Artemis este cunoscuta drept zeita vandtorii si a naturii salbatice, dar a indeplinit
si alte atributii: ajuta femeile la nastere, participa la riturile de initiere cu ocazia trecerii
copiilor in randul adultilor, marca limitele intre perioadele de razboi si pace, aducea si
vindeca bolile si elibera sclavii, in special sclavele.

Comunicarea prezintd o friza din marmurd, cu reprezentarea zeitei Artemis la vandtoare,
din perioada elenisticd, intrata in colectia muzeului in anul 1975, descoperita la Callatis. Friza
prezintd o scena clasica de vandtoare: zeita se pregateste sa sageteze un cerb in galop, pe care
il urmareste. In spate se afld un ogar, insotitorul fidel al zeitei. Panoul a fost afectat in cursul
timpului: este spart la extremitatea stanga si lipseste un fragment din partea superioara. De
asemenea, panoul a fost martelat in partea dreapta, unde probabil scena continua.

Most commonly known as the goddess of the hunt and wilderness, Artemis was also responsible
for helping women in childbirth, turning children into adults, marking boundaries between periods of
war and peace, bringing and curing plague and manumitting slaves, especially female slaves.

The communication presents a marble frieze, with the representation of the goddess Artemis in a
hunting scene, from the Hellenistic period, entered the museum’s collection in 1975, discovered in Callatis.

Caron limen — Portus Caria.
New Research on an Ancient Port and Quadriburgium at Cape Shabla

Capul Shabla, situat la 6 km est de orasul cu acelasi nume, are o istorie arheologica
foarte bogatd, de aproximativ 1.500 de ani. Investigarea zonei a inceput destul de devreme, la
sfarsitul secolului al XIX-lea cu descrierea vestigiilor vizibile si a mediului geografic si a
devenit mai intensd in a doua jumadtate a secolului al XX-lea. Investigatii arheologice ample
au fost efectuate de S. Torbatov In anii 1990. Sapaturi recente, incepand din 2016, au fost
conduse de B. Totev, cdruia in ultimii trei ani i s-a aldturat un grup de colegi maghiari
stabilind o colaborare fructuoasa.

Sursele scrise antice confirma faptul ca asezarea a fost importanta pentru transportul
maritim de-a lungul coastei de vest a Madrii Negre timp de secole, datoritd locatiei sale
geografice cheie, oferita de doua golfuri protejate de recife. Teritoriul Capului Shabla are o
gama largd de vestigii arheologice: un castellum, un quadriburgium, un port si o necropola.

Extinderea orasului antic nu este In prezent cunoscutd cu exactitate, dar cercetdrile pe
aceastd temad sunt in desfdsurare folosind sondaje si perspective nedistructive, dar pare sigur
ca este mai mare decat satul de pescari modern.

Cinci faze cronologice ale locuirii ar putea fi distinse de secolele VI-V a.Chr. pana in
secolele VI-VII p. Chr. Perioada cea mai veche este reprezentata doar de descoperiri, dar nici
o structura nu poate fi asociata cu aceasta epoca. Perioada elenistica este reprezentata de o
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cladire si gropi cu un numdr mare si varietate de descoperiri, printre altele 17 fragmente de
figurine de teracota. Spre secolele II — III p. Chr. poate fi datatd o casa cu incdlzire de tip
hipocaustum, care se afld sub qadriburgium-ul roman tarziu. Aceasta a servit din nou ca
fundatie a fortdretei bizantine timpurii, care nu a mai fost folosita in timpul secolului al VI-
lea, cand zidurile au fost folosite pentru locuinte si chiar si o crama a fost instalata in turnul
anterior. Descoperirile descoperite intaresc natura greceascd a Cariei, cu legaturi culturale si
economice extinse cu diverse alte comunitdti din zona Marii Negre si mai la sud, pana la
Mediterana.

The Cape of Shabla, located 6 km east of the town with the same name, has a very rich
archaeological history of some 1,500 years. The investigation of the area started quite early, in the late
19 century with the description of the visible remains and the geographical environment and became
more intense in the second half of the 20" century. Extensive archaeological investigations had been
conducted by S. Torbatov in the 1990s. Recent excavations, starting from 2016, were led by B. Totev,
to which in the last three years, was joined by a group of Hungarian colleagues establishing a fruitful
cooperation.

The ancient written sources confirm that the settlement was important for shipping along the
western Black Sea coast for centuries due to its key geographical location provided by two bays
protected by reefs. The territory of Cape Shabla has a wide array of archaeological remains: a
castellum, a quadriburgium, a port and a necropolis. The extension of the ancient city is currently
not exactly known, but research on this topic is ongoing using non-destructive surveys and prospects,
but it seems certain that it is greater than the modern fishing village.

Five chronological phases of habitation could be distinguished from 6-5" c. BC to the 6-7" c. AD.
The earliest period is only represented by finds, but no structure can be associated with this era. The
Hellenistic period is represented by a building and pits with a great number and variety of finds,
among others 17 terracotta figurine fragments. To the 2-3 c. AD a house with hypocaustum
heating can be dated, which is underneath the Late Roman quadriburgium. This again served as the
foundation of the Early Byzantine fortress that fell into disuse during the later 6" c. when the walls
were used for everyday housing, and even a winery was installed in the earlier tower. The finds
uncovered strengthen the Greek nature of Caria with extensive cultural and economic ties to various
other communities in the Black Sea area and further south to the Mediterranean.

Ceramica fina romana dintr-un sanctuar din Asia Mica
Roman Fine Wares from a Sanctuary in Asia Minor

Prezentarea va aduce in discutie ceramica fina din perioada secolelor I-III descoperita in
doua complexe cercetate arheologic in sanctuarul lui Zeus de la Labraunda, Asia Mica. Cele
doua complexe sunt edificiul termal central si o piscind dezafectata, transformata in groapa
menajerd. Ceramica fina reprezinta cea mai numeroasa categorie descoperitd, cu o varietate
de forme si zone de provenientd. Varietatea tipurilor aduce in discutie relatiile economice
dintre sanctuar si marile centre de productie (ex. Pergam), existenta atelierelor regionale, dar
si utilitatea vaselor descoperite in sanctuar.

The presentation will discuss the fine pottery from the 1%-3 centuries discovered in two
archaeologically researched complexes in the sanctuary of Zeus at Labraunda, Asia Minor. The two
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complexes are the central thermal edifice and a disused swimming pool turned into a disposal area.
Fine ceramics represent the most numerous category discovered, with a variety of shapes and areas of
provenance. The variety of types brings into discussion the economic relations between the sanctuary
and the large production centres (e.g. Pergamum), the existence of regional workshops, but also the
utility of the vessels discovered in the sanctuary.

Nivelul de plata al equites legionis in timpul Principatului
The Pay level of Equites Legionis During the Principate

Printre centuriile legiunilor erau distribuiti 120 de caldreti in timp ce calaretii din auxilia
faceau parte din escadroanele de cavalerie (turmae). Pe baza unor promovdri ale caldretilor
din legiuni se poate argumenta ca acestia pot fi incadrati printre principales ai legiunii avand
rangul de plata de sesquiplicarius.

Among the centuries of a legion there were distributed 120 cavalrymen while the mounted troops
from auxilia were part of the cavalry squadrons (turmae). Based on the promotions of the legionary
cavalrymen a case can be made that they ca be placed among the principales of a legion having the
pay rank of sesquiplicarius.

Unde s-au stabilit veteranii din provinciile din Balcanii de Est?
Where did the Veterans from the Eastern Balkan Provinces Settle?

Ioan MUNTEAN, Alexandra PREDA, Ligia RUSCU

Problema destinatiei militarilor romani dupa lasarea la vatra a fost intens dezbatutd in
literatura de specialitate. Opinia generald este ca ei rdmaneau in majoritate covarsitoare (75-80%)
in sau In preajma locului unde servisera ultima datd, in mai micd masura (20-25%) se
intorceau in locurile de origine. Ne-am propus sa examinam situatia In provinciile Moesia
Inferior, Thracia, Macedonia si Achaia. Au fost inclusi doar acei veterani ale caror atestari au
un loc cert de descoperire. Acestea au fost plasate pe harta cu ajutorul programului QGIS.
Rezultatele prezinta concentrari de veterani in marile centre de pe limesul dundrean, dar si
in colonii romane din interior cum ar fi Philippi, sau poleis mai vechi sau mai noi, ca Tomis,
Histria sau Nicopolis ad Istrum.

The question of the settlement of Roman soldiers after their discharge was intensely debated in
literature. The general consensus states that they overwhelmingly (75-80%) chose to remain in or
close to their last garrison, while some 20-25% returned to their places of origin. We examined this
issue for the provinces of Lower Moesia, Thrace, Macedonia and Achaea. Only those veterans were
included whose attestations have specific findspots. These were placed on maps through the QGIS
applications. The results show concentrations of veterans in the great centres on the Danubian Limes,
but also in Roman colonies inland, such as Philippi, or in older or newer poleis such as Tomis, Istros
or Nicopolis ad Istrum.

Intre anii 1995 si 2009 V. H. Baumann a efectuat cercetari arheologice de amploare pe
latura sudica a fortificatiei de la Noviodunum si in asezarea extra - murana localizata la sud de
cetate. Cu prilejul acestor sapaturi a fost recuperatd o cantitate foarte mare de ceramica de masa
databila in principal intre a doua jumatate a secolului I a. Chr. si finalul secolului al IIl-lea p. Chr.
Lucrarea de fata are ca scop prezentarea structurala a esantionului ceramicii de masa, iar pe
baza acesteia, conturarea unor ipoteze cu privire la evolutia spatiala si temporala a sitului
arheologic de la Isaccea in epoca romand. Nu in ultimul rand, pentru incadrarea rezultatelor
acestui demers In peisajul mai larg al spatiului vest-pontic si al Dunarii de Jos, se va Incerca o
comparatie intre esantionul ceramicii de masa de la Noviodunum si cel descoperit la
Troesmis in a doua jumatate a secolului XX.

Between 1995 and 2009, V. H. Baumann carried out extensive archaeological excavations on the
southern side of the Noviodunum fortress and in the Extra-Mural settlement situated to the south of
the fortress. During these excavations, a very large quantity of tableware was recovered, dating
mainly to the second half of the 1+t century AD and the end of the 3 century AD. The aim of the
present work is the structural presentation of the tableware group and, based on this, the sketching of
some hypotheses on the spatial and temporal development of the archaeological site of Isaccea in the
Roman period. Finally, in order to place the results of this approach in the larger framework of the
Western Pontic area and the lower Danube, a comparison is made between the sample of tableware
from Noviodunum and the sample discovered at Troesmis in the second half of the 20" century.

Lumina de la marginea Imperiului. Firmalampen nord-italice in Scythia Minor
The Light at the Edge of the Empire. North Italic Firmalampen in Scythia Minor

Lampile cunoscute in literatura de specialitate drept ,Firmalampen’ reprezintd o
componenta deosebitd a instrumentelor de iluminat din Antichitate. Stampila cu numele
producdtorului este o importantd sursa de informatii despre comert, precum si despre
anumite particularitati culturale regionale sau locale. Studiul de fatd are ca obiectiv
prezentarea marcilor de Firmalampen originare din Italia de Nord, centrul initial de
productie, regdsite pe teritoriul antic al Dobrogei, aldturi de niste consideratii despre
importul si utilizarea acestora. Opaitele de tip Firmalampen s-au bucurat de o circulatie
extinsa, atat din punct de vedere geografic, cat si cronologic, cu produse descoperite pe tot
cuprinsul Imperiului Roman, intre secolele I-IV p. Chr. Marcile occidentale au fost populare
si apreciate, fapt ce a determinat deschiderea si rdaspandirea de filiale provinciale a
producatorilor nord-italici, pentru a satisface nevoia clientilor. De asemenea, aceasta
popularitate a condus si la aparitia unor imitatii, fiind astfel unul dintre cele mai timpurii
exemple de piraterie.

The lamps known in the scientific literature as “Firmalampen” represent a unique component of
the lighting equipment from Antiquity. The stamp of the producer’s name is an important source of
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information about trading, as well as about certain regional or local cultural particularities. This
study aims to present the Firmalampen marks originated from North Italy, the initial production
centre, found in the ancient territory of Dobruja, alongside some considerations about their import
and usage. The lamps of Firmalampen type enjoyed an extensive circulation, both from a geographical
point of view, and from a chronological one, products as such being discovered across all the Roman
Empire, between the 1% and the 4" centuries AD. Occidental marks were popular and appreciated,
which determined the opening and the spread of provincial branches of the north-italic producers, to
satisfy the clients” needs. Also, this popularity has led to the issue of imitations, being one of the
earliest examples of piracy.

Reprezentari de vase ceramice pe monumentele sculpturale din Dobrogea romana
Representations of Ceramic Vessels on the Sculptural Monuments from Romanian Dobrogea

Este deja un cliseu aspectul cd ceramica romand reprezintd una dintre cele mai
numeroase si importante categorii de material prezente in descoperirile arheologice.
Inventarul ceramologic este completat de reguld cu informatii referitoare la functionalitatea
lor, denumirea acestora in antichitate, rolul acestora in viata locuitorilor de la acea vreme s.a.
Cu toate acestea, ne propunem sa evidentiem, in cadrul acestei comunicari, reprezentarile de
vase prezente pe monumentele sculpturale din spatiul dobrogean, cu scopul de a oferi o
analiza cat mai completa a imaginilor vizuale de pe recipientele descrise. Astfel, aceste redari
ale recipientelor ceramice pe monumentele sculpturale servesc ca sursa de informatie in ceea
ce priveste functionalitatea si chiar simbolistica vaselor ceramice.

It is cliché that Roman pottery is one of the most numerous and important categories of material
present in archaeological finds. The ceramological inventory is usually completed with information
about their functionality, their name in antiquity, their role in the life of the inhabitants of that time,
etc. However, we intend to highlight, in this communication, the representations of vessels present on
the sculptural monuments in the Dobrogea area, in order to provide a more complete analysis of the
visual images of the vessels described. Thus, these renderings of ceramic vessels on sculptural
monuments provide a source of information regarding the functionality and even the symbolism of
ceramic vessels.

Cercetari arheologice preventive in asezarea
de epoca romana de la Pecineaga, judetul Constanta
Preventive Archaeological Research in the Roman
Settlement from Pecineaga, Constanta County

Cercetarile arheologice preventive efectuate in vara anului 2023, cu ocazia unor investitii
private in zond, au avut ca scop investigarea sitului de epoca romana, localizat la nord de
localitatea Pecineaga. In urma sapdturilor, a fost identifica o asezare rurala, cu un puternic
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caracter agrar, datatd la finele secolului al II-lea — prima jumadtate a secolului al IIl-lea p. Chr..
Cele 10 monede descoperite (opt dintre ele in locuinta C. 15) indica un nivel de locuire intens
in prima jumatate a secolului al III-lea. Ceramica descoperita in complexe, atat de factura
romana cat si autohtond (ceramica lucrata la mana), evidentiaza o populatie autohtona aflata
in stranse legaturi comerciale cu cetatea Callatis.

The preventive archaeological research carried out in the summer of 2023, on the occasion of some
private investments in the area, aimed to investigate the Roman-era site, located north of the town of
Pecineaga. Following the excavations, a rural settlement was identified, with a predominantly
agrarian character, dated to the end of the 2" century AD - the first half of the 3 century AD. The 10
coins discovered (eight of them in the C. 15 dwelling) indicate an intense level of habitation in the first
half of the 3 century AD. The ceramics discovered in the complexes, both Roman and autochthonous
(hand-made ceramics), highlight an autochthonous population in close trade relations with Callatis.

Iconografie si propaganda traianica pe monumentul de la Adamclisi
Iconografia e propaganda Traianea sul monumento di Adamclisi

Constructia monumentului Tropaeum Traiani (109 p. Chr) situat la Adamclisi (Romania)
corespunde unei comemorari de rdzboi romane victorioase si reprezinta o iconografie partiala a
unui eveniment politico - militar. Ridicat pe campul de luptd, monumentul reprezinta o ,, marca”
politico - geografica, o amprenta teritoriald care corespundea cu conotatii specifice, evidentiate in
primul rand de inscriptia dedicata catre Marte Ultor. Monumentul reprezinta marturia directd a
imparatului Traian de a corela, prin politica sa propagandistica coerentd, centrul puterii de la
periferie, prin forme arhitecturale care ascund mesaje legate de conceptul de coabitare, humanitas
Si pax romano.

Monumentul Tropaeum Traiani a ridicat inca de la inceput o serie de probleme privind
datarea si forma sa initiala, analiza si succesiunea metopelor si corelarea monumentului cu
cladirile adiacente precum altarul si mausoleul, si chiar daca astazi se bucura de o vasta
bibliografie egald cu importanta sa atat pentru semnificatiile sale istorice, cat si artistice,
monumentul, insa, nu dispune incd de o documentatie iconograficd precisa si deci o analiza
detaliata actualizatd a elementelor sale arhitecturale si sculpturale.

Interventia va aduce in premiera in domeniul stiintific rezultatul fard precedent al
analizelor de laborator precum spectroscopia in infrarosu si SEM-EDX, la care au fost supuse
unele dintre blocurile de piatrd ale metopelor si crenelurilor tocmai pentru identificarea
pigmentilor de culoare si a compusilor organici. Rezultatele confirma cd monumentul fusese
pictat si propunem cateva ipoteze pentru reconstituirea grafica a iconografiei monumentului.

La costruzione del monumento di Tropaeum Traiani (109 d.Ch) situato ad Adamclisi (Romania)
corrisponde ad una commemorazione bellica romana vincente e rappresenta un’iconografia parziale di
un evento politico-militare. Eretto sul campo di battaglia, il monumento rappresenta un “marchio”
politico-geografico, un’impronta territoriale che corrispondeva con connotazioni specifiche,
testimoniate in primo luogo dall’iscrizione dedicatoria verso Marte Ultore. Il monumento rappresenta
la testimonianza diretta dell’imperatore Traiano di correlare attraverso la sua politica propagandistica
coerente, il centro del potere dalla periferia, attraverso forme architettoniche che nascondono messaggi
legati alla concezione di coabitazione, humanitas e pax romana.
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Il monumento di Tropaeum Traiani ha sollevato fin dall’inizio una serie di problematiche che
riguardavano la datazione e la sua forma originale, 'analisi e la successione delle metope e la
correlazione del monumento con le costruzioni adiacenti come l'altare e il mausoleo, ed anche se lo
stesso gode 0ggi di una vastissima bibliografia al pari della sua importanza sia per i suoi significati
storici che artistici, il monumento pero non dispone ancora di una precisa documentazione
iconografica e dunque un’analisi dettagliata riattualizzata dei suoi elementi architettonici e scultorei.

L’intervento portera per la prima volta nell’ambito scientifico il risultato inedito delle analisi di
laboratorio come la spettroscopia in infrarosso e SEM-EDX, ai quali alcuni dei blocchi di pietra delle
metope e dei merli furono sottoposti proprio per identificare pigmenti di colore e composti organici. I
risultati confermano che il monumento era stato dipinto e proponiamo alcune ipotesi di ricostruzione
grafica dell’iconografia del monumento.

Metode tehnice folosite in investigatiile arheologice
Technical Methods used in Archaeological Investigations

Lucrarea propune prezentarea unor tipuri de masurdtori care sunt folosite in
investigatiile arheologice: masurarea rezistivitatii solului, ca metoda folosita ,,in-situ” pentru
detectarea structurilor litice Ingropate si metoda spectroscopiei in infrarosu (FTIR), care este
utilizata la detectarea compusilor organici in context istoric. Mdsurarea rezistivitatii solului
este 0 metodd care implica o resursa financiard redusa, dar care — desi destul de laborioasa,
poate duce la rezultate stiintifice consistente.

Analiza FT-IR (spectroscopia IR) este o metoda larg raspandita de studiu a vibratilor
moleculelor si este cea mai potrivita metoda de identificare a prezentei gruparilor functionale din
structura moleculelor compusilor organici studiati, descoperiti in context arheologic.

The paper aims to present some types of measurements that are used in archaeological
investigations: the measurement of soil resistivity, as a method used “in-situ” to detect buried lithic
structures and the infrared spectroscopy (FTIR) method, which is used to detect organic compounds in
historical context.

Measuring soil resistivity is a method that involves a small financial resource, but which -
although quite laborious - can lead to consistent scientific results FT-IR analysis (IR spectroscopy) is a
widespread method of studying molecular vibrations and is the most suitable method for identifying
the presence of functional groups in the molecular structure of the studied organic compounds,
discovered in an archaeological context.

Histria. Traseul incintei elenistice a acropolei
Histria. The Route of the Acropolis Hellenistic Enclosure

Cercetarile arheologice din ultimii ani au adus noi precizdri privind traseul zidului de
incinta al acropolei histriene in special privind latura de nord si de est, precum si cea de sud.
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Last year’s archaeological researches brought to light new data regarding the trajectory of the
Hellenistic defenice wall of the Acropolis, mainly on the northern and eastern front, but also on the
southern one.

Q. Iulius Vestalis si coasta de vest a Marii Negre
Q. Iulius Vestalis and the Western Shore of the Black Sea

Florian MATEI POPESCU

Dupa descoperirea si publicarea decretului histrian pentru Q. Iulius Vestalis, care aduce
importante precizdri in legatura cu destinul Histriei si al celorlalte orase grecesti vest-pontice
la inceputul domniei Iui Tiberius, s-au emis doud puncte de vedere legate de datarea
misiunii lui Vestalis: M. Barbulescu/L. Buzoianu si C.P. Jones — anul 19; G. Kantor si F. Matei-
Popescu — anul 15.

Voi incerca sa aduc mai multe argumente in favoarea anului 15, in contextul
provincializarii Moesiei.

After the discovery and publishing of the Histrian decree to honour Q. Iulius Vestalis, which
brings important details concerning the fate of Histria and the other Greek cities of the Western
Pontus at the beginning of the reign of Tiberius, two different dates have been put forward: M.
Barbulescu/L. Buzoianu and C.P. Jones — year 19 (the second mission in the Lower Danube area of L.
Pomponius Flaccus); G. Kantor and F. Matei-Popescu — year 15 (when L. Pomponius Flaccus is
attested as praetorian legate of the province of Moesia).

I shall try to bring forward arguments in favour of a dating around the year 15, in the context of
the making of the province of Moesia.

Un pandantiv din fosta colectie F. Romanovich si tezaurul din Kapandibi, Ajara
The Pendant from the Former F. Romanovich Collection
and the Treasure From Kapandibi in Ajara

Se discuta despre un pandantiv, astdzi pierdut, de forma trapezoidala, de aur, care la
inceputul secolului al XX-lea a fost achizitionat de, anticarul de la Rostov pe Don, F. S.
Romanovici. Pandantivul prezintd, in relief, o Minerva in picioare, cu o sulitd in mana
stangd, sprijinita pe un scut expus frontal, cu un gorgoneion incadrat cu pene in mana
dreapta. Pandantivul este decorat cu granule cu proeminente triunghiulare de-a lungul
marginii cu incrustatii ovale si in forma de lacrima si cu compozitii granulate de romburi si
piramide. Acesta a fost publicat impreuna cu phalerae elenistice tarzii de argint gasite in
regiunea Taganrog, insa nu are nimic de-a face cu aceasta descoperire.

La prima vedere, pandantivul din colectia Romanovich arata foarte ciudat, atat in ceea
ce priveste forma neobisnuita, cat si decorul si ar putea aparea indoieli cu privire la
autenticitatea sa. La inceputul anilor 2010, in vecindtatea orasului Batumi, in cursul inferior
al raului Chorokhi, langa satul Kapandibi, a fost gasit un complex numit tezaur (avand in
vedere descoperirea unui fragment de coroana funerard, mai degraba acesta provine de la
un complex funerar distrus), care includea un pandantiv de aur de forma similard, cu o bucla
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larga similard pentru agatat, o incrustatie ovala centrald cu o margine zimtata. Suprafata
pandantivului este decoratd cu triunghiuri si romburi din granulatie.

Este evident ca pandantivele de la Kapandibi si din fosta colectie Romanovich sunt
extrem de asemdndtoare si apartin aceluiasi atelier. Lucrarea se va concentra pe atribuirea
pandantivelor si datarea Tezaurului de la Kapandibi, care cuprindea, pe langa pandantiv si o
coroand, un grup de placute, cu pandantive, decorate cu incrustatii si granulatie, probabil
elementele de colier, unele dintre aceste isi gasesc paralele intre alte complexe din secolul II
p. Chr. ale acelei regiuni: Tezaurul Gonio si necropola din Kldeeti. De o importantd deosebita
sunt doua cupe de argint fragmentate, dintre care una apartine perioadei augustene tarzii.

Discussed is a lost gold trapezoid-shaped pendant, which wasacquired by the Rostov-on-Don
antiquarian F.S. Romanovich, in the early 20" century,. The pendant represents in a low relief a
standing Minerva with a spear in her left hand, leaning on a frontally exposed shield, with a
gorgoneion framed with feathers with her right hand. The pendant is decorated with cells with
triangular protrusions along the edge with oval and teardrop-shaped inlays and granulated
compositions of rhombuses and pyramids. It was published together with the late Hellenistic silver
phalerae found in the Taganrog region, but had nothing to do with this find.

At first glance, the pendant from the Romanovich collection looks very strange, both in terms of
its unusual shape and decoration. There could arise doubts about its authenticity. In the early 2010s
in the vicinity of Batumi in the lower reaches of the river Chorokhi near the village of Kapandibi there
was found a complex called a treasure (in fact, given the discovery of a fragment of a wreath with
trefoils, rather a destroyed burial), which included a gold pendant of a similar shape with a similar
wide loop for hanging, a central oval inlay in a cell with a jagged edge. The surface of the pendant is
decorated with triangles and rhombuses of granulation.

It is obvious that the pendants from Kapandibi and the former Romanovich collection are
extremely similar and belong to the items of the same circle. The paper will focus on the attribution of
pendants and the dating of the Treasure from Kapandibi, which included, besides the pendant and the
wreath a group of plaques, with pendants, decorated with inlays and granulation, probably the
elements of the necklace, some of which find parallels among other 2" century AD complexes of that
region: the Gonio Treasure and the necropolis of Kldeeti. Of special importance are two fragmented
silver cups, one of which belongs to the Late Augustan period.

Negustorul si Dunarea — deosebiri si asemanari in evidenta epigrafica
The Merchant and the Danube — Differences and Similarities in Epigraphical Evidence

Melinda SZABO

Subiectul acestei lucrdri este analiza a trei inscriptii descoperite in Pannonia. Toate cele
trei inscriptii sunt in legatura cu comertul fluvial pe Dunare, dar in moduri diferite. Deoarece
doar aceste trei inscriptii au supravietuit, in Pannonia, despre comertul dundrean, este o
necesitate sd le comparam cu inscriptiile cunoscute din regiunile Dunarii de Mijloc si de Jos.

Utilizarea Dundrii ca rutd comercial in epoca romani este cunoscutd de mult timp. In
ciuda acestui fapt, In Pannonia au supravietuit doar trei inscriptii in legatura cu comertul
fluvial de pe Dunare. Unul dintre acestea numeste clar un navicularius. Dar atata timp cat
aceasta este singura inscriptie cu navicularius cunoscutd din provincie, cea mai buna sansa de
a intelege rolul lui Aurelius Martialis in comert este sa-1 punem in legatura cu nautae universii
Danuvii din Axiopolis, Moesia.
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Cazul celorlalte doud inscriptii pannonice este foarte asemanator. Altarul, ridicat de
Lucius Valerius Italus in Aquincum, il mentioneaza ca membru al unui colegiu. Desi
activitatea colegiala a fost larg raspanditd in Pannonia, nu existd nici macar o inscriptie cu
exceptia acestui altar, unde putem fi siguri de activitatea comerciala fluviald a unei persoane
intr-un colegiu. Se presupune ca era negociator, rolul lui putea fi inteles comparandu-1 cu
ceilalti negociatori din regiunile Dunarii de Mijloc si de Jos.

A treia inscriptie este un altar, dedicat lui Danuvius. Aceasta piesd este o inscriptie
unicd, numita zeul ,Defluens”. Altare asemanadtoare sunt cunoscute in Pannonia si Raetia,
fenomenul pare a fi local. Dar, pentru ca Haterius Calinicus ar putea fi in legatura cu armata,
pentru a interpreta aceasta inscriptie trebuie sda se examineze utilizarea Dunarii in
aprovizionare militara.

Cele trei inscriptii sunt diferite unele de altele, dar toate au exemple paralele din
regiunea Dundrii, iar aceste comparatii sunt singura modalitate de interpretare a epigrafelor.

The subject of this paper is the analysis of three inscription from Pannonia. All of the three
inscriptions are in connection with fluvial trade on the Danube, but in different ways. As only these
three inscriptions survived in Pannonia about Danubian trade, it’s a must to compare them with the
inscriptions known from the Middle and Lower Danube regions.

The use of the Danube as trading route during Roman times is a well-known fact for long times.
Despite this fact, in Pannonia only three inscriptions survived in connection with the fluvial trade on
the Danube. One of these clearly names a navicularius. But as long as this is the only known
navicularius inscription from the province, the best chance to understand Aurelius Martialis’ role in
trade is to confer him to the nautae universii Danuvii from Axiopolis, Moesia.

The case of the other two Pannonian inscriptions is very similar. The altar, erected by Lucius
Valerius Italus in Aquincum, mentions him as a member of a collegium. Although the collegial
activity was widespread in Pannonia, there is not even one inscription except Lucius Valerius Italus’
altar, where we can be sure about one person’s fluvial trading activity in a collegium. Supposedly, he
was a negotiator, his role could be understood comparing him to the other negotiatores from the
Middle and Lower Danube regions.

The third inscription is an altar, erected to Danuvius. This piece is a unique inscription, calls the
god ‘Defluens’. Similar altars are known just from Pannonia and Raetia, the phenomenon seems to be
local. But, because Haterius Calinicus could be in connection with the army, to interpret this
inscription one must need to examine the use of the Danube in military supply.

The three inscriptions are different from each other, but all of them has parallel examples from the
Danube region, and these comparisons are the only way to interpret the epigraphs.

Ovidiu de la Brigetio: prima reprezentare antica a poetului
Ovid from Brigetio: The First Representation of the Poet in Antiquity

Brigetio este unul dintre cele mai importante situri arheologice din provincia romana
Pannonia, cu un castru legionar, un oras civil si avand canabae legionis. Sapaturile sistematice
au fost incepute in 1992, fiind descoperit material arheologic abundent, inclusiv picturi
murale de inalti calitate, inscriptii latine, echipament militar etc. In 2015, un obiect unic si de
neegalat a fost gdsit in timpul unei sapaturi de salvare in vecindtatea castrului legionar: o
tigla completd de teracota (tegula) cu reprezentarea unui bust barbos incizat in lutul umed
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inainte de ardere, realizatd local in Brigetio. Personajul reprezentat pe aceasta are parul lung
si cret, barba bogata, sprancene groase, urechi proeminente si ochi mici deschisi. Desi astfel
de caricaturi sunt foarte rare, se cunosc cateva exemple — mai ales de la Pompei — care poarta
inscriptii de identificare a persoanelor reprezentate. Din pacate, acele inscriptii se refera
aproape exclusiv la persoane necunoscute din punct de vedere istoric. Cea mai
surprinzatoare parte a descoperirii noastre de la Brigetio este inscriptia cursiva pe doua
randuri de sub bust, care il identifica clar: Ovidius Naso. O gaura forata deasupra bustului
indica faptul ci tigla a fost atarnati pe un perete. In ciuda faptului c3, evident, nu poate fi
privit ca un portret realist, ci mai degraba caricaturist al poetului realizat in secolul al II-lea
sau al Ill-lea p. Chr. din cate stim, aceasta este prima si singura reprezentare romana a lui
Ovidiu. In lucrarea de fats, vom discuta despre acel obiect unic si circumstantele descoperirii
sale, problemele graffitilor si a caricaturii romane, precum si cateva date noi despre
sdpaturile arheologice in curs de desfasurare in Brigetio.

Brigetio is one of the most important archaeological sites in the Roman province of Pannonia
with a legionary fortress, a civil town and a canabae legionis. Systematic excavations have been
started in 1992, producing abundant find material including high-quality wall paintings, Latin
inscriptions, military equipment, etc. In 2015, a unique and unparalleled object has been found during
a rescue excavation in the vicinity of the legionary fortress: a complete terracotta roof tile (tegula)
with the representation of a bearded male bust drawn into the wet clay before firing, made locally in
Brigetio. It has long, curly hair, rich beard, thick eyebrows, projecting ears and small open eyes.
Although such caricatures are very rare, several examples are known — especially from Pompeii —
which bear inscriptions identifying the persons represented. Unfortunately, those inscriptions almost
exclusively refer to historically unknown people. The most surprising part of our find from Brigetio is
the two-line cursive inscription below the bust which clearly identifies him: Ovidius Naso. A drilled
hole above the bust indicates that the tile was hung up on a wall. In spite the fact that it obviously
cannot be regarded as a realistic but rather a caricaturist portrait of the poet made in the 2" or 3
century AD, as far as we know, this is the first and only Roman representation of Ovid. In the present
paper, we will discuss that unique object and its find circumstances, the problems of Roman graffiti
and caricatures, and some new data on the ongoing archaeological excavations in Brigetio.

Roman Campsa — The Sunken Roman Fort on the Danube

La sfarsitul anilor 1960 si inceputul anilor 1970, in timpul lucrarilor de constructie a
hidrocentralei Derdap, a avut loc o sdpatura de salvare la scara largd. Multe forturi romane si
alte parti ale limes-ului roman de pe Dunadre au fost excavate si dupd ce s-a format lacul
Derdap, acestea au ramas scufundate sub suprafata apei. Unul dintre forturile care au
Impartasit acest destin este cel care va fi descris aici. Provocarea initiald a cercetdtorilor de
atunci a fost sd identifice numele castrului din Notitia Dignitatum si din opera lui Procopius.
Dupa un studiu amanuntit, a fost identificat drept fortul roman din Campsa, numit in Evul
Mediu Ravna.

Acest castru a fost examinat pe o perioada de cativa ani, dar pe langa scurte rapoarte
anuale si alte cateva lucrari, nu a fost niciodata publicat in intregime. Acesta a fost infiintat la
sfarsitul secolului al II-lea sau la inceputul secolului al Ill-lea si in urmatoarele patru secole a
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suferit mai multe modificari. A apartinut castrelor mai mari de pe aceastd parte a limesului
Dunarii. Desi volumul a rdmas mai mult sau mai putin neschimbat, forma turnurilor
acestuia a fost modificata, alaturi de porti.

Micile descoperiri de la Campsa au facilitat determinarea cronologica a acestuia,
deoarece apartin descoperirilor tipice acestei perioade. Acestea includ ceramicd, opaite,
diferite unelte si piese de armament din metal, descoperiri din os si piatra, dar si un tezaur
interesant de monede din secolul al IIl-lea.

In the late 1960s and early 1970s, during the construction work for the Derdap hydro-power
plant, a large-scale rescue excavation took place. Many Roman forts and other parts of the Roman
limes on the Danube were excavated and after the Derdap lake was formed, they remained sunken
beneath the water surface. One of the forts that shared this destiny is the one that shall be described
here. The initial challenge of the researchers back in the day was to identify the name of the fort from
Notitia Dignitatum and from the work of Procopius. After a thorough study, it was identified as the
Roman fort of Campsa, called Ravna in the Middle Ages.

This fort was examined over the period of several years, but besides short annual reports and a
few other papers, it was never fully published. This fort was established at the end of the 2" or at the
beginning of the 3 century and over the next four centuries, it underwent several changes. It
belonged to the bigger forts on this part of the Danube Limes. Although the volume of the fort
remained more or less unchanged, the shape of its towers was changed, but also of its gates.

Small finds discovered in Campsa made it easier to determine it chronologically, since they belong to
the typical finds of this period. They include pottery, oil-lamps, different tools and pieces of weaponry made
of metal, finds made of bone and stone, but also an interesting coin hoard from the 3" century.

Din 2021, Institutul de Studii Balcanice al Academiei Sarbe de Stiinte si Arte, in
colaborare cu Muzeul Krajina din Negotin, conduce primele cercetari arheologice in
localitate Cetaée de pe limesul Dunarii, la granita dintre Serbia, Bulgaria si Roméania. Pana
acum am putut observa cd acesta este un castru, foarte important din punct de vedere
strategic, construit fara indoiald In vremea lui Traian si care a fost legat de constructii si
activitati desfasurate pe teritoriul Aquae (Prahovo) inainte de rdzboaiele dacice. Aceasta
locatie diversd din punct de vedere cronologic ar putea deveni si mai interesanta atunci cand
ludm in considerare surse istorice precum Procopius.

Comunicarea mea va Incerca sa completeze imaginea, tinand cont de toate rezultatele
cercetarilor stiintifice efectuate pana in prezent.

Depuis 2021 I'Institut des études balkaniques de I’Académie serbe des Sciences et des Arts, en
collaboration avec le Musée de Krajina a Negotin, dirige les premiéres recherches archéologiques de la
localité Cetace sur le limes de Danube, a la trifrontieres de Serbie, Bulgarie et Roumanie. Jusqu'a
présent on pourrait constater qu’il s’agit ici d’un fortin, stratégiquement trés important, qui sans
doute dérive de I"époque de Trajan et qui était lié avec des constructions et les activités menées dans le
territoire d’Aquae (Prahovo) avant les guerres Daces. Cet emplacement chronologiquement divers
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pourrait devenir encore plus intéressant si on considere les sources historiques tel que Procope. Ma
communication va essayer de compléter notre image en tenant compte de tous les résultats des
recherches scientifiques menées jusqu’a présent.

The newly discovered inscription found in Novae in 2023 provides information on the form of the
local government of the canabae legionis. The monument is the first epigraphic evidence of the
extramural settlement and its status.

La sfarsitul Antichitatii, elementele de constructie au fost refolosite pentru constructie si
reconstructie, in principal din motive economice. Nu putem ignora alte circumstante, cum ar
fi nivelarea unei zone impreund cu resturi de clddiri existente sau termene stranse pentru
ridicarea de cladiri noi.

Prin urmare, oare cum arata constructia unei cladiri publice intr-o cetate de granitd in
timpul transformarii Imperiului Roman? Raspunsul la aceasta intrebare va fi subiectul
prezentarii mele. Schimbarile in sistemul de management, precum si dorinta de a depasi
consecintele crizei secolului al Ill-lea, au dus la reduceri ale bugetelor trupelor militare,
inclusiv ale celor situate la granita Imperiului. Cu toate acestea, a fost deseori necesar sa se
faca schimbari serioase In aspectul unui oras, de multe ori fiind puse in legdtura cu noile
nevoi ale garnizoanei militare si ale civililor. Castrul militar roman, precum si orasul bizantin
timpuriu Novae, de la Dundrea de Jos, nu fac exceptie. Exista diverse categorii de materiale
de constructie obtinute in timpul proiectelor de demolare, de exemplu, caramizi si blocuri de
piatra. Piatra de constructie care este reutilizata pentru proiecte de constructii noi sau
sculptura decorativa si reutilizatd in cladiri noi se numeste spolia. Savantii s-au concentrat in
primul rand pe elementele arhitecturale grecesti si romane reutilizate in cladirile ulterioare si au
fost studiate in general ca dovezi iconografice si epigrafice. Scopul contributiei este de a prezenta
categoria materialelor de constructie in masd, precum blocurile de piatra rusticd, caramizile si
tiglele, reutilizate pentru constructia de cladiri publice In orasul bizantin timpuriu Novae din
provincia Moesia Secunda, atat originile, cat si motivele reutilizari acestora.
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In the late Antiquity, building elements were reused for construction and reconstruction mainly
due to economic reasons. We cannot ignore other circumstances, such as the levelling of an area
together with remnants of existing buildings or tight deadlines for erecting new buildings. And how
did the construction of a public building in a border fortress look during the transformation of the
Roman Empire? The answer to this question will be the subject of my presentation. Changes in the
management system, as well as the wish to overcome the consequences of the crisis of the 3 century,
led to reductions in the budgets of the military troops, including those located on the border of the
empire. However, it was often necessary to make serious changes to the layout of a city in connection
with the new needs of the military garrison and civilians. The Roman military camp and the early
Byzantine city of Novae on the Lower Danube is no exception. There are various categories of building
materials obtained during demolition projects, for example, bricks and stone blocks. Building stone
that is repurposed for new construction projects or decorative sculpture and reused in new buildings
is called spolia. The scholars focused primarily on Greek and Roman architectural elements reused in
later buildings and were studied generally as iconographic and epigraphic evidence. The contribution
aim is to present the category of mass building material, such as rusticated stone blocks, bricks and
tiles, reused for the construction of public buildings in the early Byzantine city of Novae in the
province of Moesia Secunda, both their origins and reasons for reuse.

La inceputul anului 2021, in colectia arheologica a Muzeului Judetean Arges din Pitesti a
intrat o oglinda cu tamga, adusa de catre un detectorist amator. Piesa a fost gasita intr-o
padure din comuna Dobresti (circa 23 km E de Pitesti), in zona de est a judetului Arges,
aproape de limita cu judetul Dambovita. Ea este realizata dintr-un aliaj de cupru, staniu si
plumb si s-a pastrat intr-o stare foarte buna de conservare. Este prima piesa de sorginte
sarmaticd descoperitd pe teritoriul judetului Arges. Daca descoperirile sarmatice lipsesc in
zona, nu acelasi lucru se poate spune despre siturile orizontului cultural autohton de epoca
romand cunoscut drept ,Militari-Chilia”. Oglinda este discutatd in conexiune cu siturile
Militari-Chilia (agezari si 0 necropold) din zona descoperirii.

At the beginning of 2021, a mirror with tamga found by an amateur detectorist entered the
archaeological collection of the Arges County Museum in Pitesti. The artifact was found in a forest in
Dobresti commune (about 23 km E of Pitesti), in the eastern area of Arges County, close to the border
with Dambovita County. It is made of an alloy of copper, tin and lead and has been kept in a very good
state of preservation. It is the first piece of Sarmatian origin discovered on the territory of Arges
County. If the Sarmatian finds are missing in the area, the same cannot be said about the sites of the
autochthonous cultural horizon of the Roman period, known as ”“Militari-Chilia”. The mirror is discussed
in connection with the Militari-Chilia sites (settlements and one necropolis) in the discovery area.

Palatul guvernatorului consular al celor trei Dacii de la Apulum a fost sediul oficial al
administratiei provinciale romane, fiind un complex arhitectonic, constituit din cladiri cu
functionalitati diferite, de la cele oficiale (administrative in primul rand), dar si la cele private
(o parte insemnata a sa fost resedinta privata a guvernatorului si a familiei sale).

Comunicarea noastrd are intentia de a prezenta cateva rezultate preliminare referitoare
la designul interior al diferitelor parti componente ale Palatului guvernatorului. Astfel, vor fi
analizate, pe de o parte, modul in care au fost decorati peretii unora dintre incaperi — cu
ajutorul placajului de marmurd, a elementelor de stucatura si a tencuielilor pictate policrome
in tehnica frescei. Pe de alta parte, se vor pune in evidentd si decoratiile podelelor acestora,
realizate cu ajutorul mozaicurilor (tehnica opus tesselatum), a placajelor de marmura, dar si in
opus sectile, cu ajutorul pieselor ceramice de paviment policrome. Cartarea descoperirilor
acestor elemente, provenite din cercetarile arheologice vechi si recente, ne vor putea ajuta la
determinarea functionalitatii unora dintre cladirile Palatului guvernatorului de la Apulum.
Totodatd, prin studiul comparativ al descoperirilor similare efectuate in alte praetoria
consulares din Imperiul roman, se vor putea evidentia monumentalitatea acestor constructii,
dar si particularitdtile modului de decorarea al acestora.

The palace of the governor was the headquarters of the Roman provincial administration,
appearing as a first rank official building, as well as the governor’s private residence.

Our lecture intends to present some preliminary results related to the interior design of the
various component parts of the Governor’s Palace. Thus, on the one hand, the way in which the walls
of some of the rooms were decorated will be analysed - with the help of marble veneer, stucco elements
and polychrome painted plasters in the fresco technique. On the other hand, the decorations of their
floors, made with the help of mosaics (opus tesselatum technique), marble slabs, but also in opus
sectile, with the help of polychrome ceramic floor pieces, will also be highlighted. Mapping the
discoveries of these elements, coming from old and recent archaeological research on the settlement,
will help us to determine the functionality of some of the buildings of the Governor’s Palace at
Apulum. At the same time, through the comparative study of similar discoveries made in other
praetoria consulares of the Roman Empire, it will be possible to highlight the monumentality of
these constructions, as well as the particularities of their decorations.

Cercetarile arheologice din ultimii ani de la Romula au scos la lumina o serie de
structuri arheologice realizate din cdramizi nearse. Mentionam aici zidul de incintd al
castrului roman de la inceputul secolului al II-lea p. Chr., respectiv un zid ce apartine locuirii
civile din centrul orasului roman.

Prezenta caramizilor nearse in epoca romana este obisnuitd pentru provinciile romane
mediteraneene cu un climat cald si arid, care permitea conservarea lor. Explicatiile prezentei
acestor cdramizi nearse la Romula pot fi de la climatul cald si uscat vara, pana la lipsa
timpului necesar arderii si utilizarii

Archaeological research in recent years from Romula, has brought to light a series of
archaeological structures made of unburnt bricks. We mention here the enclosure wall of the Roman
fort from the beginning of the 2" century BC, respectively a wall that belongs to the civilian housing
in the centre of the Roman city.

The presence of dried bricks in the Roman era is common for the Roman Mediterranean provinces
with a hot and arid climate, which allowed their preservation. The explanations for the presence of
these unburnt bricks in Romula can be from the hot and dry climate in summer, to the lack of time
required for burning and use.

Fortul si baile de la Malaiesti sunt cele mai bine cercetate dintre toate structurile
construite de armata romana in nordul Munteniei, zona pe care a ocupat-o pentru o scurta
perioada, in primele doua decenii ale secolului al II-lea p. Chr.

Cercetarile arheologice efectuate au oferit date cronologice relevante pentru structurile
cladirii, precum si pentru anumite tipuri de artefacte.

The fort and baths at Mildiesti are the most thoroughly researched of all the structures built by
the Roman army in northern Muntenia, an area it had occupied for a short period, during the first two
decades of the 2" century AD.

The archaeological research carried out yielded relevant chronological data for the building
structures, as well as for certain types of artefact.

Studiul de caz ales este chiar castellum-ul de la Capidava si descoperirile reprezentative,
pe parcursul unui veac de cercetare arheologica intra si extra muros (1924-2023).

Our paper aims to point out the main chronological phases of the Lower Danube Limes from its
first century of existence until the abandonment of this defensive line, sometime in the second decade
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of the 7% century BC. The chosen case study is the very castellum of Capidava and the representative
discoveries, during a century of archaeological research intra and extra muros (1924-2023).

Fibulele cu capul in forma de ancora au constituit obiectul a numeroase studii, dedicate
special acestui tip, fie in contextul mai larg al tipologiei fibulelor dintr-o provincie, sit sau
colectie muzeald. Alteori autorii s-au oprit doar la studierea pieselor de argint din tezaure, ca
bijuterii, fara a lua in considerare restul pieselor de argint sau bronz.

Descoperirea in ultimele decenii a numeroase piese, avand in special sistemul de
inchidere prin balama ofera astazi posibilitatea de a aduce noi contributii privind tipologia,
cronologia aria de raspandire, geneza, precum si zone de productie.

Roman broches with an anchor-shaped head have been the subject of numerous studies, especially
dedicated to this type, either in the wider context of the typology of broches from a province, site or
museum collection. Other times the authors stopped only to study the silver pieces from the hoards, as
jewellery without considering the rest of the silver or bronze pieces.

The discovery in recent decades of numerous pieces, especially the hinge closure system, offers
today the possibility for new contributions regarding typology, chronology, distribution area, genesis,
as well as production areas.

De-a lungul timpului, granitele au modelat maniera in care oamenii au perceput,
abordat si s-au raportat la , celdlalt(i)”. Granitele aveau astfel puterea de a crea si manipula
identitati culturale prin crearea de legaturi, formate pe baza sentimentelor puternice de
apartenenta la un anumit grup. Recent, granitele sunt mai degraba intelese drept , capete de
pod” catre Barbaricum cu valente administrative si birocratice, sau ca vectori pentru
schimburile culturale si economice care au loc de ambele parti. Faptul ca astfel de realitati au
existat In Antichitate, impreuna cu momentele de criza au contribuit la conturarea mai
multor forme de coagulare a unei ,identitdti barbare” la nord de Dunare, prin activarea altor
mecanisme complexe de incluziune si/sau diferentiere.

Aceastd prezentare se bazeazd pe studiile anterioare ce au abordat problematica
fibulelor cu capete de ceapa, cum ar fi Swift 2000 si Quast 2015, introducand noi descoperiri
si incercand sa contextualizeze, ca parte a unei abordari unitare, dovezile arheologice care
provin de pe ambele parti ale limes-ului. Ne vom apleca, asadar, asupra studiului distributiei
spatiale si asupra cronologiei acestei categorii de artefacte, sincronizand dinamica locuirii de
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la nord de granita cu principalele faze constructive documentate de-a lungul fortificatiilor
care compun principalele elemente ale limes-ului tarziu de la Dunarea de Jos.

Throughout the history, borders have always shaped the ways in which people perceived,
approached and related to ‘the other(s)’. Borders had thus the power to create and manipulate cultural
identities by means of creating bonds, forged upon strong sentiments of belonging to a certain group.
Recently, borders are rather understood as ‘bridgeheads’ into Barbaricum accounting only for
administrative and bureaucratic purposes, or as vectors for cultural and economic exchanges taking
place on both sides. The fact that such realities existed in Antiquity together with moments of crisis
that helped shape several forms of Barbarian coagulation and identity north of the Danube,
contributed to the creation of new identities for the Barbarians settling inside the Late Roman Empire,
by activating other complex mechanisms of inclusion and/or distinction that helped forge concept such
as “Romanness” for example.

This presentation builds upon previous studies such as Swift 2000 and Quast 2015 by
introducing new finds and attempting to contextualize as part of a wunitary approach the
archaeological evidence coming from both sides of the limes and accounting for interactions between
the Romans and barbarians, in this particular case by studying the crossbow brooches. We would
therefore study the spatial distribution and chronology of such brooches in Barbaricum while
synchronizing the dynamics of the habitation north of the border with the main constructive phases
documented along the fortifications composing the main elements of the Lower Danube Late Roman Limes.

Cercetarea arheologicd implicd adesea reconstructia evolutiei temporale a siturilor, in
special a celor care se intind pe perioade indelungate. Inovatiile In metodologii si
instrumente pot imbunatdti semnificativ precizia si eficienta acestui proces de reconstructie.
Aceastd prezentare introduce Functiile Sumate de Densitate a Probabilitatii (SPDFs) ca o
abordare robustda pentru reconstructia evolutiei cronologice a siturilor arheologice.
Prezentarea conceptelor si a tehnicii de lucru va fi facutd intr-un limbaj non-tehnic.

Una dintre principalele merite ale SPDFs constd in capacitatea lor de a integra date din
surse diverse, cum ar fi informatiile stratigrafice, datarile radiocarbon, inregistrarile istorice
si altele. Aceasta integrare permite o reprezentare mai cuprinzatoare si mai precisa a
evolutiei temporale a siturilor.

Pentru a ilustra aplicabilitatea si eficacitatea metodei SPDF, o serie de situri din Epoca
Fierului tarzie din Dacia pre-romana au fost utilizate ca studii de caz. Aceste studii de caz
exemplifica modul in care SPDFs pot oferi o intelegere mai subtild a distributiei temporale a
artefactelor si pot ajuta la identificarea modelelor temporale de schimbare. Prin furnizarea
unei analize detaliate a metodologiei si a aplicarii sale practice, aceasta prezentare urmareste
sa promoveze adoptarea pe scara mai larga a SPDFs in cercetarea arheologica.

Archaeological research often involves the reconstruction of the temporal evolution of sites,
particularly those spanning extended periods of time. Innovations in methodologies and tools can
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greatly enhance the precision and efficiency of this reconstruction process. This presentation
introduces Summed Probability Density Functions (SPDFs) as a robust approach for reconstructing
the chronological evolution of archaeological sites, presented in a non-technical language.

One of the primary merits of SPDFs is their capacity to incorporate data from diverse sources,
such as stratigraphic information, radiocarbon dating, historical records, and more. This integration
enables a more comprehensive and precise depiction of the temporal evolution of the sites.

To demonstrate the applicability and effectiveness of the SPDF method, a series of Late Iron Age
sites in pre-Roman Dacia have been employed as case studies. These case studies illustrate how SPDFs
can offer a more nuanced insight into the temporal distribution of artifacts and aid in recognizing
temporal patterns of change. By furnishing an in-depth examination of the methodology and its practical
use, this presentation seeks to promote the wider adoption of SPDFs in archaeological research.

Biserica Rosie din Perushtitsa — martiriul Sfintilor Teodot,
Asclepiodot si Maxim din Marcianopolis (Moesia Secunda)
L’Eglise rouge de Pérouchtitsa — le martyrium des Saints Théodote,
Asclépiodote et Maxime de Marcianopolis (Moesia Secunda)

Biserica Rosie de langa Perushtitsa, la sud de Plovdiv/ Philippopolis, este un monument
simbolic al arhitecturii si arheologiei crestine timpurii. Aceasta este de plan tetraconc mare,
cu o cupola si coridoare care o inconjoard. Oamenii de stiinta, din generatia mai in varstd, il
descriu ca un martyrium al unui martir (sau martiri) crestini timpurii - o opinie care a fost
contestatd in ultimele decenii.

Formad si marime asemdndtoare are martyrium-ul din necropola de la Augusta Traiana
(Beroe - Stara Zagora), care cu siguranta nu este o catedrald. De aceea cred ca in apropiere de
Perushtitsa nu s-a gasit o catedrald, ci este un martyrium crestin timpuriu, din a doua
jumatate a secolului al IV-lea, sub formad de tetraconc.

In secolul al V-lea martyrium-ul a fost transformat in biserici prin adiugarea unui
culoar, pronaos, baptisteri si a unui paraclis cu absidd, care este ca un martyrium secundar,
unde au fost transferate moastele.

O alta Intrebare principald este: cine sunt cei trei martiri care au fost pusi in martyrium-ul
tetraconc de langa Perushtitsa. In povestea vietii Sf. Teodot, Sf. Asclepiode si Sf. Maxim din
Marcianopolis, - capitala provinciei Moesia Secunda dupa inceputul secolului al IV-lea, - s-a
consemnat ca datoritd apartenentei lor fata de crestinism au fost judecati in teatrul orasului
de catre guvernatorul Theres. Avem motive sa afirmam ca a fost vicar al Eparhiei Traciei,
care includea provinciile Moesia Secunda, Hemimont, Tracia etc. O inscriptie de la teatrul
din Philipopolis confirma ca Theres a detinut intr-adevdr aceasta functie la inceputul
secolului al IV-lea. Apoi inculpatii au fost transportati la Adrianopol unde au fost si ei
judecati si torturati. In cele din urma, au fost directionati catre Philippopolis (probabil prin
drumul secundar al Muntilor Rodopi de Est) - dar cu 30 de mile inainte de oras au fost
executati intr-un loc pustiu langa un izvor mare, la 15 septembrie 307.

Martyrium-ul de langa Perushtitsa corespunde pe deplin acestei descrieri. Apropo, nu exista
niciun alt grup de trei martiri din Philippopolis, si regiunea sa, documentat in literatura hagiografica.
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The Red Church near Perushtitsa, south of Plovdiv / Philippopolis, is a symbolic monument of
early Christian architecture and archaeology. This is a large tetraconch with a dome and corridors that
surround it. Scientists from elder generation describe it as a martyrium of an early Christian martyr
(or martyrs) - an opinion that has been disputed in the recent decades.

Similar shape and size have the tetraconch martyrium at the necropolis of Augusta Traiana
(Beroe - Stara Zagora), which certainly is not a cathedral. That is why I think that no cathedral was
found near Perushtitsa, but it is an early Christian martyrium from the second half of the 4" century
in the form of a tetraconcha.

In the fifth century the martyrium was transformed into a church by the addition of a corridor, narthex,
baptistery and a chapel with apse, which is like a secondary martyrium where the relics were transferred.

Another main question is: Who are the three martyrs who were placed in the tetraconch
martyrium near Perushtitsa. In the life story of St. Theodotus, St. Asklepiode and St. Maximus of
Marcianopolis, - the capital of the province Moesia Secunda after the beginning of the 4" century, - it
was recorded that due to their affection for Christianity they were judged in the city theatre by the
governor Theres. We have reason to affirm that he was vicar of the Diocese of Thrace which included
the provinces of Moesia Secunda, Hemimont, Thrace, etc. An inscription from the theatre of
Philipopolis confirms that Theres indeed held that position in the beginning of the 4% c. Then the
defendants were transported to Adrianople where they were also tried and tortured. Finally, they were
directed to Philippopolis,- (probably through the secondary road of the Eastern Rhodope Mountains) - but
30 miles before the city they were executed in a desolate place near a large spring on 15 September 307.

The Martyrium near Perushtitsa corresponds fully to this description. Apropos, there is no other
group of three martyrs from Philippopolis and its region documented in the hagiographic literature.

Apollonia Pontica si lumea mediteraneana (DigiAmphorae)
Apollonia Pontica and the Mediterranean World (DigiAmphorae)

Proiectul Apollonia Pontica and the Mediterranean World (DigiAmphorae) este promovat de
institutii din trei tari: Bulgaria, Romania si Franta. El este sustinut prin Programul Erasmus+
al Uniunii Europene si a fost lansat recent in mediul informatic (https://digiamphorae.eu).

Acest proiect contribuie la modernizarea invatdmantului superior european (HE) in
domeniile arheologiei, istoriei si managementului patrimoniului cultural, prin dezvoltarea
utilizarii practicilor digitale In educatie si cercetare. Proiectul vine sa suplineascd, de
asemenea, nevoia de materiale educationale moderne in studiul amforelor antice prin
digitalizarea si publicarea unui grup de amfore grecesti, stocate in diferite muzee din
Bulgaria si din Romania, prezentdri specializate, videoclipuri educationale, precum si alte
resurse. Prin intermediul proiectului DigiAmphorae, comunitatea academica dar si publicul larg
pot cunoaste aceste artefacte si o problematica vasta a unui domeniu special de cercetare.

Le projet Apollonia Pontica et le monde méditerranéen (DigiAmphorae) est porté par des
institutions de trois pays : la Bulgarie, la Roumanie et la France. 1l est soutenu par le programme
Erasmus+ de I'Union européenne et a récemment été mis en ligne (https://digiamphorae.eu).

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Labraunda - 10 ani de cercetare romaneasca
Labraunda — 10 Years of Romanian Research

Vasilica LUNGU, Radu PENEA

Sdpaturi arheologice de pe situl de la Labraunda, incepute in anul 1948 sub conducerea
Universitatii din Uppsala (Suedia), continua in fiecare an, in mai multe sectoare din situl
principal, coordonate fiind din 2013 de catre Olivier Henry, profesor de arheologie clasica la
Lyon. Programul anual de cercetare prevede, de asemenea, cercetari interdisciplinare si
publicarea unor rezultate preliminare, cu implicarea unor echipe numeroase de specialisti si
studenti din diverse tdri (Turcia, Franta, Suedia, Romania, Statele Unite ale Americii, Marea
Britanie, Elvetia, etc.).

Echipa de specialisti romani, coordonata din anul 2013 de catre Vasilica Lungu, se ocupa
cu studiul materialului ceramic rezultat din sectoarele sapate de colegii din celelalte tari.
Datele rezultate din cercetarea lor sunt necesare arheologilor pentru incadrarea cronologica a
nivelurilor de ocupare anticd si a monumentelor dezvelite. In cei 10 ani de prezentd
romaneasca pe acest santier, mai multi studenti si doctoranzi din Romania au fost prezenti, unii
dintre ei obtinand dreptul de publicare a materialelor studiate. Va fi prezentata, in cadrul acestei
mese rotunde, istoria celor 10 ani de colaborare romaneasca pe santierul de la Labraunda.

Archaeological excavations at the Labraunda site, bequn in 1948 under the direction of Uppsala
University (Sweden), continue every year in several sectors of the main site coordinated since 2013 by
Olivier Henry, professor of classical archaeology at Lyon. The annual research programme also
provides interdisciplinary research and publication of preliminary results, involving numerous teams
of specialists and students from various countries (Turkey, France, Sweden, Romania, United States,
United Kingdom, Switzerland, etc.).

The team of Romanian specialists, coordinated since 2013 by Vasilica Lungu, has been studying
the ceramic material resulting from the sectors excavated by colleagues from other countries. The data
resulting from their research are necessary for archaeologists to chronologically frame the levels of
ancient occupation and the monuments uncovered. In the 10 years of Romanian presence on this site,
several Romanian students and PhD students have been present, some of them obtaining the right to
publish the studied materials. The history of the 10 years of Romanian collaboration on the Labraunda
site will be presented during this round table.

Morminte, sacrificii sau crime — date noi din zona Pontica despre ramasitele umane din
complexele de gropi datate in epoca clasica (sec. IV a. Chr.)
Graves, Sacrifices or Criminal Cases — New Data From the Pontic Area
About the Human Remains in the Pit Complexes of the Classical Era (4" c. BC)

In urma cu trei ani, in vara lui 2020, noi date interesante despre complexele de gropi din
epoca clasicd au fost obtinute in timpul sapdturilor de salvare de-a lungul traseului unei
conducte de gaz care traverseazd partea de nord a Bulgariei. Studiile de teren au avut loc pe
platoul plat al Dobrogei de Sud, langa satul Pamukchii (intre orasele actuale Shumen si Varna).

Terenul podisului Dobrogei face parte din zona hinterland pontica, situat la o distanta
de 60-65 km de Odessos (Varna) si la aproximativ 70 km de Dionysopolis (Balcic). In timpul
sapdturilor arheologice, echipa noastra a gasit peste patruzeci de structuri sapate care
reprezentau locuinte si gropi dintr-o asezare tracica, datand din secolul al IV-lea a. Chr. O
stampila de amford din Thassos si alte importuri grecesti descoperite aici ofera o imagine
clara a contactelor si a comertului tracilor cu coloniile grecesti situate de-a lungul coastei
pontice. Cronologia asezarii este mai degraba in prima jumatate a secolului al IV-lea. a. Chr.,
epoca clasica tarzie.

Printre cele mai interesante descoperiri se numara doud schelete umane, complet
pastrate la baza gropii nr. 1. Ramasitele umane se aflau la o adancime de 2 metri si au fost
gasite In pozitie neobisnuita, cu membre si gatul puternic curbate. Potrivit antropologilor,
este posibil sa fi fost o moarte violenta. Astfel de cazuri de ramasite umane in complexe de
gropi au fost deja studiate in mod repetat in tinuturile antice ale Traciei, Moesiei si Daciei.

Vorbim despre sacrificiile tracilor (descrise de sursele grecesti antice), despre crime,
cazuri criminale sau complexe funerare neconforme? Discutia asupra problemelor acestor
descoperiri interesante este deosebit de importantd, iar aceste noi date arheologice ofera o
noua oportunitate pentru cercetarea stiintifica si dezvoltarea studiilor.

Three seasons ago, in the summer of 2020, new interesting data about pit complexes from the
Classical era were discovered during rescue excavations along the route of a gas pipeline passing
through the whole of Northern Bulgaria. The terrain studies took place on the Southern Dobrudja flat
plateau, near Pamukchii village (between the present-day cities Shumen and Varna).

This terrain of the Dobrudja Plateau is part of the Pontic hinterland area, located at a distance of
60-65 km. from Odessos (Varna) and about 70 km. from Dionysopolis (Balchik). During
archaeological excavations our team found over forty dug-in structures that represented dwellings and
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pits from a Thracian settlement, dated back to the 4" c. BC. An amphora seal from Thassos and other
Greek imports at the settlement provide a clear picture of the contacts and trade of the local Thracians
with the Greek colonies along the Pontic coast. The settlement’s chronology is rather in the first half of
the 4" ¢. BC, the late Classical era.

Among the most interesting finds was the discovery of two fully preserved human skeletons at
the bottom of Pit No. 1 of the site’s structures. Human remains are at the depth of 2 meters. They are
in an unusual posture with highly curved limbs and necks. According to anthropologists, it is possible
that it was a violent death. Such cases, of human remains in pit complexes, have already been
repeatedly studied in the ancient lands of Thrace, Moesia and Dacia.

Are we talking about the Thracian sacrifices (described by ancient Greek sources), about murders,
criminal cases, or uncharacteristic burial complexes? Discussion on the issues of these interesting
discoveries is particularly important, and these new archaeological data provide a new opportunity for
scientific research and development of the studies.

Callatis in perioada elenistica. Noi cercetari in necropola tumulara de nord
Hellenistic Callatis. New Research in the Northern Tumular Necropolis

Vor fi prezentate rezultatele preliminare ale sdpaturilor desfasurate de colectivul de
autori, in perioada 2021-2023, intr-un grup de tumuli din perioada elenistica timpurie aflat la
nord de Callatis. Vor fi discutate elemente de ritual funerar, practici comemorative si
cronologie, precum si tehnicile constructive utilizate in antichitate la ridicarea movilelor
monumentale cu cavou.

Preliminary excavations carried out by the collective of authors, during 2021-2023, in a group of
tumuli from the Early Hellenistic period north of Callatis will be presented. Elements of funerary
ritual, commemorative practices and chronology will be discussed, as well as the construction
techniques used in antiquity to erect monumental tomb furniture.

Calul fugar
The Runaway Horse

In luna iulie 2018, odati cu cercetrile arheologice de salvare la situl Pilav Tepe, intre orasele
Radovis si Shtip, Macedonia de Nord, printre altele, au fost descoperite si excavate trei cladiri.

Intr-una dintre cladiri a fost gasit un schelet de cal. Acesta a fost descoperit in pozitie
decubit lateral, cu gatul stramb si craniul sprijinit pe maxilarul inferior. Partea superioara a
craniului lipseste. Scheletul a fost orientat NE-SV, craniul spre est, masurand aproximativ
1,60 m lungime, 0,60 m Inaltime la piept si 1,10 m de la picioare (partile exterioare ale
copitelor). Picioarele calului, in special pozitia oaselor metacarpiene si a copitelor, inclusiv
picioarele din fata si din spate, au fost plasate intr-o pozitie paraleld intre ele.

Calul avea un torques de bronz infasurat in jurul maxilarului, in timp ce capastrul
acestuia a fost gasit spre sud, in dreapta.
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In prezentare, printre altele, vom incerca si dim raspunsuri la urmatoarele intrebari:

1. A fost acesta un ritual de sacrificiu sau pur si simplu o Inmormantare?

2. Daca a fost o Inmormantare, calul a fost ingropat singur sau cu calaretul sau?

3. Calaretul era de origine locald sau era strdin?

4. In ce context sau eveniment istoric este ingropat calul si cildretul?

Pe langa autorii textului, concluzia i-a surprins pe multi alti prieteni carora le-a fost
impartasita descoperirea: intre anii 120 si 84 a. Chr., un razboinic necunoscut, care poate sa fi
apartinut grupului Padea-Panagjurski si-a ingropat indragitul cal, care a cedat in urma
ranilor, a unei batdlii sau a murit din cauze naturale, intr-una din cladirile sitului Pilav Tepe.

In the month of July 2018, with the rescue archaeological research at the Pilav Tepe site, between
the cities of Radovish and Shtip, N. Macedonia, among others, three buildings were discovered and
excavated. A horse skeleton was found in one of the buildings. The horse was lying on its left side, its
neck crooked and its head resting on its lower jaw. The top of the skull was missing. The position of the
skeleton was oriented northeast-southwest facing east, measuring about 1.60 m in length, 0.60 m in
height at the chest, and 1.10 m from the legs (outer parts of the hooves). The horse’s legs, specifically
the position of the metacarpal bones and the hooves, including the two front and rear shafts, were
placed in a position parallel to each other. The horse had a bronze torque wrapped around her jaw,
while the horse’s bridle was found to the south, right.

In the presentation, among other things, we will try to give answers to the following questions:

1. Was this a sacrificial ritual or simply a burial?

2. If it was a burial, was the horse buried alone or with its rider?

3. Was the horseman of local origin or was he a foreigner?

4. In what context or historical event is the horse and rider buried?

In addition to the authors of the text, the conclusion surprised many other friends with whom we
shared our discovery: between 120 and 84 BC, an unknown warrior who may have belonged to the
army of the Padea-Panagjurski colonii buried his beloved horse, which or he succumbed to the wounds
of a battle or died of natural causes, in one of the buildings of the Pilav Tepe site.

Cercetari arheologice la Ocnita-Buridava (2016-2023).
Consideratii generale pe marginea existentei unei necropole
Archaeological Research at Ocnita-Buridava (2016-2023).
General Considerations on the Existence of a Necropolis

Situl antic de la Ocnita, judetul Valcea a intrat in atentia cercetatorilor incepand cu anii
60 ai secolului al XX-lea si a devenit, datoritd profesorului Dumitru Berciu, cea mai
cunoscuta asezare dacica de la sud de Carpati.

Reluarea cercetarilor sistematice la Ocnita, in anul 2016, a avut ca obiective centrale,
clarificarea problemelor de cronologie a sitului, precum si rolul si relatia acestui centru de
putere cu lumea romand, problema necropolei fiind consideratd una secundara.

Cercetarile arheologice din anii 2016-2023 ne-au permis sa identificam la Buridava unele tipuri
de structuri arheologice care pot fi gasite si in alte situri apartinand epocii clasice geto-dacice si
care corespund in mare masura descoperirilor lui Dumitru Berciu din anii 1961-1992.
Descoperirile au fost facute pe terasele V si VIII.
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Privind in urma si beneficiind astdzi de multiple surse de analiza (LIDAR, fotografie aeriana
etc.) suntem convinsi cd toate cele opt terase si Acropole au servit incepand cu ultimul sfert al
secolului I a. Chr. si pe tot parcursul secolului I p. Chr. ca necropold/ zona sacra.

Prezentarea noastra se bazeaza pe analiza contextului arheologic; analiza antropologica
criminalistica; analize serologice; microtomografie cu raze X (uXCT) si reconstructie 3D;
analize SEM si EDS; analiza cu raze X, spectrometrie EDXRF.

Oasele analizate sunt de natura umana, fapt sustinut de morfologia lor, precum si de
examenele serologice si fizice care au fost efectuate. Campania 2023 a permis identificarea in
premierd a unui mormant de inhumatie, apartinand unui copil.

The ancient site of Ocnita, Vilcea County, came to the attention of researchers starting from the
60s of the 20" century and became, thanks to Professor Dumitru Berciu, the best-known Dacian
settlement south of the Carpathians.

The resumption of systematic research at Ocnita, in 2016, had as its central objectives the
clarification of the site’s chronology issues, as well as the role and relationship of this power centre
with the Roman world, the necropolis issue being considered a secondary one.

The archaeological research from 2016-2023 allowed us to identify in Buridava some types of
archaeological structures that can also be found in other sites belonging to the classic Geto-Dacian era
and which largely correspond to the discoveries of Dumitru Berciu from 1961-1992.

The discoveries were made on terraces V and VIII. Looking back today and making use of
multiple sources of analysis (LIDAR, aerial photography, etc.) we are convinced that all eight terraces
and the Acropolis served, since the last quarter of the 1% century BC and throughout the 1¢' century
A.D., as a necropolis/sacred area.

Our presentation is based on the analysis of the archaeological context; forensic anthropological
analysis; serological analyses; X-ray microtomography (uXCT) and 3D reconstruction; SEM and
EDS analyses; X-ray analysis, EDXRF spectrometry.

The bones analysed are human, a fact supported by their morphology, as well as by the serological
and physical examinations that were performed. The 2023 campaign allowed for the first identification
of an inhumation grave, belonging to a child.

Doua necropole romane descoperite recent
de-a lungul drumului Petrae-Germisara (Uroi-Geoagiu, jud. Hunedoara)
Two Roman Necropolises Recently Discovered
Along the Petrae-Germisara Road (Uroi-Geoagiu, Hunedoara County

In vara anului 2022, in zona centrald a judetului Hunedoara, au fost efectuate cercetari
arheologice preventive, in cadrul proiectului ,Modernizare culoar trafic Mures nord: DN7
(Gelmar) — Geoagiu Bai — Bobalna — Rapoltu Mare — Uroi — Chimindia — Harau — Barsau -
Soimus — Branisca — Sarbi — DN7 (Ilia)”.

Astfel, au fost identificate mai multe segmente din drumul antic care lega Petrae de
Germisara. In apropierea carierei de piatrd de la Magura Uroiului, a fost cercetatd o grupare
de patru complexe funerare romane, aliniate acestei artere, trei dintre ele constituind
morminte de incineratie, in timp ce ultimul reprezinta mormantul unui copil inhumat.
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In dreptul localititii Geoagiu, la mici distantd de castrul si asezarea civild Germisara,
au fost descoperite alte doua morminte de inhumatie, apartinand unor adulti.

Cele doua descoperiri recente de factura funerara intregesc tabloul locuirii romane de pe
Valea Muresului mijlociu, aducand date importante asupra activitatii din proximitatea marii
cariere de exploatare a andezitului de la Magura Uroiului, precum si asupra importantului
centru civil si militar de la Germisara.

In the summer of 2022, preventive archaeological research was carried out in the central area of
Hunedoara county as part of the project "Modernization of the north Mures traffic lane: DN7
(Gelmar) - Geoagiu Bdi - Bobdlna - Rapoltu Mare - Uroi - Chimindia - Hdrdu - Birsdu - Soimus -
Brinisca — Serbs — DN7 (Ilia)”. Thus, several segments of the ancient road that connected Petrae to
Germisara were identified. In the proximity of the stone quarry from Mdgura Uroiului, a grouping of
four Roman burial complexes aligned to this artery was investigated, three of them constituting
cremation graves, while the last one represents the grave of a buried child. Near the Geoagiu locality, a
short distance from the camp and the Germisara civil settlement, two other inhumation graves
belonging to adults were discovered. The two recent funerary finds complete the picture of Roman
habitation in the middle Mures Valley, bringing important data on the activity in the vicinity of the
large andesite mining quarry at Magura Uroiului, as well as on the important civil and military
centre at Germisara.

O necropola de epoca romana recent descoperita langa
satul Lyuti dol, regiunea Vratsa, nord-vestul Bulgariei
Newly Discovered Necropolis from the Roman Era Near

the Village of Lyuti dol, Region Vratsa, North-Western Bulgaria

Ca urmare a sapdturilor de salvare efectuate in 2021 pe o autostrada nou construita pe
drumul expres E-79, in apropierea satului Lyuti dol, regiunea Vratsa, a fost excavatd o
necropola din epoca romana. In total, au fost localizate, cercetate si documentate 53 de
structuri funerare. Ritul de inmormantare era incinerarea, cu arderea ramasitelor umane pe
loc, in gropi putin adanci, de formd ovala, dreptunghiulard sau trapezoidald si cu colturi
rotunjite. Structurile funerare au fost formate pe rug si sunt de trei tipuri: 1. Ciste formate pe
locul rugului funerar din patru lespezi de gresie galbena locala asezate pe verticala. Cista
contine oasele arse si obiectele funerare; 2. Morminte - rug, sdpate la mica adancime, cu
obiectele funerare asezate pe ramadsitele rugului; 3. Morminte - urne, formate din vase mari
din ceramica tracica locala sau vase romane cu pereti subtiri folosite ca urne, in care erau
puse oasele arse si se depuneau ofrande funerare, care includeau doar cutite si cani din
ceramicd. Obiectele funerare gasite in toate tipurile de morminte includ vase din ceramica si
sticld; podoabele pentru cap, gat si brate; obiecte de imbracaminte. Vasele ceramice sunt
reprezentate de doud grupuri principale - vase locale, lucrate la mana din lut cu incluziuni
de dimensiuni mari de cuart si vase romane cu pereti subtiri, realizate din lut fin, bine
purificat, de culoare bej-roz si acoperite cu angobd, acum distrusd. Din punct de vedere
morfologic, primul grup este reprezentat de kernos si oale, iar cel de-al doilea de boluri, cani
si urcioare. Materialul de datare include monede, cele mai vechi fiind cele din timpul lui
Marcus Aurelius (121-180), iar cele mai recente emisiuni dateaza din timpul domniei lui
Licinius (308-324) si din primii ani ai lui Constantin I (306-337), Crispus (317-326) si
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Constantin II (317-340). Analiza tipurilor de fibule prezentata este, de asemenea, in
concordanta cu datele oferite de monede.

As a result of rescue excavations in 2021 on a newly built expressway of Road E-79, near of
Lyuti dol village, Vratsa region, a necropolis from the Roman era was excavated. A total of 53 burial
structures were located, investigated and documented. The funeral rite was cremation, with the
burning of the human remains on the spot, on shallow pits dug into the ground, with oval,
rectangular or trapezoidal shape and rounded corners. The grave structures were formed on the pyre,
and they are of three types: 1. Cists formed on the pyre from four slabs of local yellow sandstone driven
vertically. The cist contains the burnt bones and grave goods; 2. Graves - pyre, dug shallowly into the
terrain of the time, with the grave goods placed on the remains of the pyre; 3. Graves - urns, formed by
large vessels of local Thracian pottery or Roman thin-walled pots used as urns, into which burnt bones
were heaped and grave offerings, including only ceramic cups and knives, were placed. Grave goods
found in all grave types include ceramic and glass vessels; ornaments for the head, neck and arms;
items of clothing. Ceramic vessels are represented by two main groups - local, worked by hand from
dough with large quartz impurities, and thin-walled, Roman, made of fine, well-purified clay with a
beige-pink colour and lacquer coating, now destructed. Morphologically, the first group is represented
by kernos and pots, and the second by bowls, cups and pitchers. The dating material includes coins,
with the earliest being that of Marcus Aurelius (121-180), and the latest issues dating to the reign of
Licinius (308-324) and the early years of Constantine I (306-337), Crispus (317-326) and Constantine 11
(317-340). The analysis of the fibula types presented is also consistent with the coin data.

Necropola antica tarzie de la Zaldapa, regiunea Dobrich, Bulgaria
The Late Antique Necropolis from Zaldapa, Dobrich Region, Bulgaria

Boyan TOTEV, Nikola RUSEV

Necropola este situatd la o distanta de aproximativ 400 de metri vest de orasul antic
Zaldapa, regiunea Dobrici. Sdpdturile de salvare, determinate de activitatile cautatorilor de
comori, s-au desfisurat intre anii 2016 si 2018. In timpul cercetirii au fost inregistrate trei
straturi, de sus in jos: humus, loess amestecat cu argila si pietricele mici de calcar si loess
nisipos pur. Conform stratigrafiei zonei investigate, sunt inregistrate trei straturi diferite. Cel
mai vechi este din perioada traco-getica; al doilea este din perioada romana tarzie, iar cel mai
recent se refera la perioada bizantina timpurie. Numarul total al mormintelor excavate in
necropola este acum de 30.

Mormintele se impart in trei tipuri. Primul dintre acesta este reprezentat de doud gropi
simple. Al doilea tip include mormintele cu firide longitudinale. Acestea au o groapa de
intrare dreptunghiulara si o firidd sapatd spre est, urmand axa longitudinala. Al treilea tip
are firide paralele. Se compune dintr-o camera de acces si o firida sapata la nord sau la sud si
paraleld cu groapa de intrare. Intrarea in firid3 este inchisi cu gresie sau placi de piatra. In
fiecare complex se Inregistreaza o inhumatie. Indivizii au fost ingropati in pozitie decubit dorsal.
Orientarea scheletelor este de obicei vest — est, dar si sud-vest — nord-est si sud —nord.

Inventarul funerar este rar si este reprezentat de catarame de curele, capete de curele si
aplicatii, margele de sticla, cercei, bratari, piepteni din coar, monede, vase de ceramica si sticla.
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The necropolis is situated on a height, about 400 meters to the west of Late Antique town of
Zaldapa, Dobrich region. The rescue excavations, provoked by treasure hunters’ activities of the site
are conducted between 2016 and 2018. During the research three layers are registered from top to
bottom: humus, loess mixed with clay and small limestone pebbles and pure sandy loess. According to
the stratigraphy of the investigated area three different layers are registered. The earliest one is from
the Thraco-Gethic period; the second one is from the Late Roman period and the latest one refers to the
Early Byzantine period. The total amount of the excavated graves in the necropolis now is 30 in number.

The grave constructions fall into three types. The first of them is represented by two plain pits.
The second type includes graves with longitudinal niches. They have a rectangular entrance pit and a
niche, dug to the east following the longitudinal axis. The third type has parallel niches. It consists of
an entrance pit and a niche dug to the north or south and parallel to the entrance pit. The niche
entrance is closed with tiles or stone slabs.

An inhumation is registered in each complex. The individuals were buried in extended position,
lying on the back. The orientation of the skeletons is usually west — east, but also southwest —
northeast and south — north.

The grave goods are very few and represented by belt buckles, strap ends and appliques, glass
beads, earrings, bracelets, antler combs, coins, ceramic and glass vessels.

Cercetdrile arheologice efectuate In anii 2022-2023 In necropola anticului Tomis, au
confirmat prezenta unei intinse necropole romane tarzii (sec. IV-V p. Chr.) de-a lungul
falezei Marii Negre, incepand de la poarta mare a orasului pe o distanta de aproximativ 1 km
catre Nord. Tot aici a fost identificat si o portiune a unui drum antic pe str. Vasile Parvan,
care poate fi considerat o limita cdtre Vest a necropolei tarzii. Necropola din sec. IV-V p. Chr.
foloseste in general spatiile goale din jurul ariilor funerare mai vechi (elenistice si romane
timpurii): noile cercetari nu au condus la identificarea de suprapuneri semnificative intre
mormintele elenistice/romane si cele romane tarzii (lucru confirmat si de cercetarea efectuata
in zona Hipogeului in anul 2021 sau de sapaturile din str. Smardan din anul 2020).

The archaeological research carried out in the years 2022-2023 in the necropolis of ancient Tomis,
confirmed the presence of an extensive late Roman necropolis, dated in the 4" — 5" century AD, along
the Black Sea cliff, starting from the great city gate at a distance of about 1 km to the North. Also here
there was identified a portion of an ancient road on Vasile Pirvan street, which can be considered a
western limit of the late necropolis. Necropolis from the 4" — 5™ century AD generally uses the empty
spaces around the older (Hellenistic and early Roman) burial areas: new research has not led to the
identification of significant overlaps between Hellenistic/Roman and late Roman graves (confirmed by
the research carried out in the area Hypogeum in 2021 or the excavations in Smdrdan Street in 2020).
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Au disparut pentru totdeauna:
morminte romane tarzii din zona castrului de la Viminacium
They Were Gone Forever:
Late Roman Graves in the Area of the Viminacium Legionary Fortress

Viminacium este situat in Serbia, la confluenta raurilor Mlava si Dunarea. A fost o
importanta baza militara romana si pentru cea mai mare parte a istoriei sale a fost casa
legiunii Legio VII Claudia. Conform sapaturilor arheologice recente din zona castrului, s-a
constatat cd lipseste faza de constructie romana tarzie. Pe baza zidurilor si a meterezelor
distruse, a santului defensiv umplut, a mormintelor si a cladirilor din perioada romana
tarzie, se poate presupune cd acesta a fost abandonata in secolul al IV-lea p. Chr.

Aceasta prezentare se refera la mormintele de la sfarsitul secolului al IV-lea. Pe langa
cele mai importante informatii despre mormintele si comunitatea ingropata aici, sunt
discutate motivele abandonarii castrului si problema locatiei plauzibile a legiunii in
Antichitatea tarzie.

Viminacium is located in Serbia, at the confluence of the Mlava and Danube rivers. It was an
important Roman military base and for most of its history it was home to the Legio VII Claudia.
According to the recent archaeological excavations of the fortress, it was found that it lacks the Late
Roman construction phase. Based on the destroyed walls and ramparts, the filled defensive ditch, the
tombs and the buildings from the late Roman period, it can be assumed that the fortress was
abandoned in the 4" century AD.

This presentation refers to the graves from the late 4" century. In addition to the most important
information about the graves and the community buried here, the reasons for the abandonment of the
fortress and the question of the plausible location of the legion in Late Antiquity are discussed.

Morminte de martiri si moaste in Scythia:
de la mormant la venerarea trupurilor sfintilor
Martyr’s Tomb and Martyr’s Relics in Scythia:
From Grave to Veneration of the Saints’ Bodies

Irina ACHIM

Prezentarea de fata isi are punctul de plecare in studiul de sinteza pe care Ion Barnea il
dedica in 1981 criptelor paleocrestine din Scythia. Dupd acest moment crucial care dateaza
deja de patru decenii — aparitia celor doud studii dedicate de Ion Barnea, primul,
monumentelor crestine din aceastda provincie si cel de-al doilea, dispozitivelor pentru
pastrarea moastelor, cultul relicvelor in Scythia revine doar episodic in atentia comunitatii
academice din Romania, si nu numai.

Cu toate acestea, In ultimele doud decenii, progresele inregistrate de cercetarea
arheologicd de teren ne permit sd avem o idee mai clara si mai completd asupra stadiului
sapdturilor, a documentatiei epigrafice si, de ce nu, cu privire la tipologia monumentelor
crestine din Scythia. Ancheta propusa aici acopera cronologic perioada secolelor IV-VI], fie
numai si pentru ca in regiunea supusa investigatiei nu se inregistreaza marturii arheologice ale
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cultului relicvelor Inainte de acest moment, iar durata de existenta a edificiilor de cult crestine
care addpostesc aceste resturi sfinte nu se prelungeste dincolo de finele secolului al VI-lea.

Din vasta problematica pe care o ridica dosarul arheologic sunt retinute chestiuni
privind amplasamentul mormintelor de martiri si al relicvelor, tipologia dispozitivelor in
care erau pastrate aceste resturi sfinte si trasdturile lor definitorii (cu remarci privind
identitatea relicvelor) si, nu In ultimul rand, cateva consideratii privind obiectele asociate
cultului relicvelor (in amenajari cunoscute pe cale arheologica).

This presentation has its starting point in the synthesis study that Ion Barnea dedicates, in
1981, to the paleochristian crypts in Scythia. After this pivotal moment dated back of already four
decades — the appearance of two studies dedicated by Ion Barnea the first to the Christian monuments
in this province and a second one to the liturgical installations for preserving relics, the cult of relics in
Scythia returns only episodically to the attention of the academic community in Romania, and not only.

However, in the last two decades, the progress made by archaeological field research allows us to
have a clearer and more complete idea of the state of excavations, epigraphic documentation and, why
not, of the typology of Christian monuments in Scythia. The succint survey proposed here covers
chronologically the period from the fourth to the sixth centuries, if only because in the region under
investigation there are no archaeological testimonies of the cult of relics before this moment, and the
duration of existence of the Christian cult buildings housing these holy remains does not extend
beyond the end of the 6" century.

From the vast problematic raised by the archaeological dossier, there are retained issues regarding
the location of martyr’s tomb and relics, the typology of the liturgical installations in which these holy
remains were kept and their defining features (with remarks on the identity of the relics) and, last but
not least, some considerations on the objects associated with the cult of the relics (in archaeologically
known arrangements).

Gladiatori in Caria. O scurta privire de ansamblu
Gladiators in Caria. A Brief Overview

Marius Cristian STREINU

Cand vine vorba de Caria romand, nu am considera niciodata fenomenul gladiatorial
printre primele aspecte ale istoriei sale care ne vin in minte. Totusi, la fel ca in tot imperiul, si
aici aceste spectacole au avut un succes mai mare in randul localnicilor decat ne-am fi
asteptat. Cu toate acestea, nu existd niciun studiu care sd se concentreze in mod special pe
fenomenul gladiatorilor din Caria si pe toate aspectele conexe (organizare, gladiatori
implicati, locatie etc.). Astfel, am Intreprins acest demers si aceasta prezentare reprezinta o
etapa preliminara a unui studiu cuprinzator, care s-a dovedit a fi mult mai amplu decat ne
asteptam initial. In acest prim studiu vor fi discutate doar citeva aspecte, referitoare la
personajele centrale ale spectacolelor din arena, adica gladiatori. Studiul de fata este departe
de a fi complet sau de a include toate sursele care se refera la luptele de gladiatori din Caria,
analizand numai reliefurile asociate cu inscriptii si texte epigrafice care se referd la prezenta
si cariera gladiatorilor.

When it comes to Roman Caria, we would never consider the gladiatorial phenomenon among the
first aspects of its history that do not come to mind. However, as throughout the Empire, here too these
shows were more successful among the locals than we expected. However, there is no study that
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specifically focuses on the phenomenon of gladiators in Caria and all related aspects (organization,
gladiators involved, location, etc.). Thus, we undertook this endeavor and this presentation of the area
a preliminary stage of a comprehensive study, which turned out to be much more extensive than we
originally expected. In this first study, only a few aspects will be discussed, regarding the central
characters of the performances in the arena, i.e. gladiators. The present study is far from complete or
inclusive of all sources relating to gladiatorial combat in Caria, analyzing only reliefs associated with
inscription and epigraphic texts relating to the presence and career of gladiators.

Traditii culturale preromane pe pietrele funerare
din interiorul provinciei romane Dalmatia
Pre-Roman Cultural Traditions on Tombstones
in the Inland of the Roman Province of Dalmatia

Amra SACIC BECA

Provincia Dalmatia a fost una dintre cele mai mari provincii romane din estul
Mediteranei. Interiorul acestei provincii a intrat sub controlul deplin roman abia dupa
inibusirea marii revolte ilirice din anul 9 p. Chr. In sens geopolitic modern, acesta este
teritoriul Lika si Hinterlandul Dalmatian (Dalmatinska zagora) din Croatia, nord-estul
Muntenegrului si aproape intreaga Bosnia si Hertegovina de astazi. Aici, influenta politica si
culturala romand s-a raspandit destul de lent in randul populatiei indigene, fatda de zona
litorala. Populatia locald si-a mentinut cultura autohtona pe pietre funerare, printre altele.
Unele pietre funerare din valea raului Neretva contin simboluri care nu se gdsesc in alfabetul
latin sau grec. Cercetdrile au confirmat cd sunetele care nu au putut fi ajustate la pronuntia
latind si la morfologia acesteia au fost sculptate ca grafeme separate pe monumente. Aceste
simboluri sunt urme importante ale unei limbi pierdute, vorbite de ilirienii Narensi sau de
comunitatea care locuia pe cursul superior al raului Neretva. Numele tipice pentru
comunitatile iliriene si pannonice care locuiau in Dalmatia interioard au fost pdstrate prin
intermediul textelor sculptate pe pietre funerare. Aceste monumente din perioada romand au
relevat faptul cd traditia de a da nume autohtone a fost pastrata in randul femeilor mai mult
decat in cazul barbatilor, care au adoptat mai devreme numele romane. Analiza acestora a
aratat cd o parte dintre persoanele decedate si-au tradus numele ilirice in nume romane, cu
semnificatii similare. Cercetarile arheologice au confirmat continuitatea inmormantarilor in
aceleasi necropole in comunitdtile de pe teritoriul Lika, valea raului Una si Bosnia centrala.
Cele mai relevante exemple de traditii culturale preromane, furnizate de pietrele funerare
din interiorul provinciei romane Dalmatia, apar in teritoriul care este asociat cu civitas
peregrine a lapozilor. Sunt urne cu motive artistice extraordinare cu privire la riturile
funerare. Traditia decordrii urnelor cu motive tipice iapozilor a continuat si dupa instaurarea
guvernarii romane.

Comunicarea va face o analiza aprofundata a fragmentelor care sunt martorii traditiilor
culturale preromane pe pietrele funerare romane.

The province of Dalmatia was one of the largest Roman provinces in the eastern Mediterranean.
The inland of this province fell under full Roman control after the quelling of the Great Illyrian Revolt
in AD 9. In a modern geopolitical sense, this is the territory of Lika and the Dalmatian Hinterland
(Dalmatinska zagora) in Croatia, northeastern Montenegro, and almost the entire present-day Bosnia
and Herzegovina. Here, the Roman political and cultural influence spread quite slowly among the
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indigenous population compared to the littoral area. The local population maintained its
autochthonous culture on tombstones, among other things. Some tombstones from the Neretva River
valley contain symbols that are not found in the Latin or Greek alphabet. Research has confirmed that
sounds that could not be adjusted to the Latin pronunciation and its morphology were carved as
separate graphemes on monuments. These symbols are important traces of a lost language spoken by
the Illyrian Narensi or the community that inhabited the upper course of the Neretva River. The
names typical for Illyrian and Pannonian communities that inhabited the inland Dalmatia were
preserved by means of texts carved on tombstones. Roman-period tombstones revealed that the
tradition of giving autochthonous names had been preserved among women longer than men, who
adopted Roman names sooner. Tombstone research has shown that some deceased persons translated
their Illyrian names into Roman ones with similar meanings. Archaeological exploration has
confirmed the continuity of burials in the same necropolises in communities in the territory of Lika,
the Una River valley, and central Bosnia. The most typical examples of pre-Roman cultural traditions
on tombstones in the inland of the Roman province of Dalmatia appear in the territory that is
associated with the peregrine civitas of the lapodes. These are urns with extraordinary artistic motifs
regarding funeral rites. The tradition of decorating urns with typical Iapodian motifs continued after
the establishment of the Roman government. The paper will make an in-depth analysis of the
fragments that witness pre-Roman cultural traditions on Roman tombstones.

Elemente poetice in trei inscriptii de soldati descoperite 1a Tomis
Poetic Elements in Three Inscriptions of Soldiers From Roman Tomis

Difuzarea si dezvoltarea inscriptiilor in versuri la granitele Imperiului Roman este
obiectul diferitelor studii, care se concentreaza pe modelele si pe amprentele regionale.
Multe dintre acestea sunt realizate in cadrul celor doua proiecte europene MAPPOLA si
CARMEN. Dintre toate orasele de granitd, Tomis ofera un corpus extrem de mare si variat de
peste optzeci de inscriptii In versuri, din perioada elenistica pana in Antichitatea tarzie. Mai
ales in epoca romand, repertoriul sau extraordinar de inscriptii in versuri, un exemplu unic
in lumea antica, reflecta rolul central al orasului. Cu toate acestea, inscriptiile in versuri din
Tomis nu au fost niciodatd studiate in ansamblu pana acum. In special inscriptiile in versuri
latine, culese In Carmina Latina Epigraphica Moesica (2008), sunt tratate precum compozitii
literare. Scopul acestei lucrari este de a analiza modul in care si In ce masura modelele si
temele poetice au fost folosite in inscriptiile funerare ale soldatilor din Tomis la sfarsitul
secolului al Ill-lea, cand orasul era infloritor. Acestea vor fi comparate cu alte carmine
compuse In contexte militare, in alte orase de granita, evidentiind asemadnadri si diferente.
Caracterul poetic al celor trei inscriptii, care vor fi prezentate, este potential obiect de
dezbatere. Definitia pe scard largd a ceea ce este exact poezia veche, In special poezia
epigrafica, este de fapt inca foarte conservatoare si se bazeaza in principal pe elemente
formale. Cu toate acestea, modelele artistice nu pot fi reduse doar la o scanare metricd, ci
trebuie cautate in intentionalitatea autorului de a produce o poezie. Vor fi abordate si
problemele de citire si interpretare a celor trei inscriptii, care depind in principal de
utilizarea formulelor nestandardizate si vor fi prezentate posibile solutii.
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The diffusion and development of verse inscriptions at the borders of the Roman Empire is the
object of various ongoing studies, which focus on regional patterns and fingerprints. Many of these are
carried out within the frame of the two European projects MAPPOLA and CARMEN. Among all
border cities, Tomis offers an extremely large and variegated corpus of over eighty verse inscriptions
which span from Hellenistic time to Late Antiquity. Especially in Roman times, its extraordinary
repertoire of verse inscriptions, a unique example in the ancient world, reflects the central role of the
city. Nevertheless, verse inscriptions from Tomis have never been studied as a whole so far. Especially
Latin verse inscriptions, collected in Carmina Latina Epigraphica Moesica (2008), are treated
merely as literary compositions. The aim of this paper is to analyse how and to what extent poetic
patterns and themes were used in funerary inscriptions of soldiers in Tomis during the late third
century, when the city was flourishing. These will be compared with other carmina composed in
military contexts in other border cities, highlighting similarities and differences. The poetic nature of
the three inscriptions that will be presented is potentially object of debate. The widespread definition of
what exactly ancient poetry is, especially epigraphic poetry, is in fact still very conservative and
mainly relies on formal elements. However, artistic patterns cannot be reduced just to a metrical
scansion, but have to be searched in the intentionality of the author to produce a poem. Problems in the
reading and interpretation of the three inscriptions, which mainly depend from the use of non-
standard formulas, will also be addressed and possible solutions will be presented.

Gokonii. Note despre relatiile onomastice si prosopografice
dintre regiunile nord-pontice si Tracia
The Gokons. Notes on Onomastic and Prosopographic Relationships
Between the Northern Pontic Regions and Thrace

Lyuba RADULOVA

Punctul de plecare al lucrarii este o inscriptie funerara din Bisanthe, pe coasta Propontis
(Dumont-Homolle, Mélanges 401,76b). Inscriptia, care contine o formuld de interdictie si o
imprecatie funerard, mentioneaza cinci persoane, probabil inrudite intre ele. Analiza
onomasticd a numelor demonstreaza influente puternice din Est, in special din zona Bitiniei
si nordul Marii Negre.

Cel mai neobisnuit nume mentionat in text este Gokon, atestat doar in cateva inscriptii
din zona regatului Bosporan. Lucrarea analizeaza caracteristicile onomastice ale acestor
inscriptii, precum si continutul general al textelor. O paraleld izbitoare se gdseste intre
epitaful de la Bisanthe si o stela de la Kepi (CIRB 1012). Se face apoi o analizd detaliata a
detaliilor onomastice si prosopografice din cele doua inscriptii, sustinuta si de examinarea
schemei lor decorative, permitand reconstituirea migratiei unei persoane sau probabil a unei
intregi familii din nordul Marii Negre catre Propontis si sd propuna o noud interpretare a
inscriptiei lui Bisanthe.

The paper’s starting point is one funerary inscription from Bisanthe, on the coast of Propontis
(Dumont-Homolle, Mélanges 401,76b). The inscription, containing a prohibition formula and a
funerary imprecation, mentions five people, probably related to each other. The onomastic analysis of
their names demonstrates strong influences from the East, especially from the area of Bithynia and the
northern Black Sea.

The most uncommon name mentioned in the text is Gokon, attested only in a few inscriptions in
the area of the Bosporan kingdom. The paper analyses the onomastic characteristics of these
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inscriptions, as well as the general contents of the texts. A striking parallel is found between the
epitaph from Bisanthe and a stele from Kepi (CIRB 1012). A detailed analysis of the onomastic and
prosopographic details in the two inscriptions, supported also by the examination of their decorative scheme
is then made, allowing to reconstruct the migration of a person or probably of an entire family from the
northern Black Sea to the Propontis and to propose a new interpretation of the inscription of Bisanthe.

Identitatea funerara a Viminacium-ului prin timp si spatiu
Viminacium. Funerary Identity through Time and Space

Jelena ANDELKOVIC GRASAR, Snezana GOLUBOVIC

Se stie deja, cd in lunga sa istorie de cercetare, Viminacium prezintd cea mai mare sursa
de arheologie funerara din Europa, cu peste 14.000 de morminte excavate. Cu toate acestea,
se stie, de asemenea, ca predecesorii nostri au folosit necropolele Viminacium, prin utilizarea
diferitelor structuri funerare ca materiale de constructie de-a lungul timpului, de Ia
perioadele medievale pand la cele moderne. Aceste materiale au fost utilizate in mare
masura in vecindtatea orasului Viminacium, precum si pentru proiecte de constructii pe
distante mai mari. in multe cazuri, o semnificatie suplimentard pentru acest tip de reutilizare
a materialelor funerare antice nu poate fi gasita, dar uneori contextul si locul reutilizarii in
structurile ulterioare pot sugera unele conotatii simbolice si interpretari folclorice. Aceasta
lucrare isi propune sa conecteze, in timp si spatiu, materiale, monumente si structuri aflate la
distantd mare si sd descopere posibile asocieri intre semnificatiile initiale si cele noi ale
monumentelor funerare.

Kostolac (orasul modern de langa Viminacium) este locul unde exploatarea carbunelui a
inceput in 1870, marcand inceputul industrializarii Serbiei. Aceasta este perioada in care in
Serbia s-au format muzeele, universitatile, societatile stiintifice si culturale si cand au inceput
sapaturile arheologice de la Viminacium. Astfel, un alt aspect al prezentei lucrari va fi acela
de a avea prezenta inceputul primelor sdpdturi arheologice de la Viminacium, adica
excavarea necropolei. Pretuirea antichitatii a fost prezentd in randul primilor cercetatori de la
Viminacium, dar si in randul industriasilor, artistilor si a profesorilor sarbi ai vremii,
preponderent educati in Europa. Proprietarul minei Porde Vajfert, capitanul de nava
Dragutin Todi¢, pictorii Uro$ Predi¢ si Milena Pavlovi¢ Barilli, arhitectii Petar Popovi¢ si
Mihailo Valtrovi¢ si arheologul Miloje Vasi¢, precum si inginerii cehi care au venit sa lucreze
in mina, au fost cu totii pasionati de istorie, legati de Kostolac prin activitatile lor, fiind creatori
de artd, cercetatori sau colectionari, contribuind la formarea noului mediu cultural din Kostolac.

Ambele aspecte ale cercetarii sunt importante pentru crearea imaginii de ansamblu si a
modului In care au fost receptate de contemporani monumentele funerare de la Viminacium,
care, In cele din urma, sunt unitare cu dorinta initiala a populatiei romane pentru viata de apoi.

It is already known that in its long history of research Viminacium presents the largest source for
funerary archaeology in Europe with more than 14.000 excavated graves. However, it is also known
that our predecessors were familiar Viminacium necropolises, i.e. use of various funerary structures as
building materials through ages, from Medieval to Modern periods. These materials were largely used
in the vicinity of Viminacium, as well as for buildings projects in longer distances. In many cases
additional significance for this kind of re-use of ancient funerary materials cannot be found, but
sometimes context and place of re-use in later structures can suggest some symbolical connotations
and folklore interpretations. This paper aims to connect, in time and space, long distanced materials,
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monuments and structures, and to discover possible associations between original and new meanings
of funerary monuments.

Kostolac (modern town next to Viminacium) is the place where coal exploitation started in 1870,
marking the beginning of the industrialisation of Serbia. That is the period when the museums,
universities, scientific and cultural societies were formed in Serbia, and when the archaeological
excavations of Viminacium began. Thus another aspect of the paper research will be to envisage the
reception of first archaeological excavations at Viminacium, i.e. necropolis excavation as the very first
beginning. The love for antiquity was present among the first Viminacium researchers, but also
among Serbian industrialists, artists and professors of the time, mostly educated in Europe. The mine
owner Dorde Vajfert, the ship captain Dragutin Todi¢, the painters Uros Predi¢ and Milena Pavlovié
Barilli, the architects Petar Popovi¢ and Mihailo Valtrovié, and the archaeologist Miloje Vasi¢, as well
as the Czech engineers that came to work in the mine, were all passionate history lovers, connected to
Kostolac with their activities, being the art creators, researchers or collectors, contributing to the
formation of the new cultural environment in Kostolac.

Both aspects of the research are important for creating the overall image of the reception of
Viminacium funerary monuments, which in the end is completely in line with the ancient Romans’
initial wish for the afterlife.

Lucrarea 1si propune sa prezinte vase si obiecte din sticla, descoperite de-a lungul anilor
la Callatis si care au intrat in patrimoniul muzeului callatian. Acestea au fost impartite in: a.
veseld de masd; b. vase pentru transport si conservare; c. vase cu caracter cosmetic; d. Varia -
inele, ace de pdr, baghete din sticla; fiecare categorie cuprinzand o scurta descriere.

Vasele si obiectele din sticld reprezintd o parte valoroasa a inventarului funerar din
perioada romand timpurie, descoperit la Callatis.

The work aims to present vessels and glass objects, discovered over the years in Callatis and
which came into the possession of the Callatian museum. These were divided into : a. Tableware; b.
Storage and transport containers; c. Vessels with a cosmetic character; d. Varia - rings, hairpins, glass
distaff; each category includes a short description.

Vessels and glass objects represent a wvaluable part of the early Roman funeral inventory
discovered at Callatis.
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Un mormant roman cu vas de bronz descoperit
recent la Alba Iulia - cimitirul municipal
A Roman Tomb with a Bronze Vessel Recently
Discovered in Alba Iulia — The Municipal Cemetery

In primavara acestui an, a intrat in atentia publicului zona actualului cimitir Municipal
din Alba Iulia (cimitirul Maieri) o datd cu scandalul mediatic legat de distrugerea unui
sarcofag epigrafic de epocd romana, distrugere ocazionata de saparea gropii unui mormant
recent. Incepand de la sfarsitul lunii mai, pe parcursul intregii veri a acestui an, Muzeul
National al Unirii a desfasurat cercetari arheologice preventive pe o suprafatd de
aproximativ 2200 mp, suprafatd inca neafectatd de extindere. Rezultatele arheologice au fost
de exceptie. Au fost cercetate complexe apartinand fazei a treia a culturii Cotofeni, epocii
romane si perioadei evului mediu timpuriu. Cele mai numeroase descoperiri apartin epocii
romane fiind vorba despre morminte de incineratie si de inhumatie din secolul al II-lea, dar
si de santuri de delimitare, santuri de drenaj, sau gropi. O parte dintre morminte erau
afectate de lucrarile desfasurate de-a lungul timpului in zong, fiind In buna parte conturate
sub stratul vegetal. O alta parte, scapate de jefuirile la care au fost supuse cele mai multe
morminte descoperite la Apulum, prezentau un inventar bogat. Dintre cele cu inventar s-a
remarcat un mormant care pe langa cele 8 piese din aur, pastra aproape intact un vas de
bronz. Este singurul mormant descoperit la Apulum care pastra acest tip de inventar si unul
dintre putinele descoperite in Dacia. Vasul — balsamarius pastreaza toarta prinsa cu doud anse
decorate antropomorf. Datarea piesei incadreaza mormantul in cea de-a doua jumatate a
secolului al II-lea.

In the spring of this year, the area of the current municipal cemetery in Alba lulia (the Maieri
cemetery) came to the public’s attention with the media scandal related to the destruction of an
epigraphic sarcophagus from the Roman era, destruction caused by the digging of a recent grave.
Starting from the end of May, during the entire summer of this year, the National Museum of the
Union carried out preventive archaeological research on an area of approximately 2200 square meters,
an area still unaffected by the expansion. The archaeological results were exceptional. Complexes
belonging to the third phase of the Cotofeni culture, the Roman era and the early Middle Ages were
investigated. The most numerous discoveries belong to the Roman era, being cremation and
inhumation graves from the 2" century, but also boundary ditches, drainage ditches, or pits. Some of
the graves were affected by the works carried out over time in the area, being mostly outlined under
the vegetation layer. Another part, escaped from the looting to which most of the tombs discovered at
Apulum were subjected, presented a rich inventory. Among those with an inventory, a tomb stood out
that, in addition to the 8 gold pieces, kept a bronze vessel almost intact. It is the only tomb discovered
at Apulum that kept this type of inventory and one of the few discovered in Dacia. The balsamarius
vessel keeps the staff attached with two anthropomorphic decorated handles. The dating of the piece
places the tomb in the second half of the 2" century.

La Apulum sunt cunoscute pana in prezent cinci zone de inmormantare, apartinand
celor doud asezari care au devenit in timp Municipium Aurelium/Colonia Aurelia Apulensis
si Municipium Septimium Apulensis. Fdrd a insista asupra apartenentei acestor cimitire,
putem observa ca prima asezare civila de pe malul raului Mures are trei necropole la sud, est
si vest, dispuse de-a lungul cailor de comunicatie.

Necropola de pe Dealul Furcilor-Podei, situata la sud de fortul roman si de canabae care
a devenit ulterior Municipium Septimium Apulense, este cea mai intens cercetata.

In zona de nord a castrului roman si a asezarii romane, de-a lungul drumului care leaga
Apulum de Ampelum si de zona aurifera a Muntilor Apuseni, s-a dezvoltat o alta zona de
inmormantare mare, cunoscutd din cercetdrile incepute la Statia de Salvare, in 1983, iar apoi
in alte locatii sub formd de descarcare arheologica.

Inventarul funerar descoperit este unul clasic pentru lumea provinciald romand. De
regula, mormintele au un inventar comun, cele bogate fiind extrem de rare sau fiind jefuite
de-a lungul timpului.

In acest context ies in prim plan o serie de contexte funerare in care s-a descoperit
ceramica cu glazurd plumbiferd, majoritatea vaselor provenite din morminte in care au fost
depuse si alte categorii de obiecte, precum monede, ldmpi de pamant, vase de sticld, inventar
care denotd un anumit statut social al defunctului.

Predomina vasele de baut (cupe, imitatii dupa forme specifice de kantharos sau skyphos),
platouri, opaite si vase antropomorfe. Printre acestea se numara o cdlimara cu forma unica in
Imperiul Roman.

O analiza statistica arata ca numarul pieselor smaltuite depdseste numarul altor forme
din ceramica find, cum ar fi terra sigillata sau vase cu pereti subtiri. Aceste proportii si faptul
cd ceramica smaltuitd este unul dintre cele mai putin comune tipuri de ceramica gasite in
Imperiul Roman in secolele II-III p. Chr., sugereaza posibilitatea ca aceste marfuri sa fi fost
achizitionate din surse locale.

Ipoteza este sustinutd de descoperirea de resturi tehnologice si resturi de ardere din
atelierele de olari care identifica productia acestui tip de ceramica la Apulum.

At Apulum, five burial areas are known to date, belonging to the two settlements that became
Municipium Aurelium/Colonia Aurelia Apulensis and Municipium Septimium Apulensis over time.
Without insisting on the belonging of these cemeteries, we can observe that the first civil settlement on
the banks of the Mures river has three necropolises to the south, east and west, arranged along the
communication routes.

The necropolis on the Furcilor-Podei Hill, located south of the Roman fort and the canabae that
later became Municipium Septimium Apulense, is the most intensively researched.

In the northern area of the Roman fort and the Roman settlement, along the road linking Apulum
to Ampelum and the gold-bearing area of the Apuseni Mountains, another large burial area developed,
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known from research begun at the Statia de Salvare, in 1983, and then in other locations in the form of
archaeological discharge.

The funerary inventory discovered is classic for the Roman provincial world. As a rule, tombs
have common inventory, the rich ones being extremely rare or having been looted over time.

In this context, a series of funerary contexts come to the fore in which lead-glazed pottery was
discovered most of the vessels coming from tombs in which other categories of objects were also
deposited, such as coins, earthen lamps, glass vessels, inventory that denotes a certain social status of
the deceased.

Drinking vessels (cups, imitations after specific forms of kantharos or skyphos), platters, earthen
lamps and anthropomorphic vessels predominate. Among these is a unique shaped inkwell in the
Roman Empire.

A statistical analysis shows that the number of glazed pieces exceeds the number of other fine
ceramics such as terra sigillata or thin-walled vessels. These ratios and the fact that glazed pottery is
one of the least common ceramic types found in the Roman Empire in the 2-3' century A.D suggest
the possibility that these wares were acquired from local sources.

The hypothesis is supported by the discovery of technological remains and firing scraps from
potters” workshops that identify the production of this type of pottery in Apulum.

O statueta de epoca romana cu reprezentarea lui Venus,

In primavara anului 2022, s-a desfisurat o cercetare arheologici preventiva in situl
medieval Izvorul imparatului — Créicuta, aflat la 1000 m sud de castrul roman de la Apulum.
Este vorba despre un important mormant de inhumatie, care a apartinut unei femei cu un
statut social mai inalt. Inventarul funerar dezvdluie ca avem de-a face cu o aristocratad
gepida, probabil o printesd sau o acolitd a sefului gepid local din aceasta zond. Inventarul
funerar contine doi cercei de aur cu almandine, patru margele de aur cu almandine, doua
fibule din argint aurit, doud bratari de argint si un piepten bilateral din os. Fibulele dateaza
mormantul la sfarsitul sec. V - inceputul sec. VI p. Chr.

Inventarul mormantului contine in mod ciudat o statuetd votiva romana din marmura
find, de culoare albd, care apartine tipului iconografic Venus din Cnidos, care are drept
arhetip celebra Afrodita din Cnidos a sculptorului atenian Praxiteles, care a lucrat-o pe la
mijlocul sec. IV a. Chr.

In the spring of 2022, a rescue archaeological research was carried out in the Izvorul Imparatului
— Criicuta Medieval site, located approximately 1000 m south of the Roman fort at Apulum. It is
about an important inhumation grave, which belonged to a woman who has a higher social status. The
funerary inventory reveals that it is about a Gepid aristocratic woman, maybe a princess or an acolyte
of a leader of the Gepid community in this area. The funerary inventory contains two golden rings
with almandines, four golden beads with almandines, two gilded silver brooches, two silver bracelets
and a double-sided bone comb. The brooches date the grave at the end of the fifth or the beginning of
the sixth century AD.
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The inventory of the grave contains, strangely, a Roman fine-grained white marble votive
statuette which belongs to the iconographic type Venus of Cnidos, which has as its archetype the
famous Aphrodite of Cnidos by the Athenian sculptor Praxiteles, who sculpted it around the middle of
the 4" century BC.

Inventare funerare cercetate in necropolele
antice tarzii din provincia Moesia Inferior
Grave Goods from the Late Antique
Necropolis in the Province of Second Moesia

Pana in prezent nu exista un studiu general referitor la riturile funerare din antichitatea
tarzie pe teritoriul Moesiei Secunda. Dar colectarea si analiza datelor ne ofera detalii care
privesc 30 de necropole. In mare masura, bunurile funerare trezesc cel mai mare interes si
par a fi cele mai diverse materiale de studiu. De obicei, acestea sunt impdrtite iIn doua
grupuri mari - obiecte personale si ofrande funerare. Din primul grup fac parte ornamentele
care, in functie de pozitia lor pe corp, sunt clasificate ca decoratiuni pentru cap (ace de par,
cercei), gat (coliere, margele si medalioane) si pentru maini (bratdri, inele). Diverse tipuri de
fibule sunt asociate cu atasarea partilor individuale ale imbracamintei, pe jumadtatea
superioard a corpului. Ramasitele componentelor curelei apartin si ele grupului de bunuri
personale. Din grupul obiectele personale fac parte si reminiscentele imbracdmintei
persoanei decedate, din material nedurabil sau legate/intdrite cu piese metalice. Sunt, de
asemenea, inclinat sa includ fragmentele de piese de armament (sdbii, varfuri de lance,
varfuri de sageti, scut umbo) in acelasi grup. Printre bunurile personale ale defunctului din
timpul vietii se enumera si seria accesorilor de toaleta care cuprinde, cufere din lemn, pixide,
oglinzi, piepteni, pensete si alte articole cosmetice si farfurii de piatra. Cutite si resturi de teci
pot fi atasate, de asemenea, acestui grup. Monedele, care au fost gasite In mormintele din 18
necropole, ocupd cea mai mare pondere dintre descoperiri. Printre ofrandele funerare au fost
inregistrate un numar mare de vase din ceramica si sticld, opaite de lut. De asemenea, sunt
extrem de rar descoperite parti din care, parti din jocuri de societate (un zar de os si doua
dame de sticla), hrana rituala (oase de animale) si cateva obiecte de uz casnic (o furca de os,
un instrument de argint, patru clopotei, o trusad de ace de os).

Up to now there is no generalizing study related to the funeral rites in Late Antiquity in the
territory of the Second Moesia. But collecting and analysing the data provides us details that concern
30 necropolises. Largely, the grave goods provoke the greatest interest and appear to be the most
diverse materials for studying. Usually they are divided into two big groups — personal belongings
and grave gifts. Part of the first group are the ornaments which, based on their position on the body,
are categorized as head (hair pins, earrings), neck (necklaces, beads and medallions), and hand
(bracelets, finger rings) decorations. Various types of fibulae are associated with the attachment of the
individual parts of the clothing, on the upper half of the body. The remains of belt components also
belong to the group of personal belongings. The remains of the clothing of the deceased individual,
made of non-durable material or connected/reinforced with metal parts, also belong to the personal
belongings. I'm also inclined to include the remains of armaments (swords, spearheads, arrowheads,
shield umbo) to the same group. Personal possessions of the deceased during their lifetime were also
the series of toilet accessories, which include wooden chests, pixies, mirrors, combs, tweezers and other
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cosmetic items and stone plates. Knives and remains of sheaths can be attached to this group too.
Coins, which were found in the graves of 18 necropolises, occupy the largest share among the finds. A
large number of ceramic and glass vessels, clay lamps were registered among the grave goods. Chariot
remains, parts of board games (a bone dice and two glass checkers), ritual food (animal bones) and a
few household objects (a bone distaff, a silver instrument, four bells, a bone needle case and needles)
are also extremely rarely attested.

O amuleta din sidef descoperita intr-un mormant de copil de la Callatis
A Mother - of - Pearl Amulet Discovered in a Child’s Grave at Callatis

In 1980, Ct. Preda publica in cartea sa Callatis. Necropola Romano - Bizantind, mormantul
171, un mormant de copil, cu un inventar spectaculos, datorita celor doud piese de sidef
gdsite aici. Din pdcate, datorita bibliografiei putine, la vremea respectiva nu s-a discutat
foarte mult despre aceasta amuleta care este pand in acest moment unica, datorita unei liste
de analogii restranse si mai ales datoritd materialului din care este confectionata.

In 1980, Ct. Preda publishes in his book Callatis. Romano-Byzantine Necropolis, the grave
171, a child’s grave, with a spectacular inventory, thanks to the two pieces of mother-of-pearl found
here. Unfortunately, due to the scant bibliography, at that time not much was discussed about this
amulet which is so far unique, due to a narrow list of analogies and especially due to the material from
which it is made.

O amuleta din carbune descoperita in necropola Tomis-ului
A Coal Amulet Discovered in the Necropolis of Tomis

In 2021, datoriti unui proiect de cercetare preventivi pentru punerea in valoare a
mormantului pictat hipogeu din Constanta, a fost cercetatd o arie semnificativa in jurul
acestuia. Cu aceasta ocazie au fost descoperite si documentate mai multe morminte de epoca
roman4. In unul dintre acestea, aldturi de alte obiecte de inventar, a fost descoperita si o mica
amuleta de cdrbune, care face obiectul prezentarii de astazi.

In 2021, due to a preventive research project for the restoring and enhancement of the painted
hypogeum tomb from Constanta, a significant area around this monument was investigated. On this
occasion, several graves from the Roman era were discovered and documented. In one of these, along
with other inventory items, a small coal amulet was discovered, which is the subject of today's
presentation.

Cruci de bronz gasite la centrul de productie de langa Zlatar, regiunea Preslav
Bronze Crosses Found at the Production Center near Zlatar, Preslav Municipality

In procesul de cercetare a atelierelor de la centrul de productie de metal artistic de langa
Zlatar, regiunea Preslav, au fost gasite peste 2000 de descoperiri. Dintre acestea, grupul de
ornamente pentru curele - aplice, catarame si capete de curea - este cel mai mare. Ins3, pe
langa acesta, In centru au fost produse si alte articole. Dintre acestea, grupul de produse de
cult nu este mai putin semnificativ. Desi limitat cantitativ, prezintd o varietate de forme si
decoratiuni de invidiat. Productia de cruci se numara si ea printre prioritatile activitatii de
productie, alituri de alte articole precum ornamente, peitas si medalioane. In aceasti
prezentare accentul este pus tocmai pe grupul crucilor de bronz. Au fost gasite atat cruci
relicvar cat si simple. Atentia la acest tip de obiecte de cult completeaza ideea producerii si
distribuirii crucilor de bronz in secolul al X-lea, epoca functionarii centrelor de productie din
vecinatatea capitalei Preslav. Pe unele dintre ele a fost facutd analiza elementara a
compozitiei metalului, care reprezinta un punct de plecare in calea stabilirii originii materiei
prime si a rutelor prin care aceasta a ajuns la atelierele individuale din complexul de productie.

In the process of researching the workshops at the production center for artistic metal near Zlatar,
Preslav municipality, more than 2000 finds were found. Among them, the group of belt trimmings -
appliqués, buckles and ends - is the largest. In addition to belt details, however, other items were also
produced in the center. Among them, the group of cult products is no less significant. Although
limited in quantity, it presents an enviable variety of forms and decorations. The production of crosses
is also among the priorities of the production activity, along with other items such as ornaments,
peitas and medallions. In the present work, the emphasis is placed precisely on the group of bronze
crosses. Both single and double reliquary crosses have been found. Attention to this type of cult objects
complements the idea of the production and distribution of bronze crosses in the 10" century, the time
of the functioning of production centers in the vicinity of the capital Preslav. An elemental analysis of
the composition of the metal was also performed on some of them, which is a starting point on the way
to establishing the origin of the raw material and the routes by which it reached the individual
workshops in the production complex.
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Importuri, influente alogene si noi tendinte in productia locala.
Repere privind descoperirile din asezarea fortificata de la Oltina
Imports, Allogeneic Influences, and New Trends in Local Production.
Highlights Regarding Discoveries from the Fortified Settlement of Oltina

Asezarea de la Oltina-,,Capul Dealului” (jud. Constanta) este parte integranta a lantului
de asezari dezvoltat pe malul drept al Dunadrii in perioada secolelor VIII-XI. Locuirea de aici
a debutat in prima jumatate a perioadei enuntate, iar descoperirile de pana acum dovedesc
cd ea nu a functionat in mod autonom, ci a fost parte a unui sistem mai larg, ce cuprindea, pe
langa asezdrile dobrogene dunarene, asezari din apropierea zonei litorale si din nord-estul
Bulgariei, sistem activ Inainte de revenirea bizantina. Aflata initial in aria de influenta a
cetatii de la Durostorum - Silistra, cel mai apropiat si important centru economic si militar,
aceasta a beneficiat de patrunderea unor produse sau idei. Dupa 971 p.Chr., comunitatea de
aici s-a adaptat la modul de viatd determinat de administrarea zonei de cdtre Imperiul
bizantin si a intrat in noul circuit economic, comertul sporind in intensitate si devenind o
componenta importanta in activitatea economica derulata de ea. Alaturi de cdile terestre,
situarea asezarii pe malul marelui fluviu a favorizat intrarea unor produse realizate in centre
aflate la mai mica sau la mai mare distantd, printre care vase ceramice (cu smalt, angoba
micacee, amfore etc.), obiecte de port si podoaba, din metal sau sticla.

The settlement at Oltina- “Capul Dealului” (Constanta County) is an integral part of the chain
of settlements developed on the right bank of the Danube during the 8"-11" centuries. Settlement in
this area began in the first half of the mentioned period, and discoveries so far prove that it did not
operate autonomously but was part of a larger system, which included not only the Danubian
settlements in Dobruja but also settlements near the coastal area and in northeastern Bulgaria, a
system that was active before the Byzantine return. Originally located within the sphere of influence of
the fortress at Durostorum - Silistra, the closest and most important economic and military center,
this settlement benefited from the introduction of various products and ideas. After 971 A.D., the local
community adapted to the lifestyle determined by the administration of the area by the Byzantine
Empire and entered in the new economic circuit, with trade intensifying and becoming a significant
component of its economic activities. In addition to land routes, the settlement’s location on the banks
of the great river facilitated the import of various products from nearby or distant centers, including
ceramic vessels (glazed pottery, with micaceous engobe, amphorae, etc.), adornments and accessories
made of metal or glass.

Ceramica smaltuita medieval-timpurie (secolele X - XI) din nord-vestul Bulgariei
Early Medieval Glazed Ceramics (10" - 11" Centuries) from Northwestern Bulgaria

Din ceramica medieval-timpurie se remarca un grup specific de vase, in special vase de
masd, acoperite cu smalt verde. Aceasta ceramicd indica secolele X - XI, iar originile sale
bizantine sunt indubitabile, dar intrebarile privind centrele de productie si distributia
produselor raman deschise. In cadrul studiilor, ceramica cu smalt verde este asociata in
principal cu situri din nord-estul Bulgariei si Dobrogea, cum ar fi Pliska, Preslav, Silistra,
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Pacuiul lui Soare, Huma, Harsova, Oltina etc. Ceramica smaltuita medieval-timpurie a fost
descoperita si in situri din sudul Balcanilor (Markeli, Terma, Plovdiv, Dyadovo etc.). Cu
toate acestea, distributia sa In nord-vestul Bulgariei nu a fost luata in considerare in mod
specific, desi este mentionata, in trecere, printre ceramica de la Kozlodui, Augusta si
asezdrile asociate cu val de apdrare de la Ostrov.

Noi date privind distributia sa au fost addugate prin studiul asezdrii medievale
nefortificate din apropierea orasului Mizia, regiunea Vratsa, care a devenit un prilej pentru a
ne concentra asupra acestui subiect. Cantitatea grupului de ceramica examinata este
neglijabila (mai putin de 1%), raritatea sa putand fi atribuita, pe de o parte, caracterului de
sdpatura prin transee, iar pe de alta parte importului sporadic al acestei ceramici din centrele
de productie din nord-estul Bulgariei si Dobrogea. Trebuie remarcat faptul cd ceramica
smaltuitd nu este atestatd printre materialele descoperite in fortificatiile de pe versantii
Balcanilor, recuperate dupa secolul al XI-lea. Cartografierea depozitelor indica rolul Dunarii
ca o posibild ruta pentru sosirea ceramicii cu smalt verde in asezarile medievale timpurii din
nord-vestul Bulgariei.

Among the early medieval pottery, a specific group of vessels stands out, mostly tableware,
covered with green glaze. This pottery is indicative of the 10" - 11" centuries, and its Byzantine
origins are undoubted, but questions about the centres of production and the distribution of their
output remain open. In the studies, ceramics with green glaze are mainly associated with sites in
Northeastern Bulgaria and Dobrudja, such as Pliska, Preslav, Silistra, Pdcuiul lui Soare, Huma,
Harsova, Oltina, etc. Early medieval glazed ceramics have been published from sites south of the
Balkan (Markeli, Terma, Plovdiv, Dyadovo, etc.). However, its distribution in Northwestern Bulgaria
has not been considered specifically, although it is mentioned in passing among the ceramics from
Kozloduy, Augusta, and settlements associated with the Ostrov rampart. New data on its distribution
was added by the study of the medieval unfortified settlement near the town of Mizia, Vratsa region,
which became an occasion to focus on this topic. The quantity of the examined group of ceramics is
negligible (less than 1%), which can be attributed to the excavation character by trenches, on the one
hand, and on the other - to the sporadic import of these ceramics from the production centers of
Northeastern Bulgaria and Dobrudja. It should be noted that it is not attested among the materials
from the fortifications on the slopes of the Balkan, recovered after the 11" century. The mapping of the
deposits is indicative of the role of the Danube as a possible route for the arrival of green-glazed pottery
in early medieval settlements in Northwestern Bulgaria.

Plasatad pe terasa dobrogeana nord-estica a Dunarii, cetatea Capidava este o fortificatie
ridicatd in secolul al II-lea p.Hr., care a fost locuitd intermitent panad in primele decenii ale
secolului al XI-lea. Cetatea este cercetata arheologic de aproape un secol, in ultimele decenii
in mai multe puncte, concomitent. Unul dintre punctele cercetate in prezent este necropola
medievala (punct X), care se intinde la NE de zidurile pastrate si In afara fortificatiei

(pastrata doar in fundatie) ce delimita in Evul Mediu asezarea medievala. Necropola a fost
cercetata sistematic Incepand cu anul 2010 si a facut, de asemenea, obiectul unei cercetdri
preventive in anul 2015, fard insa a fi epuizatd. Inventarul mormintelor recuperat pe
parcursul acestor campanii (cercei si inele din bronz, respectiv margele din sticla), ca si
analizele Radiocarbon facute pand in prezent, au permis atribuirea cronologica a necropolei
mai ales secolului al X-lea. Desi cercetarea sistematica s-a concentrat pe marginea sud-estica
a necropolei, unde inventarul mormintelor este relativ saracacios si mormintele de copii
numeroase, cercetarea a permis observatii suplimentare legate de modul in care traiau si
mureau oamenii perioadei, de ritualul funerar, dar si de amenajarile si marcajele particulare
ale unora dintre morminte. De la ciste din cardmizi realizate in pripd, la pietre masive ce
marcheaza capataiul mormintelor si pietre ce marcheaza conturul lor, toate arata grija pentru
cel decedat si respectul pentru locul sau de odihna.

Found on the Dobrujan north-east terrace of the Danube, Capidava is a fortress erected in the 2"
century A.D. and inhabited intermittently until the first decades of the 11" century. The site is
researched now for almost a century, in the last decades in more than one point at a time. One of the
researched points is currently the medieval necropolis (point X), which expands north-east of the
surviving walls and outside the fortification (preserved only in foundation) which bound the medieval
settlement. This necropolis was systematically researched starting with 2010 and was also the object of
a preventive research in 2015, without being exhausted. The inventory of the graves recovered during
these campaigns (bronze earrings and rings and glass beads) together with the Radiocarbon analyses
made so far led to the chronological framing of the necropolis mainly in the 10" century. Although the
systematic research has focused on the south-east side of the necropolis where the inventory is scarce
and children graves are numerous it offered the opportunity for supplementary observations on how
the people of that era lived and died, on funerary rituals and on particular setups and markings of
some of the graves. From headily brick cists to massive stones marking at surface the head of the graves
or rocks surrounding the mounds, they all show the care for the deceased and the respect for their
resting place.

Arheologia funerard reflectata de realitatile unui sit medio-bizantin, precum cel de la
Nufdru, din jud. Tulcea, situat pe malul drept al bratului dundrean Sf. Gheorghe, presupune,
dincolo de elementele de rit (inhumare) si ritual (orientare crestind, tratamente ale
defunctului, amenajdri ale mormintelor si dispunere a cimitirelor), si o relatie cu lumea
materiald a locuitorilor cetatii si asezarilor acesteia, exprimata prin intermediul inventarelor,
argumente pentru schimbul in epoca atat de obiecte, cat si de influente.

An overlook on the funerary archaeology in a middle Byzantine site — Nufdru, Tulcea County, on
the right side of the Saint George branch of the Danube — consists in some considerations on the rite
and ritual elements (inhumation, the treatment of the deceased, the organisation of the graves and the
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graveyards), as well — through the inventory — on the life in the fortress and its settlements, as an
argument for the exchange of goods and ideas.

Dupa incetarea locuirii preistorice din asezarea de tip Cernavoda I de la Saveni La
Movile (jud. Ialomita), zona colinara a fost transformata intr-un cimitir. Pana in prezent au
fost descoperite si cercetate 21 de morminte de inhumatie din diferite perioade istorice:
epoca bronzului, prima si a doua epoca a fierului, evul mediu timpuriu.

Din perioada evului mediu timpuriu ne-a atras atentia un mormant de inhumatie
(M.14), descoperit imediat sub nivelul de araturd, la - 0,30 m, ce avea o groapd de forma
dreptunghiulara, cu colturile rotunjite, baza gropii fiind identificata la - 1,80 - 2,00 m. La
adancimea de - 1,55 m, pe latura lungd, de NV a gropii, a fost ldsatd o treaptd. Mormantul
continea un schelet, depus pe fundul gropii, orientat SV - NE, cu capul la SV. Era pozitionat
in decubit dorsal, cu mana stangd intinsa si departata de restul corpului, mana dreaptd usor
indoitd si adusa pe bazin, iar picioarele intinse, paralele. Probabil ca defunctul a fost depus
intr-o cutie de lemn — resturi de lemn pulverulent au fost descoperite sub schelet, in special
in perimetrul membrului superior stang. Unele oase prezentau urme de ocru si amprente
brun-rosiatice rezultate In urma descompunerii scheletului, provenite probabil de la
vestimentatie.

In ceea ce priveste inventarul funerar, acesta consta intr-o catarama de fier (identificata
in zona craniului), un alt obiect de fier, greu de determinat din cauza stdrii precare de
conservare (identificat In zona dintre bratul si antebratul drept) si o lama de cutit (pe piciorul
drept, in zona genunchiului).

De asemenea, pe treapta ldsatd la - 1,55 m, au fost depuse doua cranii de cal: craniul nr. 1
se afla in zona craniului defunctului si craniul nr. 2 in apropierea mainii stangi a acestuia.
Craniul nr. 1 pastra o zabala de fier, prost conservata. Sub craniul nr. 2 s-a gasit o tabla de
fier si ea precar conservati. In coltul gropii, la NV, la picioarele defunctului, pe la - 1,80 m, s-
au gasit resturi de oase care proveneau de la un animal de talie mare. Ritualul de
inmormantare si inventarul funerar ne indicd un individ care apartine populatiilor de tip turanic.

Prezentarea de fata se doreste a fi un triptic — arheologie, antropologie si arheozoologie —
prin care incercam sa punem in evidenta fenomenul funerar si modul de viata al populatiilor
turanice din Muntenia.

After the prehistoric habitation ceased at the Cernavodi I settlement from Siveni La Movile (lalomita
County), the hilly area was transformed into a cemetery. To date, 21 burial sites of various historical
periods have been discovered and studied: Bronze age, Early and Late Iron age, Early Middle Ages.

From the Early Middle Ages period, one burial grave (M.14) caught our attention. It was
discovered just below the plowed layer at a depth of - 0.30 meters, featuring a rectangular-shaped pit
with rounded corners. The base of the pit was identified at - 1.80 - 2.00 meters. At the depth of - 1.55
m, a step was left on the long, northwestern side of the pit. The burial contained a skeleton placed at
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the bottom of the pit, oriented southwest-northeast, with the head to the southwest. The individual was
deposited in a supine position, with the left arm extended and away from the rest of the body, the right
arm slightly bent and brought to the pelvis, while the legs were stretched out parallel. It is likely that
the deceased was placed in a wooden box — powdery wood debris was found under the skeleton,
especially in the area of the left upper limb. Some bones exhibited traces of ochre and reddish-brown
imprints resulting from the decomposition of the skeleton, probably from clothing.

As for the grave goods, they consist of an iron buckle (identified near the skull), another iron
object, difficult to determine due to its poor state of preservation (identified between the right arm and
forearm), and a knife blade (on the right leg, near the knee).

Additionally, on the step left at - 1.55 m, two horse skulls were deposited: skull no. 1 — in the area
of the skull of the deceased, and skull no. 2 — near the left arm of the deceased. Skull no. 1 presented a
poorly preserved iron bit. Under skull no. 2, an iron plate was found, also in a precarious state of
preservation. In the corner of the pit, to the northwest, near the feet of the deceased, at about - 1.80
meters, remains of bones were found, likely originating from a large-sized animal.

Both the burial ritual and the funerary inventory suggest an individual belonging to Turanic
populations.

The presentation aims to be a triptych — archaeology, anthropology, and archaeozoology —,
through which we attempt to highlight the funerary phenomenon and the way of life of Turanic
populations in Greater Wallachia.

Nivelul , locuintelor de suprafata” de la Vladeni-Popina Blagodeasca (jud. Ialomita)

Prezentarea trateaza doua obiective: 1) descrierea nivelului si a complexelor aferente lui;
2) interpretarea istorica a acestui nivel.

Nivelul se caracterizeazd prin discontinuitate si uniformitate. Adicd sunt suprafete mari
de peste 100 mp caracterizate de o depunere groasa de aproape 0,50 m compusa dintr-un
sediment brun-negricios afanat, amestecat cu paiantd, pamant ars, cenusa si carbune.
Depunerile compacte de cenusa si arsura pot dovedi niste locuinte usoare din lemn si stuf.
Tot acestui nivel 1i pot fi atribuite o serie de gropi de bucate. Acest nivel suprapune bordeiele
si cuptoarele asezarii din secolul al IX-lea. La randul lui este intersectat de complexe
medievale tarzii.

Interesant este cd, in timp ce asezarea din secolul al IX-lea se remarca prin complexe
adancite, care coboara dintr-un nivel subtire absent pe alocuri, nivelul de care vorbim este
destul de gros si consistent, dar lipsit de instalatii de foc stabile, cum ar fi vetrele si
cuptoarele. Inventarul compus in special din fragmente ceramice este foarte bogat. Din punct
de vedere statistic, cantitatea de ceramica provenitd dintr-o suprafata de 15 mp din acest
nivel este similara cu cantitatea de materiale provenita dintr-un bordei din secolul al IX-lea.
Prin urmare, este un nivel de locuire. Pe baza situatiei stratigrafice si a inventarului
descoperit, nivelul se dateaza in secolele X - XI.

Interpretarea istorica a acestui nivel este dificila deoarece in celelalte situri din aceeasi
perioada, autorii sdpaturilor au descris doar locuintele, nu si nivelul ca atare. In al doilea
rand, pe nici un sit cercetat pand acum nu s-a descoperit un nivel arheologic atat de gros cu
asa putine complexe arheologice. Ipoteza noastra este aceea cd nivelul provine de la niste
cladiri mari din lemn si stuf. Constructiile din lemn sunt documentate atat in lumea
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populatiilor sedentare, cum ar fi slavii, cat si in lumea nomazilor, care in timpul iernii se
retrageau In niste , orase” in care cladirile erau din lemn.

Two objectives had deal in this work: 1) description of the level and its related complexes; 2) the
historical interpretation of this level.

The level is characterized by discontinuity (on plan of settlement) and uniformity (texture and
composition). That is, there are large surfaces over 100 m? characterized by a thick deposit of almost
0.50 m composed of a brown-black, loose sediment mixed with clay, burnt earth, ash, coal. Deposits of
ash and burning that can prove some light dwellings made of wood and reeds. A series of store pits can
also be attributed to this level. This level overlaps the dwelling-houses and ovens of the 9" century
settlement. In turn, it is crossed by late-medieval piles.

Interestingly, while the 9" century settlement is characterized by deep complexes descending from
a thin level absent in places, the level, we are talking about, is quite thick and rich but lacks fire
installations such as hearths and ovens. The inventory, composed mainly of ceramic fragments, is very
rich and statistically corresponds to the complexes from the 9" century settlement. Based on the
stratigraphic situation and inventory, the level dates back to the 10" - 11* centuries.

The historical interpretation is difficult because in the other sites of period, the authors described
only the houses, not the level as such. Secondly, on no site investigated so far has such a thick
archaeological level with so few archaeological complexes been discovered. Our hypothesis is that, the
level comes from some large buildings made of wood and reeds. Wooden constructions are documented
both in the world of sedentary populations, such as the Slavs, and in the world of nomads who, during
the winter, retreated to some “cities” where the buildings were made of wood.

Ruinele cetdtii romane Noviodunum de la Isaccea (jud. Tulcea) au intrat in atentia
cercetdtorilor inca din a doua jumatate a secolului al XIX-lea. Actiunea distructiva a Dunarii
asupra lor a determinat Inceperea sapaturilor arheologice — sub forma de simple sondaje,
vizand salvarea informatiilor referitoare la vestigiile de pe malul Dundrii, completate cu
verificarea traseelor incintelor existente si a stratigrafiei depunerilor arheologice (1953, 1955-
1956, 1963-1964, 1967, 1970-1971, 1973). Cateva sapaturi de salvare (1979, 1985, 1990) au oferit
informatii importante pentru cunoasterea locuirii din asezarea extra muros. Din anul 1995, un
colectiv de la muzeul de arheologie din Tulcea, din care am facut parte pana in anul 2005, la
initiativa si sub conducerea lui Victor Henrich Baumann, a reluat sapaturile arheologice, care
continud si astdzi. Comunicarea isi propune sa prezinte, pe scurt, principalele rezultate ale
acestor cercetari.

Les ruines de la cité romaine de Noviodunum des environs de la ville actuelle d'Isaccea (dép.
Tulcea) ont attiré |'attention des chercheurs dés la seconde moitié du XIX¢ siecle. L'action
destructrice, que le Danube exerce continuellement sur ces traces, a déterminé le commencement de
recherches archéologiques — sous la forme de simples sondages, mirant le sauvetage des données
relatives aux vestiges de la rive du Danube, et des fouilles mirant de rétablir le tracé des ceuvres de
fortification anciennes et la succession stratigraphique des dépdts archéologiques (1953, 1955-1956,
1963-1964, 1967, 1970-1971, 1973). Des fouilles archéologiques préventives (1979, 1985, 1990) ont
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apporté des renseignements précieux concernant la succession des étapes d’occupation de 1'espace
périurbain. Sous l'initiative et la direction de Victor Henrich Baumann, une équipe d’archéologues du
musée de Tulcea — dont je faisais aussi partie jusqu’en 2005 - y déroule un programme de recherche
archéologique programmeée, depuis 1995. Je vous propose ici un compte rendu sommaire des
principaux acquis de ces recherches.

Ceramica si portelan european pe piata otomana
European Ceramics and Porcelain in the Ottoman Market

Permanenta concurenta dintre ceramica otomand si portelanul chinezesc sau cel
european a creat diverse momente in care un produs a fost cerut de piata otomana mai mult
decat altul. Astfel, cele mai cunoscute perioade au fost in secolele XVI si XVII cand
portelanul chinezesc si ceramica de Iznik — inlocuitoarea costisitorului produs chinez — au
fost In concurentd pentru o piatd otomand aflatd in expansiune. Din secolul al XVII-lea
productia de masa a portelanului chinezesc pentru Europa de Vest creeaza un dezechilibru
in imperiu, cand cei care aveau suficiente venituri se orientau spre noile produse. O noua
provocare pentru piata ceramica otomana apare in secolul al XVIII - lea cand Europa incepe
sa produca portelan si concureaza in piata otomanda. Nu doar portelanul va veni din Europa,
ci si un produs mai ieftin, care se aseamana, faianta. Ateliere franceze, engleze, germane si
austriece isi vor disputa noii clienti. Astfel, cercetarile arheologice surprind in zona Dundrii
de Jos aceste schimbari de gusturi, de noi produse care intrd in uzul casnic al locuitorilor
instdriti din aceasta parte a Imperiului Otoman.

The constant competition between Ottoman ceramics and Chinese or European porcelain creates
various moments when one product is in demand in the Ottoman market more than another. Thus, the
most famous periods were in the 16" and 17" centuries when Chinese porcelain and Iznik pottery —a
substitute for the expensive Chinese product — competed for an expanding Ottoman market. From the
17th century the mass production of Chinese porcelain for Western Europe created an imbalance in
the empire as those with sufficient income turned to the new products. A new challenge to the
Ottoman ceramic market appears in the 18" century when Europe begins to produce porcelain and
competes in the Ottoman market. Not only porcelain will come from Europe, but also a cheaper,
similar product, faience. French, English, German and Austrian workshops will compete for new
customers. Thus, archaeological research captures in the area of the Lower Danube these changes of
tastes, of new products entering the household use of the well-to-do inhabitants of this part of the
Ottoman Empire.

Pentru a intelege corect evenimentele din istoria omenirii si influenta factorului antropic,
trebuie analizate rezultatele reconstructiilor paleogeografice legate de studiul schimbarilor
climatice si ale schimbadrilor nivelului marii, care includ prezenta umana. Accentul unui
astfel de tip de cercetare integrata este pe de o parte omul, istoria sa, modul sau de viata, iar
pe de alta parte este reconstructia parametrilor de baza ai mediului Inconjurdtor in care a
activat; a conditiilor paleoecologice in care a trait in diferite perioade istorice si locuirea.
Angajarea stiintelor pamantului si a aplicatiilor lor traditionale in arheologie pot contribui la
o interpretare mai exacta si mai eficientd si, mai ales, la 0 mai buna urmarire a relatiilor
spatio-temporale dintre diferite obiecte. Cercetdrile geoarheologice si istorico-geografice
trebuie sa dezvaluie factorii obiectivi si trasaturile regulate in comportamentul comunitatilor
locale in contextul interactiunii economice, politice si culturale ,teren-mare”. Aceastd nevoie
este exacerbata de antropogenizarea puternica a partii de coastd studiate in ultimele doua
decenii si de ponderea tot mai mare a structurilor artificiale in segmentele de coastd,
stergand urmele arheologice si istorice ale trecutului. Zona selectatd ofera o oportunitate
exceptionald pentru un studiu retrospectiv al modelului civilizational al comunitatilor
maritime din bazinul Marii Negre, care s-a dezvoltat fara intrerupere din perioada preistoriei
tarzii si pana in prezent. Scopul strategic al proiectului de cercetare este de a asigura crearea
unui model eficient si flexibil pentru cercetarea stiintifica interdisciplinard a interactiunii
,teren-mare” in zona de coasta din vestul Mdrii Negre, de la Inceputul Holocenului tarziu
pana la sfarsitul secolului al XVII-lea, bazat pe integrarea datelor geologice, paleogeografice,
istorice si arheologice intr-un mediu GIS. Nu in ultimul rand, se pune accent pe studiul
comunitdtilor multietnice de coastd de pe litoralul Marii Negre si a atitudinii acestora fata de
mare si activitatile economice conexe, in masura in care datele privind patrimoniul cultural
imaterial permit. Zona modernului Sozopol si a insulelor sale adiacente a fost aleasd ca zona
de studiu de caz.

To properly understand events in human history and the influence of the anthropogenic factor,
the results of palaeogeographic reconstructions related to the study of climate change and sea level
changes, which include the human presence, must be analyzed. The focus of such type of integrated
research is on the one hand man, his history, his way of life, and on the other hand is the
reconstruction of the basic parameters of the surrounding environment in which he was active; of
palaeoecological conditions in which he lived during different historical periods and habitations.
Engaging the Earth Sciences and their traditional applications in archaeology are able to contribute to
a more accurate and efficient interpretation and, above all, to better tracing of spatial-temporal
relations between different objects. Geoarchaeological and historical-geographical research must reveal
the objective factors and regular features in the behavior of local communities in the context of
economic, political and cultural "land-sea” interaction. This need is exacerbated by the strong
anthropogenization of the studied part of the coast in the last two decades and the growing share of
man-made structures in the segments of the coast erasing archaeological and historical traces of the
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past. The selected area provides an exceptional opportunity for a retrospective study of the
civilizational model of maritime communities in the Black Sea basin, which has been developing
without interruption from the period of late prehistory to the present day. The strategic goal of the
research project is to ensure the creating of an effective and flexible model for interdisciplinary
scientific research of the “land-sea” interaction in the Western Black Sea coastal area from the
beginning of the Late Holocene to the end of the 17" century based on the integration of geological,
palaeogeographic, historical and archaeological data in a GIS environment. Last but not least,
emphasis is placed on the study of the multi-ethnic coastal communities along the Black Sea coast and
their attitude to the sea and related economic activities, as far as the intangible cultural heritage data
allow. The area of the modern Sozopol and its adjacent islands was chosen as a case study area.

Galeria H este situata in interiorul masivului Peninsuld (Sectorul B) din complexul
rupestru de la Murfatlar. A fost descoperita in timpul celei de-a doua campanii arheologice
condusd de prof. Ion Barnea, in 1960. Aceasta galerie este singura structura constructionala
care leagé Biserica 3 de Biserica 2. In timpul investigatiilor efectuate de echipa NAIM-BAS
(Institutul National de Arheologie cu Muzeu al Academiei Bulgare de Stiinte) in 2022 si 2023,
Galeria H, impreuna cu celelalte biserici din Sectorul B, a fost documentatd de doud ori
folosindu-se scanarea laser 3D, cea de-a doua documentare realizandu-se cu tehnologia
SLAM. Galeria H este impartitd in trei parti distincte, fiecare avand caracteristici naturale sau
artificiale. Prima parte pare a fi un tunel sdpat cu precizie in roca moale; a doua parte este un
rezervor mare, probabil folosit pentru colectarea hranei si a apei; iar a treia parte are o
origine naturald, avand adaugate patru suporturi la partea cea mai inalta.

La intrarea in galerie, in capela 2 a Bisericii 3, se gasesc numeroase desene graffiti care
nu au fost niciodatd publicate. In urma propriilor mele documentiri si observatii, se poate
spune acum cad acestea prezintd o scena interesanta: Odisseu si sirenele, iar cea mai
interesanta figurd este cea a unei sirene inconjurata de alte creaturi marine. Aceste personaje
corespund cu alti "hibrizi" - centauri, jumatate oameni - jumatate animale, pasari cu multe
aripi, documentate in Biserica 4. Toate aceste imagini adunate reprezintd complexul rupestru
de la Murfatlar ca un monument unic din evul mediu timpuriu.

Gallery H is situated inside the Peninsula massive (Sector B) at the cave complex of Murfatlar. It

was discovered during the second archaeological campaign of Prof. Ion Barnea in 1960. This gallery is
the only constructional structure which connects Churches 3 and 2.
During the investigations of the team of NAIM-BAS in 2022 and 2023 Gallery H, together with other
churches in sector B was document twice via 3D laser scanning, the second one — with SLAM
technology. Gallery H is separated in three different parts which are natural and artificial. The first
part looks like a tunnel precisely cut in the soft rock, the second one is a big reservoir probably for
collecting food and water, the third one has a natural origin — with four added feet at the highest part.

At the entrance of the gallery in chapel 2 in the Church 3 are situated a numerous graffiti
drawings which never have been published. During the process of my own documentation and
observations it could be say now that graffiti presented and interesting scene: Odyssey and sirens,
where the most interesting figure is those of a mermaid surrounded by other marine creatures. These
personages correspond with other “hybrids” — centaurs, half humans - half animals, birds with many
wings, documented in Church 4. Collected together all these images represent Murfatlar cave complex
as a unique monument in the Early Middle Ages.
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Dovezi noi si revizuite din situl medieval de la Murfatlar
New and Revisited Evidence from the Medieval Site at Murfatlar

Situl medieval de la Murfatlar, sapat in stanca, a devenit cunoscut arheologilor deja la
sfarsitul anilor 1950. Cu toate acestea, aproape sapte decenii mai tarziu, rdmane inca un
mister pentru stiintd, din cauza factorilor naturali si umani. Prezentarea se concentreaza pe
tipurile de graffiti textuale neglijate si in mare masura nepublicate de pe peretii sitului
Murfatlar (inscriptii grecesti; nomina sacra; monograme; legaturi; Christograme;
Staurograme), precum si pe dovezi revizuite referitoare la astfel de graffiti deja cunoscute,
care au fost trecute cu vederea, publicate cu erori sau interpretate gresit. Aceastd cercetare se
bazeaza pe participarea autorului la doua expeditii stiintifice NAIM-BAS, din 2022-2023,
documentarea sistematica personala a probelor si pe tehnologia moderna de fotografiere si
desen folosita de expertii expeditiei.

The medieval rock-cut site at Murfatlar became known to archaeologists already in the late 1950s.
And yet, almost seven decades later, it still remains a mystery to science, due to both natural and
human factors. The presentation is focused on neglected and to a large extent unpublished types of
textual graffiti on the walls of the site of Murfatlar (Greek inscriptions; nomina sacra;, monograms;
ligatures; Christograms; Staurograms), as well as on revisited evidence pertaining to such previously
known graffiti that have been overlooked, published with mistakes or misinterpreted. This study is
based on the author’s participation in two NAIM-BAS scientific expeditions of 2022-2023, the
personal systematic documentation of the evidence, and the modern technology for photographing and
drawing carried out by the expedition’s experts.

New Discoveries

Punctul de plecare al acestei lucrdri il reprezintda rezultatele cercetdrilor anterioare
asupra materialului epigrafic chirilic al madnastirii Murfatlar. Rezultatele studiului
inscriptiilor chirilice, efectuat In perioada 2022-2023, sunt adaugate la rezultatele cercetarilor
anterioare cu intentia de a ajunge la concluzii noi. Articolul se concentreaza pe datare, genuri
si autori ai inscriptiilor chirilice din manastire. Noi rezultate referitoare la limba si
paleografia inscriptiilor sunt discutate in legatura cu datarea acestora. Prezentarea ofera
unele revizuiri ale citirilor si interpretarilor anterioare ale datelor din unele inscriptii. Exista
mai multe clasificari de genuri ale textelor epigrafice (Rybakov 1964: 7, Visockij 1966: 12,
Smjadovski 1993: 46-47, Dobrev & Popkonstantinov 1985: 662-677). Prezentarea genului in
aceastd lucrare se bazeaza pe sistemul stabilit de Stefan Smjadovski, desi alte clasificari de
genuri sunt discutate cand sunt relevante.

Datarea, limba, paleografia si genul inscriptiilor chirilice sunt strans legate de autorii
textelor. Acest articol discutd, prin urmare, importanta inscriptiilor chirilice ca sursa
referitoare la nivelul de alfabetizare al autorilor si la relatia lor cu inscriptiile glagolitice,
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grecesti si runice din mandstire, precum si la relatia lor cu cultura manuscriptelor chirilice.
Inscriptiile sunt, de asemenea, o sursa atunci cand discutdm despre accesul autorilor la
diferite parti ale manastirii si despre relatia lor cu manastirea in general.

The starting point of this paper are the results of earlier research on the Cyrillic epigraphic
material of the Murfatlar monastery. The results of the study of the Cyrillic graffiti, carried out in the
period 2022-2023, is added to the results of earlier research with the intention of reaching new
conclusions. The paper focusses on the dating, genres, and agents of the Cyrillic inscriptions in the
monastery. New results regarding the language and paleography of the inscriptions are discussed in
connection to the dating of the inscriptions. The paper offers some revisions of earlier readings and
interpretations of dates in some inscriptions. There are several genre classifications of epigraphic texts
(Rybakov 1964: 7, Visockij 1966: 12, Smjadovski 1993: 46—47, Dobrev & Popkonstantinov 1985: 662—
677). The genre presentation in this paper is based on the system established by Stefan Smjadovski,
although other genre classifications are discussed when relevant.

The dating, language, paleography, and genre of the Cyrillic graffiti are closely related to the
agents of the texts. The paper therefore discusses the importance of the Cyrillic graffiti as a source
regarding the level of literacy of the agents and their relation to the Glagolitic, Greek, and the rune-like
graffiti in the monastery, as well as their relation to the Cyrillic manuscript culture. The graffiti are
also a source when discussing the agents access to different parts of the monastery and their relation to
the monastery in general.

Scanarea laser SLAM a unor parti ale complexului rupestru de la Murfatlar
SLAM Laser Scanning of Parts of the Murfatlar Rock Complex

Progresul tehnologiilor computerizate si al roboticilor in secolul al XXI-lea a creat
conditii pentru dezvoltarea unui nou tip de tehnologie - SLAM (Simultaneous Localization
and Mapping / Localizare si cartografiere simultane). Capacitatile tot mai mari de calcul ale
dispozitivelor moderne, combinate cu algoritmi complecsi si inteligenta artificiald, au permis
crearea unor sisteme care cartografiaza mediul in timp ce urmaresc si inregistreaza simultan
coordonatele lor.

Integrarea tehnologiei SLAM in diverse platforme robotice a condus la inovatii
semnificative In navigatia si cartografierea autonoma si a contribuit la implementarea acestei
tehnologii in scanarea laser. Aceasta a dus la aparitia scanerelor laser mobile, care oferd
utilizatorilor o comoditate si eficienta fara precedent in capturarea si analizarea mediului lor
inconjurdtor.

Prezentarea expune rezultatele observatiilor obtinute in cadrul unui proiect arheologic
in complexul rupestru de la Murfatlar, in special in sectiunea centrala cu doua niveluri, care
contine o bisericd, doud cripte, un mormant si mai multe galerii. Scopul proiectului este
digitalizarea si conservarea vestigiilor complexului rupestru de la Murfatlar. Ideea in sine
dateaza de mai multe decenii, dar nu a fost realizata pana in prezent. Scanarea cu laser
folosind un instrument mobil SLAM a fost efectuatd, iar precizia rezultatelor a fost evaluata,
demonstrand capacitatea metodei de a genera hadrti 3D extrem de detaliate, chiar si in medii
dificile, cu conditii restrictive. Sunt discutate avantajele si limitdrile scanerului laser SLAM
portabil, precum si posibilele directii de Imbunatatire si viitoare directii de cercetare
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stiintifica si aplicatd. Portabilitatea dispozitivului, viteza de captare si software-ul intuitiv il
fac un instrument valoros pentru profesionistii in domeniul topografiei.

The progress of computer technologies and robotics in the 21 century created conditions for the
development of a new type of technology - SLAM (Simultaneous Localization and Mapping). The
growing computing capabilities of modern devices, combined with complex algorithms and artificial
intelligence, has allowed the creation of systems that map the environment while simultaneously
tracking and recording their coordinates.

The integration of SLAM into a variety of robotic platforms has led to significant innovations in
autonomous navigation and mapping, and has helped implement the technology in laser scanning.
This has led to the advent of mobile laser scanners that offer users unprecedented convenience and
efficiency in capturing and analyzing their surroundings.

The presentation showcase observation results obtained in the framework of an archaeological
project in the Murfatlar rock complex, namely the central two-level section, containing a church, two
crypts, a grave and several galleries. The aim of the project is to digitize and preserve the remains of
the Murfatlar rock complex. The idea itself dates back several decades, but has never been realized until
now. Laser scanning with a mobile SLAM instrument was performed and the accuracy of the results
was evaluated, which demonstrated the ability of the method to generate highly detailed 3D maps, even
in challenging environments with constrained conditions. The advantages and limitations of the hand-
held SLAM laser scanner, as well as potential areas for improvement and future directions for
scientific and applied research, are discussed. The device’s portability, capture speed and intuitive
software make it a valuable tool for surveying professionals.

Noi descoperiri in zona vestigiilor rupestre din Muntii Buzaului
New Discoveries in the Area of Cave Remains in the Buzdu Mountains

Regiunea Carpatilor si a Subcarpatilor de Curburd, desi din punctul de vedere al varstei
geologice detine un relief tandr, a creat posibilitatea asezarii unor populatii Inca din vremuri
foarte indepadrtate, oferind posibilitatea de adapostire temporara sau permanenta pentru mai
multe comunitdti umane. Planul general al spatiului de care ne ocupam tine de existenta
unui numar coplesitor de locuinte antropice, grote naturale si megaliti cu urme de activitate
antropicd, ce conserva un consistent strat cultural. Cu toate acestea, fenomenul a fost destul
de slab cercetat.

Astfel, prezentul studiu se axeaza pe analiza din punct de vedere al tehnicii de lucruy,
arhitecturii, simbolisticii si al altor obiective rupestre decat au fost pana acum cercetate si
inregistrate.

Although, in terms of geological age, the Carpathians and the Curved Subcarpathians region has
a young relief, populations have settled in it since very old times and so it has provided temporary or
permanent shelter for several human communities. The general plan of the area we are dealing with
consists of an overwhelming number of anthropic dwellings, natural caves, and megaliths with traces
of anthropic activity, which preserve a consistent cultural layer. However, the phenomenon has been
rather insufficiently researched.

Thus, this study focuses on an analysis of the working technique, the architecture, the symbolism
and the rupestral sites, other than those already researched and recorded.

Semne monetare provenind din descoperiri aparute in mediul local
specific sud-vestului spatiului dobrogean
Monetary Signs Originating from Discoveries in the Local Environment Specific to the
Southwest of the Dobrujan Space

Amplificarea in ultimul deceniu a activitdtilor de profil desfasurate de autoritatile
specializate in protectia bunurilor de patrimoniu national mobil, a condus la posibilitatea
studierii a variate categorii de artefacte arheologice si numismatice. Apoi, ca urmare a unor
lucrari desfasurate incepand cu anii '60-'70 ai secolului trecut in cadrul statului roman
popular si apoi socialist (lucrdri edilitare, lucrdri de imbunatatiri funciare etc.), unele
descoperiri arheologice si monetare s-au transformat in ,suvenire”, fiind impartite intre
descoperitori. Aceste situatii ne-au prilejuit prin hazard recuperarea catorva secvente privind
istoria semnelor monetare din spatiul vest-pontic. Conturarea imaginii de ansamblu pentru
descoperirile din spatiul dobrogean ne-a facut sa apelam si la descoperiri mai vechi care, din
ratiuni subiective si obiective, nu au ajuns in atentia cercetdrii de profil. Astfel, intr-o masurd mai
redusa, sunt publicate cateva descoperiri care au facut parte din colectii numismatice din
Constanta, astazi dispersate, acumulate in cursul anilor 90. In total, in urma tuturor acestor surse
cumulate, de interes pentru articolul de fatd, sunt avute in vedere peste 650 exemplare de semne
monetare vest-pontice provenind din descoperiri din zona de vest si sud-vest a spatiului istro-
pontic, din care s-au mai pistrat doar aproximativ 100 de exemplare. In total, in noile descoperiri
sunt de inregistrat 13 tezaure, care sunt descoperite la Floriile (punct Adancata-1), Canlia (3),
Garlita, Izvoarele (3), Lipnita, Ostrov, Strunga (2) si Viile. Locurile de descoperire ale tuturor
acestor semne monetare par a fi, In general, conform bibliografiei de specialitate,
corespunzatoare unor centre si necropole cunoscute ca getice preromane de mai mare, sau de
mai mica amploare. Ele atrag atentia asupra relatiilor timpurii dezvoltate de cdtre greci cu
centre importante, care corespund istoriei timpurii a comunitatilor autohtone periferice din
Dobrogea, chiar daca nu putem corobora documentul numismatic cu cel arheologic al
contextului. Aceste descoperiri din sud-vestul teritoriului dobrogean, partial, vin sa aduca in
atentia cercetdrii noutati in ceea ce priveste localitdtile de pe harta descoperirilor cunoscute
cu semne monetare vest-pontice.
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The amplification in the last decade of the profile activities carried out by the authorities
specialized in the protection of movable national heritage assets, led to the possibility of studying
various categories of archaeological and numismatic artefacts. Then, as a result of some works carried
out since the 60°-70¢ of the last century within the Romanian popular and then socialist state (building
works, land improvement works, etc.), some archaeological and monetary discoveries have turned into
"souvenirs”, being shared between the discoverers. These situations gave us the opportunity, by
chance, to recover some sequences regarding the history of monetary signs in the West-Pontic area.
Shaping the overall picture for the discoveries in the Dobrujan space also made us turn to older
discoveries that, for subjective and objective reasons, did not reach the attention of the profile research.
Thus, to a lesser extent, some discoveries that were part of numismatic collections in Constanta,
accumulated during the 90¢, which were also published, now are dispersed. In total, following all these
cumulative sources, of interest for the present article, more than 650 specimens of West-Pontic
monetary signs are considered from discoveries that come from the western and southwestern area of
the Istro-Pontic space, of which only about 100 specimens have been preserved. In total, in the new
discoveries are to be recorded 13 hoards that are discovered at Floriile (Addncata point-1), Canlia (3),
Gdrlita, Izvoarele (3), Lipnita, Ostrov, Strunga (2) and Viile. The places of discovery of all these
monetary signs seem to be, in general, according to the specialized bibliography, corresponding to
centers and necropolises known as pre-Roman Gaetic of greater or lesser extent. They draw attention
to the early relations developed by the Greeks with important centers, that correspond to the early
history of the peripheral autochthonous communities of Dobruja, even if we cannot corroborate the
numismatic document with the archaeological one of the context. These discoveries in the southwest of
the Dobrujan territory, in part, bring to the attention of the research novelties regarding the localities
on the map of known discoveries with West-Pontic monetary signs.

Cateva descoperiri monetare histriene
provenind din aria portului modern Tomis (1958-1959)
Some Histrian Monetary Finds from the Area of the Modern Port of Tomis (1958-1959)

Perioada specifica anilor '50-'60 ai secolului trecut a Insemnat pentru statul roman,
printre altele, si startul realizarii a numeroase investitii, prin realizarea de ansambluri de
cartiere, ale unor edificii de interes cetdtenesc, respectiv de amenajare a unor ”centre civice”
si parcuri In Romania populard. Actuala zond turistica cunoscutd sub numele de Portul
Tomis a trecut prin mai multe transformari de-a lungul epocilor moderna si contemporana.
In urma cu mai bine de un secol, pe malul estic al promontoriului tomitan, a existat un golf
natural numit de catre localnici ,,Golful Delfinilor”, si ceva mai rar, “Golful Pescarilor”.
Aceasta denumire i-a fost datd intrucat in golful natural, putin afectat de om la sfarsitul
secolului al XIX-lea si la inceputul celui urmator, isi faceau des aparitia numeroase
exemplare de mamifere marine. Dupa cel de-al Doilea Razboi Mondial, dupa abdicarea
regelui Mihai, situatia se modificd radical, intrucat Regiunea Constanta reprezinta o
prioritate pentru regimul comunist, iar Portul Constanta beneficiazd de lucrdri de
modernizare si industrializare, cu precddere in perioada 1956-1960. In anul 1958, la
Constanta, sunt luate unele decizii finale privind infrumusetarea si transformarea zonei
vechi a orasului, iar unele dintre ele au efect direct si asupra zonei Golful Delfinilor. Golful
Pescarilor (cu al sdau fost mini-port cu yahturi) trece in acest an, 1958, printr-o noua etapa de
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transformare. Astfel, vechile poteci ce coborau abrupt spre mare, dinspre fosta Piatd a
Independentei (actuala Ovidiu) si dinspre strazile limitrofe, Incep sa fie inlocuite cu scari
solide de piatrd, mai ales in zona bardcilor pescaresti. Portul Tomis devine un mic bazin
portuar, creat prin inchiderea golfului cu doud diguri nou construite.

Lucrdrile de modernizare ale fostului ,,Golf al Pescarilor” au prilejuit descoperirea unor
artefacte antice, printre care si monede. Locurile cu descoperirile respective corespund ariei
unde au fost sapate In coasta naturala scarile moderne care coborau de la nivelul de calcare
al peninsulei din epoci moderna. In acest sens vom prezenta un numér de 17 monede care in
mod sigur au apartinut cetatii sau emporium-ului local Tomis (secolele V - I a.Chr.) si care au
fost emise 1n totalitate In orasul Istros (din tipurile ”cu roata”, Apollo si Demetra).

The specific period of the 1950>-1960¢ of the last century meant for the Romanian state, among
other things, the start of numerous investments, through the creation of neighborhood complexes, of
some edifices of civic interest, respectively the development of some “civic centers” and parks in
Romania. The current tourist area known as Port Tomis has undergone several transformations
throughout the modern and contemporary eras. More than a century ago, on the eastern shore of the
Tomitan promontory, there was a natural bay called "Dolphins’ Bay” by the locals, and somewhat less
often, "Fishermen's Bay". This name was given to it because in the natural bay, little affected by man
at the end of the 19" century and the beginning of the next, numerous specimens of marine mammals
often appeared. After the Second World War, after the abdication of King Mihai, the situation changed
radically, as the Constanta Region was a priority for the communist regime, and the Port of Constanta
benefited from modernization and industrialization works, especially in the period 1956-1960. In
1958, in Constanta, some final decisions are made regarding the beautification and transformation of
the old area of the city of Constanta, and some of them have a direct effect on the Dolphin Bay area.
The Fishermen's Bay (with its former mini-yacht harbor) is going through a new stage of
transformation this year 1958. Thus, the old paths that descended steeply towards the sea, from the
former Independence Square (currently Ovidiu) and from the neighboring streets, are beginning to be
replaced by solid stone stairs, chosen in the area of the fishing shacks. Port Tomis becomes a small port
basin, created by closing the bay with two newly built breakwaters.

The modernization works of the former Fisherman's Bay have led to the discovery of ancient
artefacts, including coins. The sites with the respective discoveries correspond to the area where the
modern stairs were dug into the natural coast that descended from the treading level of the peninsula
in the modern era. In this sense, we will present a number of 17 coins that certainly belonged to the
local fortress or emporium Tomis (5"-1¢ centuries BC) and which were issued entirely in the city of
Istros (of the "wheel” types, Apollo and Demeter).

Despre o descoperire monetara de tip macedonean
provenind din apropierea cetatii Istros (com. Istria, jud. Constanta)
About a Macedonian-type Monetary Discovery from the Vicinity of the Istros Fortress
(Istria commune, Constanta county)

Articolul de fata se integreaza efortului de recuperare si valorificare a unor mai vechi
informatii monetare care, de la caz la caz, pot sa adauge repere importante in ansamblul
unor mai vechi cercetari arheologice. Astfel, este prezentat un nou tezaur monetar
macedonean descoperit in cursul anilor "70 ai secolului trecut in punctul "Histria-Pod”, aflat
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la aproximativ 4 km vest-sud-vest distanta de cetatea Istros. Aici au fost efectuate cercetari
arheologice in anii 1980 si 1983-1992, care au adus la lumina vestigiile unei asezari cu cel
putin trei niveluri de locuire, dintre care ultimul specific secolului III a.Chr. prezinta urme
sporadice culturale. Tezaurul, descoperit intamplator de un medic veterinar, este format din
11 drahme macedonene de tip Alexandru III, batute in monetarii din Asia Micad si in ateliere
incerte. Momentul patrunderii sale poate avea legatura cu implicarea armatei lui Lysimachos
cu garnizoane, ca rege al Traciei, la Istros, posterior actiunilor militare macedonene cauzate
de rdscoala coloniilor vest-pontice aliate. Dintr-o cauza neidentificatd, odatd cu finalul
asezdrii din punctul "Histria-Pod”, care nu pare a fi fost violent, tezaurul a ramas ”sigilat” pe
podeaua unui posibil bordei din nivelul trei de locuire. Situatie care este posibil sa se fi
produs in primul sau mai ales in cel de al doilea deceniu al secolului III a.Chr.

The present article is part of the effort to recover and capitalize on some older monetary
information which, from case to case, can even add important landmarks to the whole of previous
archaeological research. Thus, a new Macedonian monetary hoard discovered during the 70° of the last
century at the "Histria-Pod” point, located approximately 4 km. west-southwest from the Istros
fortress, is presented. Archaeological research was carried out here in the years 1980 and 1983-1992,
which brought to light the vestiges of a settlement with at least three levels of housing, the last one
specific to the 3 century BC shows sporadic cultural traces. The hoard, discovered by chance, by a
veterinarian, consists of 11 Alexander IlI-type Macedonian drachmas struck in mints from Asia
Minor and in uncertain workshops. The timing of his entry may be related to the involvement of
Lysimachos’ army with garrisons, as king of Thrace, at Istros, subsequent to the Macedonian military
actions caused by the revolt of the allied West Pontic colonies. For an unidentified reason, with the end
of the settlement at the "Histria-Pod” point, which does not seem to have been violent, the hoard
remained "sealed” on the floor of a possible pit-dwelling on the third level of living. Situation that may
have occurred in the first or especially in the second decade of the 3 century BC, after the defeat of the
revolt of the West-Pontic colonies and the installation of military garrisons.

Archive Data Concerning few Coin Hoards Discovered in Constanta County
before the Great War and Data about the Evacuation
of the Numismatic Collection of the Romanian Academy in October 1916

Utilizand documentele aflate in Arhiva Academiei Romane, fondul Biblioteca, anterioare
Primului Razboi Mondial, autorul aduce informatii inedite despre doua aspecte
semnificative din istoria numismaticii romanesti. Primul dintre acestea vizeaza punerea in
circulatie a unor informatii noi privind descoperirea unor tezaure monetare antice, dar si
premoderne (sec. XVII-XVIII), provenind din partea central respectiv sudica a Dobrogei. Este
vorba despre faimosul tezaur de la Cuzgun (astdzi Ion Corvin, jud. Constanta), alcatuit din
monede din Istros si Apollonia Pontica (secolul IV a.Chr.), fiind precizat locul exact al
descoperirii acestuia; despre descoperirea la Ostrov a unui tezaur de tetradrahme din Thasos
(inceputul secolului I a.Chr.), pentru prima data pus in evidenta; si despre descoperirea
tezaurului pre-modern de la Cochirleni, jud. Constanta, de unde provine un tezaur de
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monede de aur venetiene si otomane din sec. XVIII. De asemenea, pentru prima data este
adusd la lumind corespondenta legatd de modul de desfdsurare al evacuarii la lasi a colectiei
numismatice a Academiei Romane, in luna octombrie a anului 1916, fiind discutat si
contextul acestor evenimente dramatice.

Using the documents in the Archive of the Romanian Academy, the Library’s collection, before
the First World War, the author brings new information about two significant aspects of the history of
Romanian numismatics. The first of these aims to put into circulation new information regarding the
discovery of ancient but also pre-modern monetary hoards (17%-18" centuries), coming from the
central and southern part of Dobruja. We spoke about the famous hoard from Cuzgun (today Ion
Corvin, Constanta county), containing Istros and Apollonia Pontica coins from the middle of the 4
century BC and we found out for the first time the exact place of discovery; we are also informed for
the first time about the discovery at Ostrov of a coin hoard of Thasos tetradrachms from the period of
the Mithridatic wars and a third significant discovery coming from Cochirleni, where it was found a
significant hoard containing Venetian and Ottoman gold coin from 18" century. In the meantime,
there are discussed for the first time the original documents from the beginning of October 1916
concerning the dramatic events related to the evacuation of the numismatic collection of the Romanian
Academy to Jassy during the Great War and the political and military context.

On an Issue of Tetradrachms in the West-Pontic Area in the third century BC

In lucrarea lui Martin Price despre monetiria de tip Alexandru al Ill-lea, o emisiune de
tetradrahme cu monograma o-micron — I] pe revers, dar fara nicio ilustrare, este prezentata
la nr. 1322. Pentru aceste tetradrahme, numismatul englez a facut presupunerea ca acestea,
probabil, au fost batute intr-o monetdrie necunoscuta din zona vest-pontica in perioada 250-
200 a.Chr. Ulterior, aceste tetradrahme au fdcut obiectul a variate comentarii In diverse
publicatii numismatice si care au fost repartizate la diferite monetdrii din Tracia. Unii
numismati bulgari actuali le-au identificat ca fiind batute In monetaria orasului antic
Philippopolis din Tracia, bazandu-se in principal pe monograma de pe reversul lor citita ca
®I. Un alt numismat bulgar credea ca aceste tetradrahme au fost batute cel mai probabil la
Mesembria, desi si-a exprimat indoielile cu privire la aceasta atribuire din cauza absentei
simbolului cert al Mesembriei, coiful corintian. Recent, aceste tetradrahme au fost atribuite
de un numismat american monetariei din Odessos, dar fara niciun comentariu. Istoria
studiului acestor tetradrahme, precum si diferitele opinii exprimate despre monetaria in care
au fost batute, vor face obiectul prezentarii si se va Incerca prezentarea unei datdri mai
precise a acestei chestiuni a tetradrahmelor.

In Martin Price’s work on the Alexander type coinages, an issue of tetradrachms with the o-
micron — I1 monogram on the reverse, but without any illustration, is presented under no. 1322. For
these tetradrachms, the English numismatist has made the assumption that they were probably minted
in an unknown mint in the West Pontic area in the period 250-200 BC. Later, these tetradrachms were
the subject of various comments in various numismatic publications and were assigned to various
mints in Thrace. Some modern Bulgarian numismatists have identified them as struck at the mint of
the ancient city of Philippopolis in Thrace, based mainly on the monogram on the reverse read as @I.
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Another Bulgarian numismatist believed that these tetradrachms were most likely struck at
Mesembria, although she expressed her doubts about this attribution due to the absence of the sure
symbol of Mesembria, the Corinthian helmet. Recently, these tetradrachms were assigned by an
American numismatist to the mint of Odessos, but without any comment.

The history of the study of these tetradrachms, as well as the various opinions about the mint in
which they were struck, will be the subject of the presentation, and an attempt will be made to present
a more precise dating of this issue of tetradrachms.

Un lot de drahme ilirice dintr-un tezaur descoperit in com. Berghin (jud. Alba)
A lot of Illyrian Drachmas from a hoard discovered in Berghin commune (Alba County)

In anii "90 ai secolului trecut, undeva in nordul satului Berghin, inspre satul Henig, la
muncile agricole au fost descoperite 59 drahme din Apollonia si Dyrrachium (din care una
fragmentata din cauze naturale, iar doua cu miez din bronz). Ulterior in sat s-a auzit cd au
fost gasite si alte monete in acel loc. Din lotul cunoscut, circa 70% sunt din Dyrrachium,
restul din Apollonia, cele mai multe fiind cu magistratul Meniskos. Fragmentul de tezaur
prezintd structura majoritatii tezaurelor de acest tip ingropate in Dacia.

In the 90s of the last century, somewhere in the north of the village of Berghin, towards the
village of Henig, 59 drachms from Apollonia and Dyrrachium were discovered during the agricultural
works (one of which was fragmented due to natural causes, and two with a bronze core). Later it was
heard in the village that other coins had been found in that place. Of the lot known to us, about 70%
are from Dyrrachium, the rest from Apollonia, most of them being with the magistrate Meniskos. The
hoard fragment shows the structure of most hoards of this type buried in Dacia.

Monede provenind din cel mai timpuriu nivel
din fortificatia romana Transmarisca (Tutrakan, Bulgaria)
Coins from the Earliest Level in Roman Fortress Transmarisca (Tutrakan, Bulgaria)

Sdpaturile la fortareata romand Transmariska au fost realizate inca din 1970, cand Racho
Zmeev a excavat o parte a unui turn roman tarziu situat pe strada Nazam Hikmet. In anii
urmatori au fost descoperite diverse portiuni ale zidului cetdtii, dar acestea nu au fost
documentate.

Cercetarea sistematica a sectorului nordic al zidului cetatii Transmariska a Inceput in
1989-1991 si a continuat In 1995-1997, 2009-2011 si 2018-2019. Ca urmare, 98 de metri de zid,
doua turnuri dreptunghiulare, o poterna si o poarta au fost descoperite, expuse si vizitabile.
Au fost publicate mai multe articole de sintezd pentru acest sector. Fortificatiile descoperite
sunt datate la sfarsitul secolului al III-lea.

Parti ale zidului si turnurilor cetdtii sudice au fost cercetate arheologic in perioada 2001-2004,
2008, 2013-2015 si 2020-2022. In ultimele trei campanii turnul cetatii de sud-vest a fost cercetat
pana la nivel steril. S-a stabilit ca stratul cel mai vechi si cel mai consistent cuprinde a doua
jumatate a secolului I — inceputul secolului urmator. Este bine datat prin descoperiri de piese
metalice (pdrti de cuirase de soldat, ham de cai, fibule) si de material ceramic (amfore,
ceramica lustruitd, lampi etc.), caracteristice perioadei. Dintre acestea, cele mai importante
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sunt 20 de monede din secolul I a.Chr. si din secolul I p.Chr. Acestora le apartin si cele doud
emisiuni de bronz din Tomis.

Rezumand datele din sapaturile de pana acum, se poate concluziona cd zidurile si
turnurile de nord si sud sunt parti din doua cetdti, dintre care cea mai veche este cea sudica.

Excavations in the Roman fortress of Transmariska have been carried out since 1970, when Racho
Zmeev excavated a part of a late Roman tower on Nazam Hikmet Street. In the following years,
various sections of the fortress wall were discovered, but they were not documented.

The systematic research of the northern sector of the fortress wall of Transmariska began in 1989
- 1991 and continued in 1995 - 1997, 2009 - 2011 and 2018 - 2019. As a result, 98 meters of the wall,
two rectangular towers, one poterna and one gate were uncovered, now exposed and accessible for
visits. Several summary articles have been published for this sector. The dating of the uncovered
fortifications is at the end of the 3 century.

Parts of the southern fortress wall and towers were also studied archaeologically, in the period
2001-2004, 2008, 2013-2015 and 2020-2022. In the last three seasons the southwestern fortress tower
was studied till sterile level. It was established that the earliest and thickest layer is from the second
half of the 1+ century to the beginning of the 2" century. It is well dated by the metal (parts of soldier
cuirasses, horse harness, fibulae) and ceramic finds (amphorae, burnished pottery, lamps, etc.),
characteristic for the period. Among them, the most important are 20 coins from the 1¢* century BC.
and 1¢ century AD. To these also belong the two discovered bronze issues of Tomis.

Summarizing the data from the excavations so far, it can be concluded that the northern and
southern fortress walls and towers are parts of two fortresses, the earlier of which is the southern one.

Considerations about the Depictions of Temples on Tomis Monetary Issues during
the Julio-Claudian and Flavian dynasties

Cand au fost ilustrate primele edificii pe monedele orasului Tomis? Ce erau aceste
edificii si care era semnificatia lor reala in contextul monetar? Acestea sunt principalele
intrebari la care dorim sa rdspundem in prezentarea noastrd. Studiul emisiunilor monetare
tomitane pentru impadratii dinastiei Julia-Claudia si Flaviilor ne-a oferit si oportunitatea de a
face observatii in legatura cu cronologia acestora, dar mai ales in legatura cu unele teme ale
propagandei romane imperiale, din primul secol al erei crestine, ilustrate pe emisiuni
monetare provinciale.

When were the first edifices depicted on the coins of Tomis? What were these edifices and what
was their real significance in the monetary context? These are the main questions we want to answer
in our presentation. The study of the Tomitan monetary issues for the emperors of the Julia-Claudian
and Flavian dynasty also gave us the opportunity to make observations in relation to their chronology,
but especially in relation to some themes of imperial Roman propaganda, from the first century AD.,
illustrated on provincial monetary issues from Eastern side of Empire.
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Un nou tezaur de monede romane de argint descoperit la Durostorum
A new Hoard of Roman Silver Coins Discovered at Durostorum

In toamna anului 2021 au fost donate Muzeului de Istorie Nationald si Arheologie din
Constanta 47 de monede romane de argint si bronz descoperite pe malul Dundrii, in
apropierea punctului de trecere cu bacul de la Ostrov, jud. Constanta, de catre un fost
angajat al Ostrovit SA. Punctul respectiv se afla la doar cateva sute de metri distantd de
orasul Silistra din Bulgaria. Intre cele 47 de monede se gasesc 43 de denari imperiali emisi
intre domniile impadratilor Vespasian si Antoninus Pius, care provin dintr-un tezaur monetar.

In the fall of 2021, 47 Roman silver and bronze coins discovered on the banks of the Danube, near
the crossing point with the ferry from Ostrov, Constanta county, were donated to the Museum of
National History and Archeology in Constanta, by a former employee of Ostrovit SA. That point is
only a few hundred meters away from the town of Silistra in Bulgaria. Among the 47 coins there are
43 imperial denarii issued between the reigns of the emperors Vespasian and Antoninus Pius, which
come from a coin hoard.

Un mic depozit monetar din orasul roman Napoca
A Small Monetary Deposit in the Roman City of Napoca

Depozitul monetar a fost descoperit in anul 2021 in timpul unei sdpaturi de salvare
efectuata la subsolul unei cladiri din centrul istoric al orasului Cluj-Napoca, strada Iuliu
Maniu nr. 3. Locul de descoperire este situat in partea de sud-est a fostului oras roman
Napoca. Depozitul este format din 28 de monede (27 de denari si 1 as), reprezentand emisiuni
din vremea Impadratului Vespasian si pand in timpul lui Marcus Aurelius. Contextul
arheologic al descoperirii il constituie un strat de nivelare cu urme de arsurd (pete de
carbune), cel mai probabil legate de demontarea a doua vetre situate in imediata apropiere.
Deoarece monedele prezinta urme de topire si fusesera sudate intre ele In urma oxidarii, este
posibil ca acestea sa fi fost pastrate ori ascunse in zona vetrelor.

Valoarea depozitului depaseste tranzactiile zilnice, ceea ce duce la concluzia ca avem de-a
face cu ceva mai valoros decat banii de buzunar. Mai mult, pe baza puterii de cumparare a 27
de denari in timpul secolului al II-lea d.Hr., acest depozit de monede poate fi interpretat ca o
mica economisire sau bani destinati unei tranzactii anume.

The coin deposit was discovered in 2021 during a rescue excavation conducted in the basement of
a building from the historic centre of Cluj-Napoca, 3 Iuliu Maniu Street. The findspot is located in the
southeastern part of the former Roman town of Napoca. The deposit consists of 28 coins-27 denarii, 1
as - ranking from Vespasian to Marcus Aurelius. The archaeological context shows a levelling layer
with traces of burning (charcoal spots), most likely connected to the dismantling of two nearby
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hearths. Since the coins have traces of melting and were found stuck together, they were probably
kept/hidden in the hearths’ area.

The deposit value exceeds the everyday transactions, which leads to the conclusion that we deal
here with something more valuable than pocket money. Furthermore, based on the purchasing power of
27 denarii during the 2" century AD, this coin deposit may be interpreted as a small saving or money
destined for a specific transaction.

Tezaurul imperial roman de la Arcalia
The Roman Imperial Hoard from Arcalia

In seria descoperirilor de tezaure monetare cu detectorul de metale, prezentarea de fatd
supune analizei audientei, tezaurul de la Arcalia, jud. Bistrita-Nasaud, descoperit in anul
2022. Tezaurul se compune din 110 de monede antice. Se incadreaza cronologic de la
domniile lui Titus la Septimius Severus, acoperind perioada 80-202 p.Chr.

This presentation focuses on the examination of the coin hoard discovered in Arcalia, Bistrita-Ndsdud
county in 2022, as part of a sequence of discoveries made through metal detecting activities. The
treasure is comprised of a collection of 110 ancient coins. The chronological landmark of this historical
account is the succession of rulers from Titus to Septimius Severus, spanning the years 80-202 BC.

Tezaurizarea in vremuri de restriste —
prezentarea unui nou tezaur imperial roman descoperit la Desa
Hoarding Wealth during Convoluted Times —
the Testimony of a New Roman Imperial Hoard Found at Desa

Anca-Maria DUMITRU

Prezentarea se axeazd in jurul tezaurului descoperit la Desa in 2019, care cuprinde 476
de denari si de antoninieni romani imperiali, acoperind cronologic perioada dintre imparatii
Vespasian si Filip I. Ascuns in apropierea unui castru militar, tezaurul se incadreaza intr-o
categorie mai larga de descoperiri similare si contureaza problema felului in care
tezaurizarea, impreuna cu alte tipuri de surse, poate sa confere marturii despre evenimentele
istorice. Liniile cardinale ale prezentdrii au in vedere analiza numismatica a structurii
tezaurului si Inaintarea unei serii de observatii preliminare despre integrarea descoperirii in
contextul general al limes-ului danubian intr-o perioadd de frdmantdri politice, imixtiuni
militare ale carpilor si gotilor si nesiguranta socio-economica.

The paper is focused on the roman monetary deposit found in 2019 at the village of Desa,
containing 467 roman imperial denarii and radiates, spanning from Vespasian up to Philip 1. The
respective hoard was hidden near a military fort and belongs to a larger grouping of similar finds.
Along with other types of sources, these hoards and the sheer habit of hoarding raise the issue
concerning their reliability as sound testimonies for intricate historical contexts. The cardinal lines of
this paper cover firstly the numismatic analysis regarding the structure of the hoard and secondly the
pieces of observation concerning the integration of the hoard within the larger framework of Danubian
Limes during a period of political tumult, military intrusions, and social and economic insecurity.
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Monede din perioada romana provenite din vechile sapaturi de la Romula
Coins from the Roman period from the ancient excavations at Romula

Theodor ISVORANU

Autorul prezintd un lot de 43 de monede din perioada Imperiului roman, descoperite in
cursul cercetarilor intreprinse in situl de la Romula in anii 1965 (1 ex.), 1966 (6 ex.), 1969 (4 ex.),
1970 (21 ex.), 1971 (7 ex.), pentru alte patru anul nefiind precizat. Grupul de monede din epoca
Principatului, reprezentand peste un secol si jumatate si aproape 98% din totalul monedelor,
debuteazd cu un denar de la Domitian (anii 92-93) si se incheie cu un antoninian cu efigia
Otaciliei Severa (anii 244-249). Predomina emisiunile epocii Antoninilor (circa 42%) si
Severilor (39,5%), structura pe nominaluri fiind urmatoarea: 13 denari, 1 antoninian, 1
sestertius, 2 dupondii, 11 asi, respectiv 14 emisiuni provinciale (zece monede mici, trei de
nominal mediu si una de nominal mare). Dintre monetariile provinciale cel mai bine este
reprezentata cea de la Nicaea (10 ex.; 71,42%), statistica fiind completata de cate o piesd de la
Marcianopolis, Byzia, Pautalia si Antiochia din Pisidia. Lotul contine si un nummus de la
Constantin cel Mare batut la Constantinopol in intervalul 330-335.

The author presents a batch of 43 coins from the Roman Empire era, discovered during the research
undertaken in the Romula site in the years 1965 (1 pc.), 1966 (6 pcs.), 1969 (4 pcs.), 1970 (21 pcs.), 1971
(7 pcs.), for the other four the year not being specified. The group of coins from the Roman Principate
era, representing over a century and a half and almost 98% of the total coins, starts with a denarius of
Domitian (92-93) and ends with an antoninianus with the effigy of Otacilia Severa (244-249). The
issues of the Antonine era (about 42%) and those of the Severian period (39.5%) predominates, the
nominal value structure being as follows: 13 denarii, 1 antoninianus, 1 sestertius, 2 dupondii, 11
asses, respectively 14 provincial issues (ten small coins, three of medium denomination and one of
large denomination). Among the provincial mints, the one from Nicaea is best represented (10 pcs.;
71.42 %), the statistics being completed by one coin each from Marcianopolis, Byzia, Pautalia and
Antiochia in Pisidia. The batch also contains a nummus from Constantine the Great minted in
Constantinople between 330-335.

Monede romane din aur la rasarit de Carpati
Roman Gold Coins East of the Carpathians

Lucian MUNTEANU

In teritoriul ,barbar” dintre Muntii Carpati si Nistru (azi parte din Romania, Republica
Moldova si Ucraina), au fost descoperite cca. 250 de monede romane din aur, datate intre
secolele II-V p.Chr., atat in tezaure, cat si in descoperiri izolate. Se pot distinge cinci etape
distincte cand aceste monede au ajuns si au fost folosite in acest areal, de cdtre diferite
populatii ,barbare”, care aveau relatii cu Imperiul. In prima etapa, doar foarte putini aurei ai
imparatilor din dinastia Antonina provin din provinciile romane. In urmatoarele dou etape,
aurei (In majoritatea lor, perforati), medalioane din aur si solidi prelucrati se leaga de sosirea
gotilor si de consolidarea culturii Santana de Mures-Cerneahov. In ultimele dou3 etape, solidi
ai Imparatilor din dinastiile Valentiniana si Theodosiana, destul de numerosi, majoritatea
provenind din tezaure, pot fi pusi in legaturd cu prezenta hunilor la Dunarea de Jos.
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In the "barbarian” territory between the Carpathian Mountains and the Dniester river (today
part of Romania, the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine), cca. 250 Roman gold coins, dated between the
2" and 5™ centuries AD, both in hoards and in isolated finds, have been discovered. Five distinct
stages can be distinguished when these coins arrived and were used in this area, by different
"barbarian” populations who had relations with the Empire. In the first stage, only very few aurei of
the emperors of the Antonine dynasty came from the Roman provinces. In the next two stages, aurei
(mostly perforated), gold medallions and reworked solidi are related to the arrival of the Goths and the
consolidation of the Sdintana de Mures-Cerneahov culture. In the last two stages, solidi of the
emperors from the Valentinian and Theodosian dynasties, quite numerous, most of them coming from
the hoards, can be linked to the presence of the Huns in the Lower Danube.

Monograme Ioannes pe sigilii dobrogene
Ioannes Monograms on Dobrogean Seals

Autorii prezinta o analizd a monogramelor Ioannes intalnite pe sigiliile romano-bizantine
descoperite pe teritoriul dobrogean. Numadrul relativ mare al acestor piese ne ofera
posibilitatea de a efectua o analiza tipologicd, dar si o Incadrare cronologica. Sigiliile cu
aceastd monograma provin din descoperirile fortuite de pe teritoriul anticului oras Tomis.

The authors present an analysis of the loannes monograms found on Romano-Byzantine seals
discovered on the Dobrujan territory. The relatively large number of these pieces gives us the
opportunity to carry out a typological analysis, but also a chronological framework. The seals with this
monogram come from accidental discoveries on the territory of the ancient city of Tomis.

Cateva monede rare din colectiile muzeului constantean
Some Rare Coins from the Constanta museum Collections

Din bogata colectie numismatica a muzeului constantean, autorii prezintd un numadr de
9 piese. Acestea sunt emisiuni ale regilor Boemiei Ludovic II Jagello (2 ex.), Ferdinand I
Habsburg (1 ex.), episcopatelor de Salzburg, Passau si Aquileia si principatului de Saxa, toate
fara loc de descoperire. Alte douda monede sunt emisiuni ale comitatului de Tripoli si
episcopatului Bamberg si au fost gasite la Isaccea.

From the rich numismatic collection of the Constanta museum, the authors present a number of 9
pieces. These are issues of the kings of Bohemia Louis II Jagello (2 pcs.), Ferdinand I Habsburg (1 pc.),
the bishoprics of Salzburg, Passau and Aquileia and the principality of Saxony, all without a place of
discovery. Two other coins are issues of the county of Tripoli and the bishopric of Bamberg and were
found at Isaccea.
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Repere istorice ale colectiei numismatice Gotha
Historical Highlights of the Gotha Numismatic Collection

Istoria colectiei numismatice Gotha incepe cu aproape 400 de ani in urma. Ernest I, duce
de Saxa-Gotha, candva in jurul anului 1640, formeaza nucleul de 516 monede si medalii al
viitoarei colectii. In prezent, colectia numismatici Gotha numard peste 145000 obiecte,
pastrate in cabinetul castelului baroc Fridenstein (Thuringia, Germania Centrald).

Prezentarea noastra doreste: sa faca cunoscute principalele repere istorice din trecutul
tumultos al fabuloasei colectii numismatice, sa vorbeascd despre opera si destinul a doua
personalitati ale numismaticii germane, ce si-au legat numele de aceasta colectie (Christian
Sigismund Liebe si Behrendt Pick) si sd prezinte succint principala preocupare actuala a
pastratorilor colectiei numismatice Gotha-digitalizarea ei.

The history of the Gotha numismatic collection begins almost 400 years ago. Ernest I, Duke of
Saxe-Gotha, sometime around 1640, forms the nucleus of 516 coins and medals of the future
collection. Currently, the Gotha numismatic collection counts over 145,000 objects, kept in the cabinet
of the Baroque castle Fridenstein (Thuringia, Central Germany).

Our presentation wants: to point up the main historical landmarks from the tumultuous past of
the fabulous numismatic collection, to discuss the work and destiny of two personalities of German
numismatics, who linked their names to this collection (Christian Sigismund Liebe and Behrendt Pick)
and to succinctly present the main current concern of the keepers of the Gotha numismatic collection -its
digitization.

Cercetarile arheologice sistematice si preventive realizate In ultimii ani pentru mai
multe situri Hamangia, situate in regiunea Dobrogea (S5-E Romania) precum Cheia,
Techirghiol Paloda, datate in perioada eneoliticului timpuriu (ultima jumatate a mileniului
VI - prima jumadtate a mileniului V cal BC) au scos la iveala o fauna bogata reprezentata in
principal de mamifere domestice (vitd, oaie, caprd, porc si caine), dar sunt prezente si
mamifere sdlbatice (peste 10 taxoni), precum si o serie de resurse acvatice (scoici si pesti). Cai
salbatici, foci si diverse specii de delfini se numara printre ramadsitele identificate.

In aceastd prezentare vom incerca si surprindem cateva din caracteristicile
paleoeconomiei animaliere a acestei culturi.

Archaeological researches carried out in the past few years for several Hamangia sites, located in
Dobrogea region (S-E Romania) such as Cheia, Techirghiol Paloda, dated to the Early Eneolithic
period (last half 6" millennium - first half of the 5" millennium cal BC) has revealed a rich fauna
represented mainly by domestic mammals, but wild mammals are also present, as well as a number of
aquatic resources (shells and fish). Wild horses, seal and various species of dolphins are among the
remains identified.

In this presentation we will try to capture some of the characteristics of the animal paleoeconomy
of this culture.

Situl de la Alba Iulia - Lumea Noud este o importanta asezare pentru eneoliticul
Transilvaniei. Cercetdri pluridisciplinare continud sa fie efectuate in acest sit arheologic
pentru oferirea unei imagini de ansamblu asupra trecutului. Studiul de fatd este menit sa
ofere informatii legate de modalitatile de gospodarire a animalelor de catre comunitatile
Foeni prin intermediul cercetarii materialului faunistic prelevat dintr-un complex arheologic
descoperit in timpul unei cercetdri preventive din anul 2005. Complexul de tip inchis
reprezintd o structurd de locuire adancitd ce a furnizat un bogat material arheologic
(ceramicd, material faunistic, utilaj litic). Din complexul arheologic au fost prelevate 2538 de
fragmente ceramice din care s-au putut reconstitui, In urma procesului de restaurare, 18
profile complete de vase si alte profile aproape intregi.

Esantionul arheozoologic luat in studiu este constituit din resturi menajere (reprezentate
de oase, dinti, procese cornulare), toate cu un grad insemnat de fragmentare, ca urmare, in
principal, a proceselor de transare si prelucrare. Lotul faunistic cuprinde 258 resturi ce provin de
la mamifere domestice (Bos taurus, Ouvis aries/Capra hircus, Sus domesticus, Canis familiaris),
mamifere sdlbatice (Cervus elaphus, Sus scrofa, Bos primigenius, Capreolus capreolus) si moluste.

Din analiza efectuata rezulta cd principala activitate de procurare a hranei de origine
animald, pentru comunitatea eneolitica Foeni din asezarea de la Alba Iulia-Lumea Noud, a fost
cresterea animalelor. Alta activitate prin care erau exploatate resursele faunistice a fost
vanatoarea, avand Insa un rol secundar, comparativ cu cresterea animalelor.

The archaeological site of Alba Iulia-Lumea Noua is an important settlement for the Eneolithic
of Transylvania. Multidisciplinary research continues to be carried out at this archaeological site to
provide an overview of the past. The present study is intended to provide information related to the
methods of animal husbandry by the Foeni communities through the research of the faunal material
taken from an archaeological complex discovered during preventive research in 2005. The
archaeological context represents a deep-dwelling structure which provided a rich archaeological
material (ceramics, faunal remains, lithic tools). 2538 ceramic fragments were taken from the
archaeological context, from which, following the restoration process, 18 complete vessel profiles and
other almost complete profiles could be reconstructed.

The studied archaeozoological assemblage is represented by household remains (bones, teeth,
cornular processes), all with a significant degree of fragmentation, mainly because of the cutting
processes. The faunal assemblage includes 258 faunal remains from domestic mammals (Bos taurus,
Ovis aries/Capra hircus, Sus domesticus, Canis familiaris), wild mammals (Cervus elaphus,
Sus scrofa, Bos primigenius, Capreolus capreolus) and mollusks.

Our analysis indicates that the main activity to procure the food of animal origin, for the
Eneolithic Foeni community from the Alba Iulia-Lumea Noua settlement, was animal husbandry.
Another activity for exploiting the animal resources was hunting, but with a secondary role, compared
to mammal’s husbandry.

In perioada 2019-2022, au fost realizate cercetiri arheologice sistematice in situl
pluristratificat de la Topolita - La nord-vest de sat (jud. Neamt), prilej cu care au fost studiate
mai multe complexe arheologice apartinand eneoliticului, respectiv culturii Precucuteni.
Situl se afla in zona subcarpaticd a Moldovei, in Depresiunea Neamt, la 6 km sud de orasul
Targu Neamt, pe o terasd interfluviala, marginita de raul Topolita si paraul Valea Seaca.
Sapaturile sistematice au permis descoperirea si cercetarea a sase locuinte specifice culturii
Precucuteni, dar si a unor complexe menajere. Materialul arheologic recuperat este unul
consistent, fiind dominat de ceramica si de resturi osteologice animale.

Pentru cd in cadrul sitului au fost realizate mai multe investigatii pluridisciplinare, al
cdror scop a fost acela de a obtine niste repere privitoare la caracteristicile habitatului
eneolitic (studii pedologice in mod special) am considerat necesard si o analiza
arheozoologica. Identificarea principalelor specii domestic si sdlbatice ne releva nu doar
strategiile economice ale comunitatii eneolitice privitoare la exploatarea resurselor animale,
dar ne oferd si indicii, indirect legate de trasaturile mediului natural de acum sase milenii.

Din totalul celor 478 de resturi de mamifere ce alcdtuiesc esantionul arheozoologic
analizat, cea mai mare parte (circa 98%) provine de la specii domestice. Din totalul resturilor
identificate specific, 83,45% apartin bovinei domestice (Bos taurus), 9,35% grupului oaie/capra
(Ovis aries/Capra hircus) si 5,36% porcului domestic (Sus domesticus). Ponderea resturilor
atribuite speciilor salbatice este foarte micd, de circa 1%, fiind identificate fragmente
scheletice de cdprior (Capreolus capreolus), cal sdlbatic (Equus ferus) si urs (Ursus arctos).
Evaluarea varstelor de sacrificare indica pentru bovina domestica si grupul oaie/capra o
exploatare mixtd, pentru obtinerea atat de produse secundare (lapte si fortd de tractiune, in
cazul bovinelor; lapte si land, in cazul grupului oaie/caprd), cat si primare — in principal
carnea. Porcul domestic era exploatat mai ales pentru carnea sa.

Systematic archaeological research was carried out between 2019-2022 in the multi-stratified site
from Topolita-La nord-vest de sat (Neamt County), during which several archaeological complexes
belonging to the Eneolithic, respectively the Precucuteni Culture, were studied.

The site is located in the Subcarpathian area of Moldavia, in the Neamt Depression, 6 km south
of the city of Targqu Neamt, on an interfluvial terrace, bordered by the Topolita river and the Valea
Seaci stream. The systematic excavations allowed the discovery and research of six dwellings specific
to the Precucuteni Culture, as well as some household complexes. The archaeological material
recovered is consistent, being dominated by ceramics and animal remains.

Because several multidisciplinary investigations were carried out within the site in order to
obtain some benchmarks regarding the characteristics of the Eneolithic habitat (pedological studies in
particular), we also considered necessary the archaeozoological analysis. The identification of the main
domestic and wild species reveals not only the economic strategies of the Eneolithic community
regarding the exploitation of animal resources, but also gives us the indication indirectly related to the
features of the natural environment six millennia ago.
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From the total of 478 mammal remains consisting of the analysed archaeozoological sample, the
largest part (about 98%) comes from domestic species. Of the total identified remains, 83.45% belong
to the cattle (Bos taurus), 9.35% to the sheep/goat group (Ovis aries/Capra hircus) and 5.36% to
the pig (Sus domesticus). The share of remains attributed to wild species is very small, around 1%,
skeletal fragments of roe deer (Capreolus capreolus), wild horse (Equus ferus) and bear (Ursus
arctos) being identified. The evaluation of the slaughter ages indicates for the cattle and the sheep/goat
a mixed exploitation, for obtaining both secondary products (milk and traction force, in the case of
cattle; milk and wool, in the case of the sheep/goat) and primary products — mainly meat. The pig was
exploited mainly for its meat.

Materialul arheozoologic cercetat provine din sdpdturile arheologice realizate pe situl
arheologic eneolitic (cultura Gumelnita) din asezarea de la Alexandria, punctul Limonagiul
(jud. Teleorman). Fauna a fost recoltatd cu ocazia cercetdrilor arheologice desfdsurate in anul
2019, acest studiu fiind important deoarece aduce elemente inedite despre locuirea din
perioada eneoliticului timpuriu in zona bazinului raului Vedea.

Esantionul studiat este relativ bine reprezentat din punct de vedere statistic (NR det =
556) si aduce noi informatii asupra exploatdrii animalelor din perioada culturii Gumelnita
(faza Al). Astfel, s-a observat ca bovinele predomina ca numadr de resturi, urmate de cdtre
ovicaprine si porcine. Ca pondere a greutdtii, bovinele se mentin pe primul loc, fiind urmate
de data aceasta de catre porc si apoi de catre ovicaprine. Ca numar minim de indivizi (NMI),
putem observa cum triada domestica este aproape de egalitate, bovine (22,22%), ovicaprine
(25,93%) si porcine (22,22%). Vanatul este slab reprezentat ca numadr de taxoni (doar cinci),
ponderea sa fiind extrem de redusa ca numar (NR) si greutate (G).

Importanta esantionului arheozoologic analizat este datd de faptul ca foarte putine loturi
faunistice datate Gumelnita A1l au fost studiate, acesta permitandu-ne sa intelegem mai bine
evolutia paleoeconomiei animaliere din sud-estul Romaniei.

The archaeological material comes from the archaeological excavations carried out on the
Eneolithic archaeological site (Gumelnita culture) in the settlement of Alexandria, Limonagiul point
(Teleorman County). The fauna was collected during the archaeological research carried out in 2019,
this study being important because it brings new elements about the settlement of the Early Eneolithic
period in the area of the Vedea river basin.

The studied sample is relatively well represented from a statistical point of view (NR det = 556)
and brings new information on the exploitation of animals during the Gumelnita culture (phase Al).
Thus, it was observed that cattle predominate in terms of number of remains, followed by ovicaprids
and pigs. In terms of weight, cattle still dominate, followed this time by pigs and then by ovicaprids. In
terms of minimum number of individuals (MNI), we can see how the domestic triad is almost equal,
cattle (22.22%), ovicaprids (25.93%) and pigs (22.22%). The game is poorly represented in terms of
number of taxa (only five), its proportion being extremely low in terms of number (NR) and weight (G).
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The importance of the analysed archaeozoological sample is given by the fact that very few faunal
assemblages dated to Gumelnita A1 have been studied, allowing us to better understand the evolution
of the animal palaeoeconomy in southeastern Romania.

Un caz de humerus varus in cimitirul eneolitic de la Gumelnita
A Case of Humerus varus in the Eneolithic Cemetery of Gumelnita

Un caz de humerus varus unilateral dreapta (HVD) a fost observat la scheletul unui
barbat adult intr-un mormant descoperit pe terasa de est a Magurii Gumelnita, judetul
Calarasi, Romania. Individul denumit M2/1962 fusese depus chircit pe partea stanga, cu
partea superioara a corpului cu fata in jos. A fost atribuit culturii Gumelnita (4600/4500 —
3800/3700 BC). Varsta decesului a fost estimata la 30-32 de ani. Scheletul a fost ulterior
restaurat in Laboratorul de Paleoantropologie, Institutul de Antropologie Fr. I. Rainer din
Bucuresti in anii 1960, dar informatii de natura antropologicd nu au fost publicate vreodata.
Humerusul afectat prezinta o epifiza proximala mare si o diafiza angulara. Nu exista urme
de eventuale fracturi. Celelalte oase ale scheletului au un aspect normal. Diagnosticele
diferentiale propuse pentru humerus varus sunt talasemia, mucopolizaharidoza, infectia si
traumatismele la nastere. Persoanele cu HVD au o limitare de mobilitate a membrului
afectat, dupa cum aratd datele clinice. Rata de morbiditate cauzatd de aceasta diformitate
este scazuta. M2/1962 este primul caz raportat din Eneoliticul romanesc si aduce o
contributie substantiald la studiul HVD in studiul resturilor osteologice umane provenind
din contexte arheologice.

A case of right unilateral humerus varus deformity (HVD) was observed on the skeleton of an
adult male individual uncovered on the eastern terrace of the Migura Gumelnita, Caldrasi County,
Romania. Skeleton M2/1962 was found crouched on the left side, the upper part of the body facing
down. It was attributed to the Gumelnita culture (4600/4500 — 3800/3700 BC). Age at death was
estimated to 30-32 years. The skeleton was subsequently restored in the Laboratory of
Paleoanthropology, Institute of Anthropology Fr. I. Rainer Bucharest in the 1960s, but no
anthropological information was ever published and is still in the possession of the Institute. The
affected humerus shows a bulky proximal epiphysis and an angulated diaphysis. No signs of fracture
are present. The rest of the skeleton has a normal appearance. The proposed differential diagnoses for
humerus varus are thalassemia, mucopolysaccharidosis, infection and birth trauma. Individuals with
HVD have a functional limitation of the affected limb as shown by clinical data. The rate of morbidity
caused by this is low. This is the only reported case from the Romanian Eneolithic and brings a
substantial contribution to the study of HVD in skeletons from archaeological contexts.

Isotopic Evidence of Synanthropic Behaviour of Wild Carnivores
from Chalcolithic Sites from Romania

Sinantropii sunt organisme care traiesc in apropierea oamenilor si beneficiazd de pe
urma acestora si a modificarilor aduse mediului inconjurator. Comportamentul sinantropic
mai vechi al vulpii rosii este inregistrat incd din paleoliticul superior. In prezent, aceasta
specie continua cu acest comportament deplasandu-se in jurul asezarilor umane pentru a
manca resturile umane, se hraneste cu micromamifere pe campurile agricole, dar s-ar putea
atasa si animalele domestice, ceea ce face din vulpe o specie benefica, dar si controversata.

Comunitdtile asociate cu culturile Boian si Hamangia au aparut in mileniul VI BC. in
Balcanii de Nord (sud-estul Romaniei si nord-estul Bulgariei) pe cursul inferior al Dunarii si
pe coasta Marii Negre, iar la mijlocul mileniului V BC. evolueazd in complexul cultural
Kodzadermen-Gumelnita-Karanovo VI (KGK VI). Aceste societati se bazau pe economii
agricole si de crestere a animalelor, dar vanatoarea, pescuitul si culegerea de fructe salbatice
erau importante in cadrul asezdrilor. Ramasitele de animale carnivore (sdlbatice si domestice) au
fost gasite In gropi menajere, dar nu si in morminte, iar unele prezinta urme de tdiere.

Pentru aceasta lucrare, vom analiza dieta cu ajutorul izotopilor stabili (0*C si 0®N) a
carnivorelor sdlbatice (vulpi rosii, bursuci eurasiatici, jderi, pisici salbatice si vidre
eurasiatice) (n=30) pentru 4 situri din Romania: Cheia, Gumelnita, Harsova si Vitanesti,
acoperind perioada Boian, Hamangia si KGK VI. Aceste date vor fi comparate cu datele
izotopice publicate ale animalelor domestice si sdlbatice, precum si ale plantelor, din aceleasi
situri, pentru a cunoaste relatia trofica a acestor carnivore salbatice cu oamenii.

Valorile 813C si 815N rezultate de la vulpi, bursuci si pisici aratd cd acestea ar putea sa
se hraneascd din micromamifere si pasdri care mananca recolte, in timp ce vulpile din situl
de la Gumelnita au avut o dietd similari cu cea a cinilor. In situl de la Harsova, unele dintre
aceste carnivore se hranesc si cu resturi de peste. Toate aceste date sugereaza ca vulpile, bursucii
si pisicile din sud-estul Europei din perioada eneolitica au avut un comportament sinantropic.

Synanthropes are organisms that live near humans and benefits from them and their
environmental modifications. The oldest synanthropic behaviour of the red fox is recorded as far as the
Upper Palaeolithic. Nowadays, this species continues with this behaviour moving around human
settlements to eat human leftovers, feed on micromammals on agricultural fields, but also could attach
to domestic animals, which makes the fox a beneficial, but also a controversial species.

Communities associated with Boian and Hamangia cultures, emerged in the 6" millennium BC
in the Northern Balkans (Southeaster Romania and Northeaster Bulgaria) on the Lower Danube
valley and the Black Sea coast, and in the middle of the 5" millennium BC, evolve into the
Kodzadermen-Gumelnita-Karanovo VI (KGK VI) cultural complex. These societies were based on
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agricultural and livestock economies, but hunting, fishing and gathering wild fruits were important in
the settlements. Carnivore remains (wild and domestic) were found in domestic waste pits, but not in
graves and some show cut marks.

For this work, we are going to analyse the diet by means of stable isotopes (0"°C and 0'°N) of
wild carnivores (red foxes, Eurasian badgers, martens, wild cats and Eurasian otters) (n=30) for 4
sites in Romania: Cheia, Gumelnita, Harsova, and Vitianesti, covering Boian, Hamangia and KGK VI
period. These data will be compared with published isotopic data of domestic and wild animals, and plants,
from the same sites in order to know the trophic relationship of these wild carnivores with humans.

The 613C and 615N values resulting from foxes, badgers and cats show that they could be feeding
from micromammals and birds that eat crops, while foxes from the Gumelnita site had similar diet of
the dogs. In the Hdrsova site, some of these carnivores feed also on the leftover of fish. All these data
suggest that Chalcolithic foxes, badgers and cats of Southeastern Europe exhibited synanthropic behaviour.

Eneoliticul tarziu si final (aproximativ inceputul mileniului 4 BC) din Campia Romana
surprinde sfarsitul culturii Gumelnita, dar si schimbarile sociale si economice atribuite noii
culturi, Cernavodd, provenita din nord-vestul zonei pontice. Datele paleoclimatice pot
constitui potentiale cauze ale acestor adaptdri, afectate de presiunile externe cum ar fi
"evenimentul Bond 4" (5.9 ka cal BP), unde se crede ca practicile de gestionare a animalelor s-ar fi
putut modifica din cauza influentelor climatice asupra capacitatii productivitatii terenurilor
arabile disponibile anterior. Cu toate acestea, natura exacta a acestor practici de gestionare a
animalelor, care pot fi detectate cu ajutorul izotopilor stabili, nu a fost investigata.

Analiza izotopica 8°C and 0N (a colagenului din oase) s-a dovedit a fi eficientda pentru
evidentierea diferitelor practici de gestionare a animalelor si paleoecologie in preistorie.
Aceasta prezentare va cuprinde date originale izotopice ale faunei din siturile Alexandria-
Limonagiul (Gumelnita A1), Saveni si Sultana-Ghetdrie, (apartinand fazelor culturale I-IIT ale
culturii Cernavoda) care vor fi analizate in comparatie cu datele publicate anterior pentru a
evidentia schimbdrile aparute in cresterea animalelor la sfarsitul mileniului 5 si prima
jumatate a mileniului 4 BC.

The late and terminal Eneolithic, (circa the beginning of the 4" millennium BC), of the Romanian
Plain, has been synonymous with the collapse of the Gumelnita Culture and social and economic
change affiliated with the new Cernavodd culture allegedly related to the North-West Pontic area.
Paleoclimate data provides potential reasons for these adaptations, impacted by external pressures
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such as the climatic “Bond 4 Event” (5.9 ka calBP event), where it is thought animal management
practices might have altered due to climatic influences on the carrying capacity of the previously
available arable lands. Nonetheless, the exact nature of these animal management practices, which can
be detected by stable isotopes, has not been investigated.

Stable isotope analysis 6°C and 6N (bulk collagen) has proven to be effective for inferring
different animal management practices and paleoecology in prehistory. This presentation will display
original faunal isotope data from Alexandria-Limonagiul (Gumelnita A1), Sdveni, and Sultana-
Ghetirie, (belonging to Cernavodd cultural phases I-11I) in comparison to previously published data to
determine the changes in animal husbandry in the late 5" and the first half of the 4" millennium BC.

Some Aspects Related to the Bioarchaeological Research on the Cernavoddi I Communities

Cernavoda I a fost considerata prima manifestare culturald a populatiilor din stepele
nord-pontice sosite in Balcani, iar prima sa faza a acoperit o zona din interfluviul Prut-Nistru
pana in Muntenia si Dobrogea. Miscdrile acestor grupuri umane spre vest si sud-vest sunt
atestate arheologic dupa 4300 cal. BC.

Evoluand in trei faze de-a lungul mileniului IV BC, Cernavoda I este prima faza atestata
de locuintele colonistilor indo-europeni sau de evidentele funerare, una dintre principalele
caracteristici fiind utilizarea in tehnica confectionarii vaselor ceramice de scoici pisate ca
degresant in pasta.

Aspectele legate de viata acestor comunitati (dieta, sanatate si stil de viatd, practici
rituale etc.) sunt aproape necunoscute si, in consecintd, echipa noastra propune pentru viitor
o abordare tri-metodologicd asupra resturilor umane, animale si vegetale dublatda de
integrarea datelor paleoclimatice.

Aspectele legate de strategiile de adaptare ale omului la schimbarile climatice rapide,
documentate pentru aceasta perioada, managementul lor, flexibilitatea sau vulnerabilitatea
acestor populatii in conditii de criza vor fi cercetate pentru prima datd in vederea stabilirii
unui standard al modului de viata al oamenilor din trecut.

Prin aceastd abordare vom putea obtine primele corelatii ale datelor biologice cu
contextele ecologice si culturale, care vor constitui un etalon pentru aceasta perioada de timp
permitand conectarea datelor bioarheologice rezultate la bazele de date ale preistoriei Europei.

Aceasta prezentare a fost realizata in cadrul proiectului Waterscape - PN-III-P4-ID- PCE-
2020-2369.

The Cernavodid I was considered the first cultural manifestation of the North Pontic steppe
populations that arrived in the Balkans, and its first phase covered an area in the Prut-Dniester
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interfluve, alongside Muntenia and Dobruja region. After 4300 cal. BC the movements of these
human groups to the west and southwest are archaeologically attested.

Evolving in three phases throughout the 4" millennium BC, Cernavodd I is the first phase
represented by the dwellings and funerary evidence of the first Indo-European colonists one of the
main characteristics being the use in the technique of making ceramic vessels frequently as a degreaser
in the paste of shell vessels crushed.

The aspects related to the life of these communities (diet, health and lifestyle, ritual practices etc.)
are almost unknown, and consequently our team proposes for the future a tri-methodological approach
on human, animal and plant remains doubled by an integration of paleoclimatic proxies.

Aspects related to human adaptation strategies to rapid climate changes documented for this
period, their management, flexibility or vulnerability of these populations in crisis conditions will be
researched for the first time in order to set up the lifestyle patterns of past humans.

Through this approach, we will be able to obtain the first correlations of biological data with
ecological and cultural contexts, which will constitute a benchmark for this time spam, and it allowing
to connect resulting bio-archaeological data to other databases of the prehistory of Europe.

Morfotipuri dentare in populatii umane preistorice din nord-estul Romaniei
Dental Morphotypes in Prehistoric Human Populations from Northeastern Romania

Perioada de tranzitie spre Epoca Bronzului este consideratd una de interes, avand in
vedere ca este perioada in care comunitdtile locale sedentare (fermieri — crescatori de plante
si animale, producatori de ceramicd) intrd In contact cu triburile migratoare din alte regiuni
ale Europei. Descoperirile arheologice (urme ale diverselor rituri si ritualuri funerare) si
datele antropologice (studii de craniometrie) sustin amestecul de culturi si variabilitatea
antropologica. Datorita duritdtii tesuturilor componente cat si a caracterului ereditar al
trasaturilor coroanei si raddcinii dentare, dintii sunt markeri ideali pentru studii de afinitate
intra- si interpopulationale, permitand identificarea trasaturilor metrice si morfologice, utile
in caracterizarea populatiilor umane.

In acest studiu, mai multe esantioane dentare umane, reprezentate de molarul doi
superior si inferior, din spatiul nord-estic al Romaniei, au fost analizate, cu scopul
identificdrii morfotipurilor dentare si a relatiilor fenetice intre populatiile umane preistorice
din zona mentionata.

Pe baza inventarului arheologic descoperit in siturile arheologice implicate in studiu,
materialul antropologic a fost datat ca apartinand perioadei Calcolitice (5000-3800/ a. Chr.) si
Epocii Bronzului (3500-2150/1150 a. Chr.).

Tehnicile de morfometrie geometricd bidimensionald au fost aplicate in vederea
evaluarii formei si dimensiunii molarului 2.

Rezultatele studiului nostru aduc noi dovezi ale interactiunii intre populatiile umane
preistorice in spatiul nord-estic al Romaniei. Prin plasticitatea fenotipica a zonei mesiale si a
cuspidului distolingual (hipocon), molarul doi superior determind morfotipuri dentare
distincte pentru cele doud perioade de timp (Calcolitic si Epoca Bronzului).
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O variabilitate fenotipica mult mai mare comparativ cu cea a molarului doi superior, a
fost observata pentru molarul doi inferior. Morfotipurile dentare descrise la nivelul acestui
dinte, au la baza plasticitatea fenotipica atat a zonei de contur a dintelui cat si cea a
dispunerii santurilor intercuspidale din zona foveii centrale.

De asemenea, tendintele iIn morfotipurilor dentare identificate, precum si relatiile
fenetice stabilite intre esantioanele luate In analiza, sustin dinamica fenotipurilor in grupurile
umane preistorice, contribuind, astfel, la o mai buna intelegere a istoriei populatiilor umane
si a interconexiunilor lor biologice.

Rezultate acestui studiu au fost finantate de Ministerul Cercetarii, Inovarii si Digitizarii

The period of transition to the Bronze Age is considered one of interest, given that it is the period
when local sedentary communities (farmers — plant and animal breeders, pottery producers) come into
contact with migratory tribes from other regions of Europe. Archaeological discoveries (evidence of
various funeral rites and rituals) and anthropological data (results of craniometric studies) support
the mixture of cultures and anthropological variability. Due to the hardness of the component tissues
as well as the hereditary character of the dental crown and root traits, teeth are ideal markers for intra-
and inter-population affinity studies, allowing the identification of metric and morphological traits,
useful in the characterization of human populations.

In this study, several human dental samples, represented by the upper and lower second molars
from the northeastern part of Romania, were analyzed with the aim of identifying the dental morphotypes
and the phenetic relationships between prehistoric human populations in the mentioned area.

Based on the archaeological inventory discovered in the archaeological sites involved in the study,
the anthropological material was dated as belonging to the Chalcolithic period (5000-3800/3700 BCE)
and Bronze Age (3500-2150/1150 BCE).

Two-dimensional Geometric Morphometrics techniques were applied in order to evaluate the
shape and size of the second molar.

The results of our study highlight new evidence of the interaction between prehistoric human
populations in the north-eastern area of Romania. Through the phenotypic plasticity of the mesial area
and the distolingual cusp (hypocone), the upper second molar determines distinct dental morphotypes
for the two time periods (Chalcolithic and Bronze Age).

A much greater phenotypic variability, compared to that of the upper second molar, was observed
for the lower second molar. The dental morphotypes described for this tooth are based on the
phenotypic plasticity of both the contour area of the crown and the arrangement of the intercuspid
grooves in the central fovea.

Also, the trends in the identified dental morphotypes, as well as the phenetic relationships
established between the samples involved in the analysis, highlight the dynamics of phenotypes in
prehistoric human groups, thus contributing to a better understanding of the history of human
populations and their biological interconnections.

Jijila (judetul Tulcea, Romania)
Archaeozoological Study of the Material from the Iron Age Site of Garvian-Mldjitul Florilor,
Jijila Commune (Tulcea County, Romania)

Asezarea de Epoca Fierului de la Garvan (punctul MIdgjitul Florilor) este situatd la circa 2
km V de localitatea actualda Garvan si 2,5 km SE de cetatea Dinogetia. Aceasta ocupa un
promontoriu stancos amplasat pe malul nordic al lacului Jijila. Identificat iIn 1956 in urma
unor cercetdri de suprafatd si a unui sondaj efectuat de colectivul santierului Dinogetia, situl
a fost cercetat sistematic abia in anii 1992, 1994 si 1995, rezultatele arheologice fiind publicate
ulterior doar in micd parte. In cele trei campanii arheologice efectuate in acest sit, au fost
sdpate sase sectiuni notate cu S. I-VI si cinci casete. Au fost inregistrate peste 70 de contexte
arheologice, atribuite primei parti a Epocii Fierului — Hallstatt, cultura Babadag (sec. X-IX BCE).

In campaniile arheologice derulate in anii 1992 si 1994 au fost colectate 150 resturi
faunistice atribuite claselor: Mammalia, Aves, Reptilia si Pisces. Ponderea cea mai mare a
resturilor apartine mamiferelor (aproximativ 68% din intregul esantion), urmate de pesti
(30%), respectiv reptile (0,6%) si pasari (0,6%). In grupul mamiferelor, cele domestice
reprezintd 92,6%, speciile identificate fiind: Bos taurus, Canis familiaris, Ovis aries/Capra hircus,
Sus domesticus si Equus caballus; mamiferele salbatice reprezinta 7,4% si au fost identificate
doud specii (Cervus elaphus si Sus scrofa). In ceea ce privesc reptilele, s-au identificat
fragmente dintr-o carapace de broasca testoasa (Emys orbicularis), iar dintre pesti s-au
identificat resturi de somn (Silurus glanis), crap (Cyprinus carpio), sturion (Acipenser sp.). In
urma studiului arheozoologic au rezultat informatii cu privire la resurselor animale utilizate
in economia comunitatii de culturd Babadag (Epoca Fierului) de la Garvan. Principala
ocupatie este reprezentata de cresterea animalelor, urmata de pescuit si vandtoare.

The Iron Age settlement of Garvin (point Mldjitul Florilor) is located about 2 km W of the
current locality of Garvin and 2.5 km SE of the Dinogetia fortress. It occupies a rocky promontory
located on the northern shore of Lake Jijila. Identified in 1956 following some surface research and a
survey carried out by the Dinogetia site team, the site was systematically researched only in 1992,
1994 and 1995, the archaeological results being subsequently published only in small part. In the three
archaeological campaigns carried out in this site, six sections (SI-VI) and five cassettes were excavated.
More than 70 archaeological contexts attributed to the Babadag culture (10"-9" centuries BCE) have
been recorded.

In the archaeological campaigns carried out in 1992 and 1994, 150 faunal remains were collected,
assigned to the classes: Mammalia, Aves, Reptilia and Pisces. The largest percentage was attributed to
mammals (approximately 68% of the entire sample), followed by fish (30%), respectively reptiles
(0.6%), and birds (0.6%). In the group of mammals, domestic ones represent 92.6%, the identified
species being: Bos taurus, Canis familiaris, Ovis aries/Capra hircus, Sus domesticus and Equus
caballus; wild mammals represent 7.4%, and two species have been identified (Cervus elaphus and
Sus scrofa). As for reptiles, fragments of a turtle shell (Emys orbicularis) were identified, and
among the fish remains were identified catfish (Silurus glanis), carp (Cyprinus carpio), sturgeon
(Acipenser sp.). As a result of the archaeozoological study, information was obtained regarding the
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animal resources in the economy of the Iron Age community of Babadag culture from Garvin. The
main occupation was animal husbandry, followed by fishing and hunting.

Identificarea resurselor animaliere provenite din nivelul de Epoca Romana tarzie
de la Argamum, jud.

Identification of Animal Resources from the Late Roman Level
from Argamum, Tulcea County

Resturile faunistice studiate provin din sdpaturile desfdsurate intre anii 2017-2020 in
cadrul sitului arheologic Argamum (comuna Jurilovca, jud. Tulcea) si sunt datate ca
apartinand Epocii Romane tarzii (sec. V-VI CE).

Esantionul analizat cuprinde 808 resturi faunistice ce provin de la mamifere, pasari,
moluste, pesti si reptile, resturile de la mamifere fiind cele mai numeroase (aprox. 89%).

Cresterea animalelor reprezenta cea mai importanta indeletnicire pentru comunitatea
studiatd, fiind crescute specii precum bovina domestica (Bos taurus), oaia (Ovis aries), capra
(Capra hircus), porcul domestic (Sus domesticus), cainele (Canis familiaris), asinul (Equus asinus)
si calul (Equus caballus). Dintre aceste specii bovina este cea mai bine reprezentata ca numar
de fragmente, furnizand si cea mai mare cantitate de carne pentru alimentatia asezarii.
Cornutele mari sunt urmate ca NR (numar de fragmente) de grupul oaie/capra si de porc,
care se situeazd pe locul trei dupd importantd in alimentatia asezdrii. Alte specii domestice,
crescute de aceasta datd in scop utilitar, erau cainele, folosit, in principal pentru protectie,
asinul si calul, utilizate pentru echitatie si pentru transportul greutatilor.

Pentru aceastd comunitate, vanatoarea nu reprezenta o activitate importantd, ponderea
mamiferelor salbatice In esantion fiind scazutd. Astfel, erau vanate specii, precum cerbul
(Cervus elaphus), porcul mistret (Sus scrofa), bursucul (Meles meles) sau vidra (Lutra lutra). Cele
mai intens vanate specii salbatice erau porcul mistret si cerbul, restul taxonilor fiind vanati
cel mai probabil pentru blana lor.

Pentru un aport suplimentar de hrana, aceasta comunitate practica si pescuitul, fiind
identificate in esantion resturi provenind, in principal, de la indivizi de crap (Cyprinus carpio)
si de somn (Silurus glanis). O alta indeletnicire aditionald putea fi reprezentata de vanarea
pasarilor sdlbatice, In special vanarea indivizilor de talie mare si mijlocie.

The analyzed sample includes 808 faunal remains from mammals, birds, molluscs, fish and
reptiles, the remains from mammals being the most numerous (approx. 89%).

Animal husbandry was the most important occupation for this studied community, being raised
species such as domestic cattle (Bos taurus), sheep (Ovis aries), goats (Capra hircus), domestic pigs
(Sus domesticus), dogs (Canis familiaris), donkeys (Equus asinus) and horses (Equus caballus).
Among these species, cattle are the best represented in terms of the number of fragments, also
providing the largest amount of meat for the settlement’s diet. Cattle are followed in NR (number of
fragments) by the sheep/goat group and by pig, which rank third in importance in the diet of the
settlement. Other domesticated species, this time bred for utilitarian purposes, were the dog, used
mainly for protection, the donkey and the horse, used for riding and for carrying loads.

For this community, hunting was not an important activity, the share of wild mammals in the
sample being low. Thus, species such as deer (Cervus elaphus), wild boar (Sus scrofa), badger
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(Meles meles) or otter (Lutra lutra) were hunted. The most intensively hunted wild species were the
wild boar and deer, the rest of the taxa being hunted most likely for their fur.

For an additional supply of food, this community also practices fishing and the remains identified
in the sample mainly come from individuals of carp (Cyprinus carpio) and catfish (Silurus glanis).
Another additional occupation could be the hunting of wild birds, especially the hunting of large and
medium-sized individuals.

Aspecte de paleoeconomie vegetala in Moldova medievala:
studiul fitolitelor din siturile Targu Neamt - La Damian si Cetatea Neamt
Aspects Regarding Plant Paleoeconomy in Medieval Moldova:
the Study of Phytoliths from the Targu Neamt - La Damian and Neamt Fortress Sites

Amplasat la intersectia unor importante rute comerciale, care faceau legatura cu
Transilvania, sudul, nordul si estul Moldovei, Targu Neamt si-a inceput evolutia urbana la
jumatatea secolului al XIV-lea. Primul nucleu al orasului s-a aflat in partea de vest a
localitatii actuale, pe o terasda medie aflatd intre albia raului Neamt si Culmea Plesu, intr-un
areal tipic zonei subcarpatice. Evolutia acestei asezari urbane a fost direct influentata si de
prezenta in imediata vecinatate a Cetatii Neamt, fortificatie care a fost edificata dupa
jumatatea secolului al XIV-lea.

Cercetarile arheologice efectuate in ultimele doua decenii, atat in vechea vatra urbana a
Targului Neamt (punctul La Damian), cat si in incinta Cetatii Neamt, au oferit informatii
extrem de interesante despre evolutia orasului in evul mediu, dar si despre complexitatea
sistemelor defensive ale acestei perioade. Dincolo de obtinerea unor date de topografie
istorica, arhitectura si specific economic, sapaturile arheologice au furnizat si un material
consistent pentru analize bio-arheologice.

Cele doud situri medievale luate in studiu, de la Targu Neamt-La Damian si Cetatea
Neamt, prezinta o importantd aparte pentru ca fiind contemporane, dar totusi cu specific
diferit (asezare urbana si fortificatie militard), oferd modele diferentiate de analiza.

In zona de vest a Moldovei foarte putine studii interdisciplinare au fost realizate pentru
asezdrile medievale si mai ales pentru cetitile acestei perioade. In acest context, abordarea
bioarheologica a acestor situri este extrem de utild, datele obtinute din studiul fitolitelor
extrase din esantioane sedimentare prelevate din cele doud situri fiind deosebit de
importante pentru cunoasterea unor aspecte referitoare la paleomediu, paleoeconomie,
precum si la obiceiurile alimentare ale comunitatilor medievale respective.

Aceastd lucrare a fost realizatd in cadrul proiectului PN-III-P4-PCE-2021-1180, 2022-2024,
Bioarheologia tranzitiei de la Evul Mediu la Epoca Modernd, la est de Carpati: orase
emergente din zona de contact dintre Occident si Orient.

Located at the crossing of important commercial routes, which connected Transylvania, the south,
the north and the eastern part of Moldavia, Targu Neamt began its urban evolution in the middle of
the 14" century. The first core of the city was located in the western part of the actual city, on a
medium terrace between the Neamt river bed and Culmea Plesu, in an area representative of the
subcarpathian area. The evolution of this urban settlement was also directly influenced by the presence
in the vicinity of the Neamt Fortress, a fortification that was built after the mid-14"century.
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The archaeological research carried out in the last two decades, both in the old urban hearth of
Targu Neamt (La Damian) and in the Neamt Fortress, provided extremely interesting information
about the evolution of the city in the Middle Ages, but also about the complexity of the defensive
systems of this periods. Beyond obtaining data of historical topography, architecture and economic specifics,
the archaeological excavations also provided consistent material for bio-archaeological analyses.

The two medieval sites, from Tdrgu Neamf-La Damian and Neamt Fortress, are of special
importance because being contemporary, but still with different specifics (urban settlement and
military fortification), they offer differentiated models of analysis.

In the western part of Moldova, very few interdisciplinary studies have been carried out for the
medieval settlements and especially for the fortresses of this period. In this regard, the
bioarchaeological approach of these sites is extremely useful, the data obtained from the study of
phytoliths extracted from sedimentary samples taken from the two sites being particularly important
for the knowledge of aspects related to the paleoenvironment, paleoeconomy, as well as the food habits
of medieval communities.

Caracterizarea paleohistologica a unor reactii inflamatorii osoase:
studiu de caz asupra unui schelet uman descoperit in orasul Iasi (secolele XV-XIX)
Palaeohistological Characterization of Inflammatory Bone Reactions:
Case Study on a Human Skeleton Discovered in Iasi City (15"-19'" centuries)

Abordarea histologica a resturilor umane vechi de natura scheletica si non-scheletica
prezintd interes atit in paleoantropologie cat si in criminalisticd. In antropologia fizica,
studiul histologic al resturilor umane vechi poate oferi informatii referitoare la tafonomie,
estimarea varstei la deces - prin intermediul analizelor histomorfometrice sau ale tesuturilor
dentare, si informatii referitoare la bolile din trecut. In ceea ce priveste studiul bolilor din
trecut, la nivel international se remarca un numar redus al lucrarilor de paleohistologie, in
special cele care abordeaza bolile infectioase precum tuberculoza, lepra si treponematoza.
Acest studiu se refera la caracterizarea histologica a reactiilor inflamatorii la nivel
postcranian a unui schelet uman cu evidente treponemice descoperit la Catedrala Romano-
Catolica din lasi, Romania (secolele XV-XIX).

Scopul acestui studiu este de a identifica si descrie tesutul nou format ca rezultat al
inflamarii periostului si a tesutului osos compact adiacent. Probe tisulare au fost prelevate de
la nivelul humerusului si fibulei si supuse metodologiei de obtinere a preparatelor
histologice prin slefuire. Metodologia de lucru presupune mai multe etape de lucru, precum
prelevarea utilizand o unealta multifunctionald Dremel, inglobarea probelor in rasina
epoxidica, slefuirea probelor inglobate si montarea acestora. Ulterior, acestea au fost
vizualizate prin diferite tipuri de microscopie optica (bright-field, microscopie de contrast
prin interferenta, microscopie cu lumina polarizatd) si evaluate histotafonomic.

Rezultatele au evidentiat o conservare foarte buna a tesutului osos in context arheologic.
La nivelul fibulei, tesutul nou format prezinta o morfologie de tip vilos si polipos. Orientarea
tesutului la nivelul structurii polipoase ar putea indica o periostitd recurents. In cazul
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humerusului, tesutul nou format are o dezvoltare mai omogena, cu numeroase zone unde
predomina lamele osoase si osteoane. Tesutului osos compact este caracterizat de o activitate
osteoclasticd intensd prin prezenta lacune de resorbtie osoasd si a lacunelor Howship, in
special la nivelul fibulei.

The histological approach of the skeletal and non-skeletal ancient human remains is of interest in
both paleoanthropology and forensics. In physical anthropology, the histological study of ancient
human remains can provide information on taphonomy, age at death estimation — by histomorphometric or
dental tissue analyses, and information concerning past diseases. Regarding the study of past diseases, the
international scientific literature shows a reduced number of palaeohistological studies, especially on
infectious diseases such as tuberculosis, leprosy, and treponematosis. This study refers to the histological
characterization of bone inflammatory reactions at the postcranial level of a human skeleton with
treponemal evidence discovered at the Roman Catholic Cathedral in lasi, Romania (15"-19" centuries).

The aim of this study is to identify and describe the new formed bone tissue as a result of the
periosteum inflammation and the adjacent compact bone tissue. Bone tissue samples were collected
from the humerus and fibula and subjected to the histological slide preparation methodology. The
methodology involves several work stages: tissue sampling using a Dremel multi-tool, samples
embedding in epoxy resin, polishing and grinding of the embedded samples and mounting. The
histological slides were visualized using different types of optical microscopy (bright-field, interference
contrast microscopy, polarized light microscopy) and histotaphonomically assessed.

The obtained results showed a very good preservation of bone tissue in archaeological context. The
fibula new bone formation showed a villous and polyp-type morphology. The bone tissue orientation
within the polyp-like structure could indicate a recurrent periostitis. In the humerus, the new formed
tissue has a more homogeneous development, with several areas in which bone lamellae and osteons
predominate. The compact bone tissue is characterized by intense osteoclastic activity suggested by the
presence of bone resorption lacunae and Howship lacunae, especially in the fibula.

Pestele a reprezentat un aliment important in dieta locuitorilor din Moldova din cele mai
vechi timpuri, informatii pretioase privind pescuitul si consumul de peste in asezdrile urbane
tiind cuprinse in diferite categorii de izvoare istorice, cum ar fi actele de cancelarie, registrele
boieresti, samile de vistierie, relatarile calatorilor straini s.a.

In comunicarea de fatd sunt prezentate rezultatele studierii surselor de aprovizionare cu
peste, uneltele de pescuit, transportul, pietele si speciile de peste consumate la Curtea
domneascd, casele boieresti, asezdmintele monahale. Specii de pesti, precum Cyprinus carpio,

Fish represented an important food in the people diet of Moldova since ancient times, as it is
indicated by precious information on fishing and fish consumption in urban settlements contained in
different categories of historical sources, such as chancery documents, noble registers, treasury,
accounts of foreign travellers, etc.

In the present communication, results of the study concerning supply sources, fishing tools,
transport, markets and fish species consumed at the princely court, noble houses, monastic settlements
are presented. Fish species, such as Cyprinus carpio, Huso huso, Salmo trutta fario, Hucho
hucho, Thymallus thymallus, Tinca tinca, Carassius sp., are attested in documentary sources as
well as in archaeozoological records. The archaeozoological analysis of the ichthyological remains
discovered in urban settlements complements in a valuable way the information regarding the realities
of economic life and food regime in Moldova during the 14"-18" centuries.

In perioada campaniei de sipaturi de salvare efectuate pe tronsonul A7, in dreptul
localitatii Conduratu, jud. Buzdu, a fost prelevatd o cantitate considerabild de material
osteologic provenit din diverse complexe. in cadrul acestei comuniciri vom prezenta un
numadr de cinci bovine domestice (Bos taurus) ingropate/depuse aproape intregi, descoperite
in complexele arheologice 609, 656, 675, 676 si 677. Studiul arheozoologic a relevat sexul,
varsta acestor animale, dar si prezenta unor urme antropice, mai ales de retezare, descarnare
si jupuire. Remarcam absenta urmelor de ardere.

Faptul ca acest material faunistic nu este asociat cu alte elemente (ceramicd, monede, etc)
care ar putea sa ofere o Incadrare cronologica si culturald, ne-a obligat sa datdm aceste
animale prin metoda radiocarbon. Datdrile sugereaza ca acestea au fost depuse cu cea mai
mare probabilitate in perioada secolelor XVIII-XX.

Comunicarea de fata va incerca sa ia considerare cauzele acestor depuneri de animale,
relativ intregi.

During the rescue excavation campaign carried out on the A7 section, near the Conduratu
locality, Buzdau County, a considerable amount of osteological material from various complexes was
taken. In this communication, we will present a number of five cattle (Bos taurus) buried/deposited
almost whole, discovered in archaeological complexes 609, 656, 675, 676 and 677. The
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archaeozoological study revealed the sex, age of these animals, but also the presence of traces
anthropogenic, especially cutting, flaying and skinning. We note the absence of burn marks.

The fact that this faunal material is not associated with other elements (ceramics, coins, etc.) that
could fit this chronological and cultural material forced us to date these animals by the radiocarbon
method. The dating suggests that these animals were most likely deposited in the 18"-20" centuries.

The present communication will attempt to consider the causes of these depositions of relatively
whole animals.

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The research project entitled Bioarchaeology of Transition from Middle Ages to Modern
Times, East of Carpathians: Emerging Cities in the Contact Area between Occident and
Orient (BioarchaeoOldcity) is in its second year within the ”Alexandru” loan Cuza” University
from Iasi. The research started from the idea that the transition period from the Middle Ages to the
Modern Era was marked by important transformations that changed economic, social and mental
structures, ideology, demography, etc., leading to the modernization of Europe throughout the 17/18"
— 19" centuries, including urban settlements in Moldova. The project aims at the intersection of two
spaces (Occident and Orient), at the transition between two periods (Middle Ages and Modern
Times), using multiple study methods (archaeological, historical, physical anthropology, microscopy,
archaeozoology, archaeobotany, ecology, radiocarbon dating, and genetic analyses). The research
focuses on the pre-modern city of lasi, for which there are unstudied samples of human, animal and
plant remains from several archaeological sites. Other old cities are also considered, both from east of
Romania (e.g., Vaslui, Roman, Siret, Piatra Neamt), and from Republic of Moldova (e.g., Orheiul
Vechi, Lapusna). In the first stage of the project, the research was focused on the documentation
necessary to update and contextualize the proposed topics, the preparation of study methodologies
(sampling of materials, adaptations of methods), and the start of their application in accordance with
the key milestones of the project: archaeology and history, palaeoanthropology, microscopic analysis of
human remains (bones and teeth), geometric morphometry, archaeozoology, archaeobotany. The
documentation sessions carried out ensured the beginning of the bibliographic database regarding the
genesis, evolution and transformations of the urban settlements in the central area of Moldova during
the transition period from the medieval to the modern era. Also, a series of systematic archaeological
researches were carried out within the Municipality of lasi, in the area of the "Turkish cemetery” (Sf.
Atanasie Street, no. 1A), and the Casa Ghica-Casa Daniel/Petersburg Hotel site (Palat — A. Panu-
Stefan cel Mare si Sfant Street), both points located in the site of A category — Historic Center-lasi
Royal Court.

Actiunile Regimentului 61 Infanterie in Dobrogea (decembrie 1918-iulie 1919)
The Military Actions of 61° Infantry Regiment on Dobroudja (December 1918-July 1919)

In perioada noiembrie 1878-decembrie 1879, Dobrogea a fost sub ocupatia si controlul
Puterilor Aliate. Scopul principal al acestei ocupatii militare, conform solicitdrii generalului
Berthelot, a fost asigurarea ordinii in timpul instaldrii autoritdtilor civile romane in
Dobrogea, sub controlul Trupelor Aliate.

Regimentul 61 Infanterie a ocupat vechea Dobroge in perioada decembrie 1878 - iunie
1879. Trupele franceze se vor instala in Dobrogea de Nord astfel: la Tulcea la 24
noiembrie/decembrie 1918, la Cernavoda la 29 noiembrie/11 decembrie 1918, la Constanta
intre 28 noiembrie/ 10 decembrie 1918 si la Medgidia intre 30 noiembrie/13 decembrie 1918.

Pe 2/15 decembrie 1918 Regimul 61 Infanterie avea doua batalioane si o companie de
geniu la Constanta si un batalion la Cernavoda-Medgidia-Tulcea.

Comandantul responsabil cu trupele franceze din Dobrogea, 1t. col. Bonneau, avea
acelasi comportament fata de romani si bulgari.

Au fost semnalate acte Ingrijordtoare in satele bulgare, unde locuitorii aveau arme si
munitii ldsate acolo de armata bulgara in retragere. Acestia Incearcau sa puna piedici
instaldrii autoritatilor romane. Astfel, in satele Inan Cisme (Fantanele), Toxov (Gradina),
Potur (Panduru), Hamangia (Baia), Casapchioi (Sinoe), Gargalic (Corbu) si Esechioi a fost
necesard interventia jandarmilor romani si a trupelor franceze.

During November 1878-December 1879 Dobrudja was under the occupation and control of the
Allied Powers. The main goal of this military occupation according to the request to general Berthelot
was to ensure the order during the installation of Romanian civilian authorities in Dobrudja, under
the control of the Allied Troops.

The 61¢ Infantry Regiment military occupied The Old Dobrudja between December 1878-June
1879. The French troops will develop in the Northern Dobroudja as follows: in Tulcea at November
the 24/ December 1918, in Cernavoda between November the 29"/ December the 11" 1918 in
Constanta between November the 28"/ December the 10" 1918, and in Medgidia between November
the 30"/ December the 131918

On December 2/15 1918 the 61 Infantry Regime and in Constanta between it was having two
batallions and an Engineers company in Constanta and one battalion in Cernavodd-Medgidia-Tulcea.

The commandant in charge of the French troops in Dobrudja, It. col. Bonneau had an equal
attitude towards the Romanians and Bulgarians.

There were signalled worrying acts in the Bulgarian villages where the inhabitants were having
weapons and ammunition left over there by the Bulgarian army hen retreating. They even try to push
away the establishing of the Romanian authorities. This way in the villages Inan Cisme (Fantdnele),
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Toxov (Gradina), Potur (Panduru), Hamangia (Baia), Casapchioi (Sinoe), Gargalic (Corbu) and
Esechioi the intervention of the Romanian gendarmes and French troops was necessary.

Cu putin noroc numele lor a fost dat unor strazi. Nu au avut grade militare inalte, mai
niciodatd nu sunt inregistrati, ca nume, in carti de istorie. Si totusi, ei au fost carnea de tun mai
ales in bataliile din Dobrogea anului 1916. Plecasera pe front cu incrancenarea de a-si apdra tara.

Ma opresc, in acest articol, la doar opt dintre ei, eroi dobrogeni cazuti in bataliile pentru
apararea Dobrogei lor si a noastre: Gh. Gh. Popa, Achile N. Sarry, Marin Perianu, Nicolae N.
Rosculet, Nicu N. Mandai, Petre Stefanescu-Dobromir, Petre V. Papadopol, Titus G. Bundac.

With a bit of luck their names were given to some streets. They did not have high military ranks,
they are often not even recorded as names in history books. And yet, they were cannon fodder,
especially in the battles of Dobrudja in 1916. They had gone to the front with the determination to
defend their country.

This article is centered on only eight of them, heroes of Dobrudja who fell in the battles for the
defense of their and also of our home: Gh. Gh. Popa, Achile N. Sarry, Marin Perianu, Nicolae N.
Rosculet, Nicu N. Mandai, Petre Stefanescu-Dobromir, Petre V. Papadopol, Titus G. Budac.

Surse vizuale si autobiografice despre Romania Primului Razboi Mondial
Visual and Autobiographical Sources from WW1 Romania

Aceastd comunicare are in vedere prezentarea unor surse vizuale (fotografii, imagini,
desene) si autobiografice inedite privitoare la Romania Primului Rdzboi Mondial. Sursele
provin din fondurile London School of Economics — Women's Library, National Archives si
British Library din Londra si au fost cercetate de autor in timpul unei vizite de studiu din
luna aprilie a anului curent. Concret, imaginile, ilustratele si paginile de jurnal avute in
vedere provin din colectii ale Spitalelor Femeilor Scotiene, organizatie care a activat in
Romania in perioada 1916-1917, dar si din cele ale Misiunii Militare Britanice In Romania, iar
unele sunt din colectii private. Scopul prezentarii este acela de a imbogati paleta de izvoare
vizuale privitoare la Romania in aceasta perioada, avand in vedere importantul rol al
acestora In ceea ce priveste cunoasterea, coroborarea, verificarea, dar si transmiterea
informatiilor istorice, reprezentand un exemplu al ,,memoriei tangibile”.

This communication aims to present unique visual (photographs, images, drawings) and
autobiographical sources related to Romania during the First World War. These sources come from the
collections of the London School of Economics - Women's Library, the National Archives, and the
British Library in London and were researched by the author during a study visit in April of the
current year. Specifically, the images, illustrations, and journal pages under consideration originate
from the collections of the Scottish Women’s Hospitals, an organization that operated in Romania
during the years 1916-1917, as well as from those of the British Military Mission in Romania, with
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some also coming from private collections. The purpose of this presentation is to enrich the range of
visual sources related to Romania during this period, considering their significant role in the
acquisition, correlation, verification, and transmission of historical information, representing an
example of “tangible memory."”

O unitate de cavalerie dobrogeana din secolul XX. Regimentul 12 Rosiori — Bazargic
A 20" Century cavalry unit from Dobrudja. 12 Rosiori - Bazargic Regiment

Necesitatile de ordin strategic au impus statului roman luarea unor masuri de ordin
militar in vederea apararii Cadrilaterului. Astfel, in perioada interbelica, in cele doua judete
Durostor si Caliacra, au fost infiintate sau dislocate unitati militare de diferite arme precum:
Batalionul 4 Gréniceresc de Gardd ,Akadanlar”; Regimentul 40 Infanterie ,Calugareni”;
Regimentul 12 Rosiori.

Regimentul 12 Rosiori a fost infiintat in luna noiembrie a anului 1920, in baza ordinului
Marelui Stat Major, Sectia I, nr. 8751 din 2 noiembrie 1920, prin transformarea Regimentului
3 Caldrasi. La 13 aprilie 1929, prin ordinul Marelui Stat Major nr. 531, regimentul a fost
dislocat in garnizoana Bazargic, capitala judetului Caliacra. Pana in anul 1939, regimentul a
facut instructia seriilor de recruti si a intensificat pregatirea cadrelor prin organizarea cu
regularitate a manevrelor de instructie.

La 2 martie 1939, primindu-se ordin de concentrare, toti ofiterii de rezerva au fost
chemati telegrafic, iar, in urmatoarea zi, a inceput deplasarea in zona Ioan Corvin. Tncepémd
cu 29 august 1939, regimentul s-a deplasat la Ciocarlia de Sus, in luna octombrie Divizionul I
s-a stabilit la Topraisar, iar Divizionul II la Mereni, Amzacea si Osmancea, judetul Constanta.
Dupa o perioada scurtd, la 10 aprilie 1940, regimentul a primit un nou ordin de dislocare in
regiunea Ceairighiol, judetul Caliacra, unde a stat pana la decretarea mobilizdrii, respectiv 29
iunie 1940. De la acea datd, regimentul, s-a deplasat in zona Ceukurovna, pe frontiera
romano-bulgard, cu misiunea de acoperire, unde a rdmas pana la cedarea Cadrilaterului — 20
septembrie 1940, stabilindu-se, apoi, in localitatile Cobadin si Viisoara, judetul Constanta.

A participat la luptele din cel de-al Doilea Rédzboi Mondial astfel: pe Frontul de Est s-a
aflat In compunera Brigazii 7 Cavalerie, unde a contribuit la eliberarea Basarabiei si ocuparea
Odessei in anul 1941; intre anii 1942-1943, aflat in subordinea Diviziei 7 Cavalerie, participa
la luptele de la Cotul Donului. Din luna iulie a anului 1944, aflat in compunerea Diviziei 8
Cavalerie Purtata Moto, a fost dislocat in localitatile Cernavoda, Tortomanu, Stefan cel Mare,
Silistea, cu misiunea de asigurarea ordinii interioare in aria de responsabilitate a Corpului II
Armatd. Pe Frontul de Vest, a participat la luptele duse pentru apararea Bucurestiului, in
luna august 1944. Ulterior, a fost trimis in Transilvania, unde, pe parcursul luniilor
septembrie-octombrie 1944, a luptat la Oarba de Mures.

In conformitate cu Instructiuniile speciale ale Marelui Stat Major, Sectia I-a, nr. 67000,
din 29 septembrie 1944, si al Diviziei 8 Cavalerie Purtata Moto, Regimentul 12 Rosiori s-a
transformat in divizion de mars. Astfel, Regimentul 12 Rosiori a fost desfiintat.

Strategic needs required the Romanian state to take military measures to defend the Cadrilater.
Thus, in the interwar period, in the two counties of Durostor and Caliacra, military units of different
arms were established or deployed, such as: 4" Border Guard Battalion "Akadéanlar”; 40" Infantry
Regiment "Calugdreni”; 12" Rogsiori Regiment.
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The 12" Rogiori Regiment was established in November 1920 based on the order of the Great
General Staff, Section 1, no. 8751 of November 2, 1920, by transforming the 3" Cildrasi Regiment.
On April 13, 1929, by order of the General Staff no. 531, the regiment was deployed in the Bazargic
garrison, the capital of Caliacra County. Until 1939, the regiment trained the series of recruits and
intensified the training of cadres by regularly organizing training maneuvers.

On March 2, 1939, receiving the order to concentrate, all the reserve officers were summoned by
telegraph and the following day the movement to the loan Corvin area began. Starting with August
29, 1939, the regiment moved to Ciocdrlia de Sus, in October the 1¢* Division settled in Topraisar, and
the 2nd Division in Mereni, Amzacea and Osmancea, Constanta County. After a short period, the
regiment, on April 10, 1940, received a new deployment order to the Ceairighiol region, Caliacra
county, where it stayed until the mobilization was decreed, namely June 29, 1940. From that date, the
regiment moved to the Ceukurovna area on the Romanian-Bulgarian border with the mission of
coverage, where it remained until the surrender of Cadrilater - September 20, 1940, then settling in
the localities of Cobadin and Viisoara, Constanta County.

He participated in the battles of the Second World War as follows: On the Eastern Front he was
part of the 7" Cavalry Brigade where he contributed to the liberation of Basarabia and the occupation
of Odessa in 1941; between the years 1942-1943 subordinated to the 7" Cavalry Division, it
participated in the battles at Cotul Donului. From July 1944, part of the 8th Motor Mounted Cavalry
Division, it was deployed in the localities of Cernavodd, Tortomanu, Stefan cel Mare, Silistea with the
mission of ensuring internal order in the area of responsibility of the 11 Army Corps. On the Western
Front, he participated in the battles for the defense of Bucharest in August 1944. Later, he was sent to
Transylvania, where during the months of September-October 1944, he fought at Oarba de Mures.

In accordance with the Special Instructions of the Great General Staff, Section 1, no. 67000, from
September 29, 1944 and of the 8th Motor Mounted Cavalry Division, the 12th Rosiori Regiment
turned into a marching division. Thus, the 12th Rosiori Regiment was disbanded.

Polish Personalities Refugees in Craiova in the Fall of 1939

Data de 1 septembrie 1939 a ramas in istorie drept momentul in care a inceput cel mai
ingrozitor rdzboi din istoria omenirii. Polonia a fost prima tara atacata de armatele regimului
nazist. In ciuda rezistentei eroice, armata poloneza a fost infranta, autoritdtile si o parte
insemnata a populatiei refugiindu-se in tdrile vecine. Multi dintre refugiatii polonezi au
ajuns In Romania, unde au primit tot ajutorul posibil. La Craiova, in toamna anului 1939, in
Palatul Jean Mihail, au fost gazduite doud personalitati de prim rang ale conducerii
poloneze: presedintele Ignacy Moscicki si maresalul Edward Rydz-Smigly.

Prezenta comunicare prezinta unele din masurile luate de autoritatile romane in ceea ce
priveste asigurarea confortului zilnic al inaltilor oaspeti.

The date of 1 September 1939 has gone down in history as the moment when the worst war in
human history began. Poland was the first country attacked by the armies of the Nazi regime. Despite
heroic resistance, the Polish army was defeated and the authorities and a large part of the population
fled to neighbouring countries. Many of the Polish refugees ended up in Romania, where they received
all possible help. In Craiova, in the autumn of 1939, the Jean Mihail Palace hosted two leading figures
of the Polish leadership: President Ignacy Moscicki and Marshal Edward Rydz-Smigly.
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This communication presents some of the measures taken by the Romanian authorities to ensure
the daily comfort of the high guests.

Propaganda Grupului Etnic German in Romania.
Atitudini si reactii ale regimului Antonescu (1940-1944)
Propaganda of the German Ethnic Group in Romania. Attitudes and Reactions
of the Antonescu Regime (1940-1944)

Alexandra COJOCARU

Ceddrile teritoriale din anul 1940, aderarea Romaniei la Alianta Axei, precum si intrarea
in rdzboi de partea Germaniei, au transformat Romania intr-un spatiu in care, cu o mai mare
usurinta, se puteau disemina mesajele propagandistice. Totusi, asa cum a surprins si seful
legatiei germane la Bucuresti, Wilhelm Fabricius, atitudinea societald era, in continuare,
filofranceza. Societatea romaneascd si o mare parte din clasa politica cuantificau apropierea
fata de Germania drept raul cel mai mic fatd de amenintarea sovieticd, frica fata de vecinul
din Est capatand proportii patologice in mentalul colectiv.

Daca orientarea opiniei publice romanesti, in limitele In care se poate vorbi despre
opinia publica intr-un stat autoritar, nu a manifestat simpatii fatd de Reich, nu este si cazul
minoritarilor germani de pe teritoriul Romaniei. Atractia fatd de national-socialism a
etnicilor germani s-a manifestat incd din prima parte a perioadei interbelice, una dintre cele
mai importante cauze fiind chiar politica rigida si rudimentara a statului roman fata de
populatia minoritara.

In segmentul cronologic pe care il aducem in atentie, au existat mai multe institutii
germane de propaganda pe teritoriul Romaniei, cu prerogative suprapuse si, deseori, aflate
in competitie. Oferind o atentie deosebita activitatii Grupului Etnic German din Romania, ne
propunem si o analiza a filierelor de propaganda si a temelor predilecte de propaganda in
randul etnicilor germani din Romania.

In ce misurd propaganda romaneasci a asimilat si internalizat aceste teme? Adrese ale
Ministerului Propagandei Nationale, precum si studii realizate de autoritatile romane
privind activitatea germana de propaganda in Romania indicd o atitudine de neincredere
privind preluarea fara cenzurd a materialelor germane. Pe baza documentelor emise de
autoritati (fie ca vorbim despre rapoarte ale Serviciului Special de Informatii - SSI, ale
jandarmeriei, inspectoratelor de politie sau adrese ale Ministerului Propagandei Nationale),
propunem sd analizdim modul in care regimul Antonescu a receptat propaganda germana
destinata etnicilor germani. Era activitatea de propagandd germana perceputa drept o
ingerinta nedorita in sfera publicd din Romania? Desi relatia romano-germana era aliniata
ideologic, politic si economic, materialele identificate in arhivele romanesti semnaleaza
reactii contradictorii, in opozitie cu anumite demersuri de propaganda ale aliatului german.

The territorial concessions of 1940, Romania’s accession to the Axis Alliance, as well as its entry
into the war on the side of Germany, turned Romania into a space where propagandistic messages
could be conveniently disseminated. However, as Wilhelm Fabricius noted, the head of the German
legation in Bucharest, pro-French attitudes prevailed. Romanian society and a significant part of the
political elite perceived the alliance with Germany as the lesser evil in contrast to the Soviet threat,
which took pathological proportions within the collective consciousness.
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While the orientation of the Romanian public opinion, within the confines of authoritarian
governance, did not exhibit sympathies toward the Reich, this was not the case for the German
minorities residing within Romania’s borders. Their sympathy to National Socialism had already
manifested in the early interwar period, which was mostly caused by Romania’s rigid and
rudimentary policies toward the minority groups.

Throughout the chronology under consideration, there existed multiple German propaganda
institutions on Romanian territory, often with overlapping and competitive prerogatives. Taking
special note of the German Ethnic Group’s activities in Romania, we also aim to analyze the
propaganda themes among the German minority.

To what extent did Romanian propaganda assimilate and internalize these themes? Addresses
from the Ministry of National Propaganda, as well as studies conducted by Romanian authorities
regarding German propaganda activities in Romania, indicate a lack of trust in the uncensored
adoption of German materials. Based on documents issued by authorities (including reports from the
Special Intelligence Service - SSI, gendarmerie, police inspectorates, and the Ministry of National
Propaganda), we propose to examine how the Antonescu regime received German propaganda for the
German public. Was Nazi propaganda perceived as an unwanted interference in the dynamics of
Romanian society? Despite the ideological, political, and economic alignment between the Romanian-
German relations, materials found in the Romanian archives point to contradictory reactions, in
opposition to certain propaganda efforts led by the German ally.

This study presents, based on some original and published documents, the pedagogical activity
carried out, for various periods of time, in Dobrogea, by the teachers: Stelian Sterescu (1875-1917),
Constantin Motomancea (1874-1955) and Vasile Cirdbis (1909-2001).

The teachers Stelian Sterescu and Constantin Motomancea taught at the High School ‘“Mircea cel
Mare’ from Tulcea, while teacher Vasile Cardibis taught, for a short period, in the interwar period, at
the primary school from Arabagi commune, Durostor County.

In the next study, we present information recovered from the press of the era about the presence
of the albaiulians elite led by the mayor av. Dr. Dumitru Bogdan, Orthodox Paroh of Alba Alexandru
Baba and Professor Eugen Hulea - director of the prestigious "Mihai Viteazul” High School in Alba
Iulia at the time of the launching of the ship "Alba Iulia” on September 7, 1934. The Albaiulian
delegation was hosted by the local authorities of Constanta on this occasion between September 6-8,
1934. "On Friday, September 8, we embarked for the valleys, our hills and mountains. We will never
forget - said the mayor D. Bogdan - the expanse of the sea, the rolling waves, the brotherly heart and
the kindness of the people of Constanta, townspeople and sailors alike. Let them not forget us either!”

Numeroase lucrdri de specialitate s-au axat, in cercetarea lor, doar asupra edificiilor de
cult, troitele fiind considerate, astazi, de cdtre istorici pe plan secund, din punct de vedere al
interesului. In urma cercetirii realizate intre anii 2021-2022, am reusit sa repertoriem un
numadr de sapte monumente, construite intre secolele al XX-lea si al XXI-lea, amplasate pe
teritoriul administrativ al orasului Sulina.

Chiar dacd Dobrogea nu dispune de un numar atat de mare de troite, asa cum intalnim
in Apuseni, In Mdrginimea Sibiului si chiar in zona judetului Valcea, in ultimele decenii,
observam si aici, la fel ca in Intreaga tara, preferinta edificarii unor astfel de monumente.

In prezentul material ne propunem mentionarea acestor troite, care tin, pana la urma, de
viata spirituala a comunitatii.

Numerous studies have focused their research only on religious edifices, crossroad crosses being
considered by historians today of secondary importance. Following the research carried out during
2021-2022, we managed to create a repertory consisting of seven monuments, built between the 20"
and 21+ centuries, located on the administrative territory of the city of Sulina. Even if Dobrudja does
not present a large number of crossroad crosses, as we find in the Apuseni Mountains region, in
Mirginimea Sibiului or even in the area of Vilcea County, in the last decades, we observe here, as in the
entire country, the increase in the preference for building such monuments. In the present material we
propose to mention these crossroad crosses, which ultimately belong to the spiritual life of the community.

Asociatia , Tesatoarea”, scoli si arta traditionala in Dobrogea
,Tesdtoarea” Association, Schools and Traditional Art in Dobrudja

Societatea , Tesatoare” s-a infiintat pe 27 ianuarie 1905, in Bucuresti, sub protectia
Reginei Elisabeta, ulterior a Reginei Maria, scopul ei fiind incurajarea si dezvoltarea in
Romania a culturii gandacilor de matase, a tesdtoriei matdsii si comercializarea produselor.
Treptat, asociatia s-a extins in 27 judete, printre care Ilfov, Teleorman, Prahova, Bacdu,
Botosani, Constanta, Tulcea. In 1907, presedinta societdtii, Zoe Gr. Ramniceanu, a infiintat
scoala-atelier ,Regina Elisabeta Tesatoarea”. Scoala — care, ulterior, s-a organizat in toata
tara, inclusiv la Constanta, Sulina - asigura examene finale la disciplinele specifice profesiei
de tesdtor: sericicultura, tesut, filaturd, tehnologie, cultura dudului si vopsitorie.

Remarcabile au fost initiativele unor lidere, care au organizat, de reguld la Casa Femeii,
in Bucuresti, din 1929 anual, o expozitie de covoare, cusaturi nationale, panzeturi, stofe
preotesti, invitand sa participe toate scolile de industrie casnica din tara. Alexandra
Melisopol-Rotica, profesoara la scoala de industrie casnica din Constanta, a participat la
aceste expozitii anuale si a primit multe premii.

Established at 27" of January 1905 in Bucharest, under the high patronage of the Queens
Elisabeth and Mary, the association had its main enterprise of the promotion and the development of
growing the silkworms, and weaving and selling silk products. Afterwards the association grew

exponentially, establishing subsidiaries in no less than 27 counties, including Ilfov, Teleorman,
Prahova, Bacdu, Botosani, Constanta, Tulcea. In 1907, the president of the society, Zoe Gr.
Réamniceanu, founded the school-workshop "Queen Elisabeth Tesitoarea”. The school — which was
later organized throughout the country, including at Constanta, Sulina, provided final exams in
subjects specific to the weaving profession: sericulture, weaving, spinning, technology, mulberry tree
culture and dye works.

Remarkable were the initiatives of some leaders, who organized, as a rule, at the Women's House, in
Bucharest, from 1929 annually, an exhibition of carpets, national stitches, cloths, priestly fabrics, inviting
all home industry schools in the country to participate. Alexandra Melisopol-Roticd, a teacher at the home
industry school in Constanta participated in these annual exhibitions and received many awards.

Textul isi propune descrierea in detaliu a modelului de organizare a votului pentru
alegerile parlamentare instituit, dupa incheierea Primului Razboi Mondial, in Republica de la
Weimar. Sistemul electoral german care a fost elaborat impreuna cu noua constitutie
postbelica va fi analizat deopotriva ca produsul unui context politic problematic si tensionat
si ca parte a unui val de reforme care, in acei ani, a cuprins cea mai mare parte a
continentului european. De asemenea, noul tip de scrutin va fi asezat in relatie cu traditia
juridica si experientele la urne din perioada antebelicd. Nu in ultimul rand, vor fi aduse in
discutie cele mai importante ipoteze teoretice ale anilor 30 si 40 privind efectele pe care
formula reprezentdrii proportionale le-a dezvoltat asupra pluripartidismului german.

The present text aims to describe in detail the voting mechanism for parliamentary elections
established in the Weimar Republic after the end of the First World War. The German electoral system
that was designed simultaneously with the new post-conflict constitution will be analyzed both as the
product of a tense and problematic political environment and as part of a wave of reforms that covered
most of the European continent of those years. Also, the new voting method will be put in relation to
the legal tradition and pre-war experiences at the polls. Last but not least, I will discuss the most
important theoretical hypotheses of the 1930s and 1940s about the effects on multi-party democracy
caused by the proportional formula.

Fascismul in Romania-dimensiuni ideologico-culturale
Fascism in Romania: Ideological and Cultural Dimensions

Desi existd o literaturd ampla asupra subiectului reprezentat de fascismul romanesc, in
cadrul caruia Miscarea Legionard s-a constituit ca forma clasicd a acestuia (dar nu limitat la
aceasta), pana acum nu dispunem decat de putine lucrdri sistematice asupra dimensiunilor
sale ideologico-culturale. Cercetatori dintre cei mai relevanti (Armin Heinen, Nagy Talavera,
Francisco Veiga) s-au ardtat interesati de ideologia si cultura din spatiul politic al fascismului
romanesc, integrandu-le studiului dinamicii fenomenului amintit. Exista si lucrari care au
vizat direct angajarea politica a unor intelectuali din zona tinerei generatii (Mircea Eliade,
Emil Cioran, Constantin Noica), sau care au alocat atentie discursului public antisemit. Alte
lucrari, pe linia teoriilor culturaliste, s-au orientat spre dimensiuni, considerate centrale in
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“aparatul ideologic” al fascismului, cum ar fi “omul nou”, “revolutia palingenezica”; astfel
de directii de cercetare, importante fiecare in sine, nu epuizeaza subiectul vast al
constructiilor teoretice generate de fascism. Departe de a fi doar "o ideologie a faptei”, cu alte
cuvinte lipsit de orice amplitudine ideaticd, dependent doar de voluntarismul nihilist al
unitdtilor sale de soc, interesat doar de purificarea prin violenta a spatiului ”“decadent”,
”degenerat” al democratiei capitaliste, fascismul isi construieste, prin intelectuali (deveniti si
militanti) precum Mihail Polihroniade, George Macrin, Barbu Slusanschi, Traian Herseni sau
Nicolae Rosu, o ideologie specifica in care concepte precum “revolutie”, ”corporatism”,
“modernitate” ocupa o pozitie semnificativa in sistemul sdu ideatic. Printr-o noua lectura se
pot aduce clarificari asupra a ceea ce poate fi denumit drept un pragmatism al ideilor,
depasindu-se linia consacratd de interpretare, ce rafina, in fond, limbajul spiritualist al
fascismului.

Although there is an extensive literature on the subject of Romanian fascism, within which the
Legionary Movement was constituted as its classical form (but not limited to it), so far, we have only
few systematic works on its ideological and cultural dimensions. Some of the most relevant researchers
(Armin Heinen, Nagy Talavera, Francisco Veiga) have shown an interest in the ideology and culture
of the political space of Romanian fascism, integrating them into the study of the dynamics of the
phenomenon mentioned. There are also works that have directly addressed the political engagement of
intellectuals from the younger generation (Mircea Eliade, Emil Cioran, Constantin Noica), or that
have paid attention to anti-Semitic public discourse. Other works, along the lines of culturalist
theories, have focused on dimensions considered central to fascism’s "ideological apparatus”, such as
"the new man”, "the Palingenean revolution”; such lines of research, each important in its own right,
do not exhaust the vast subject of the theoretical constructions generated by fascism. Far from being
merely "an ideology of facts”, in other words devoid of any ideological breadth, dependent only on the
nihilistic voluntarism of its shock units, interested only in the purification by violence of the
"decadent”, "degenerated” space of capitalist democracy, fascism constructs, through intellectuals
(who also became militants) such as Mihail Polihroniade, George Macrin, Barbu Slusanschi, Traian
Herseni or Nicolae Rosu, a specific ideology in which concepts such as “revolution”, "corporatism”,
"modernity” occupy a significant position in its ideological system. A new reading can shed light on
what can be called a pragmatism of ideas, going beyond the established line of interpretation, which

basically refines the spiritualist language of fascism.

Politici ale memoriei si uitarii in timpul dictaturii lui Ion Antonescu:
cazul lui Nicolae Iorga
The Politics of Memory and Oblivion under the Dictatorship of Ion Antonescu:
the Case of Nicolae Iorga (1940-1944)

Modul in care dictatura militard a lui Ion Antonescu (ianuarie 1941 — august 1944) a ales
sa facd uz, selectiv, de figura lui Nicolae Iorga, este un studiu de caz util pentru ambitiile
regimului de a obtine legitimitate si consens in randul opiniei publice. Este, de asemenea, un
caz sugestiv pentru maniera in care politicile memoriei si ale uitdrii au fost nevoite sa se
intrepatrunda. lesirea mostenirii lui Iorga de sub doliul consumat in tdcere si cenzura si
revalorizarea ei prezinta interes din mai multe motive. Mai intai, pentru cd recuperarea lui
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Iorga a fost problematica. Istoricul fusese totodatd victimad a regimului national-legionar la
conducerea cdruia fusese acelasi Antonescu, secondat de legionari, precum si o puternica
voce anti-nazistd. Acest statut complex impunea o politica a memoriei in acelasi timp cu una
a uitarii. Apoi, apelul la Iorga arata o relatie de continuitate cu ideologia nationalista din
perioadele antebelica si interbelica. Astfel, recuperarea autoritatii lui Iorga s-a facut in jurul a
trei concepte care au folosit dictaturii ca instrumente ale propagandei de razboi:
antisemitismul, anticomunismul si istoriografia nationalista.

The way in which the military dictatorship of lon Antonescu (January 1941-August 1944) chose
to selectively use the figure of Nicolae lorga (1871-1940) is a useful case study for the regime’s
ambitions to obtain legitimacy and consensus among public opinion. It is also a suggestive case for the
way in which the politics of memory and oblivion had to be mixed. The exit of Iorga’s legacy from the
mourning spent in silence and censorship and its revaluation is of interest for several reasons. First,
because lorga’s "rehabilitation” was problematic. The historian had also been a victim of the National
Legionary State, the previous regime led by the same General Antonescu alongside the Legionnaires,
as well as a staunch anti-Nazi voice. This complex status imposed a politics of memory at the same
time as one of oblivion. Second, the turning to lorga showed a continuity with the nationalist ideology
of the ante- and inter-war periods. Thus, the reappropriation of lorga’s authority relied on three concepts
which the dictatorship used as instruments of its wartime propaganda: anti-Semitism, anti-communism
and nationalist historiography.

History of Legal Counsel in Romania between the Far Right and the Far Left

Profesie liberald prin excelenta, meseria de avocat a constituit probabil cea mai
importanta si mai vizibild componenta a dimensiunii activitdtii umane din zona urbana a
modernizdrii Romaniei Incepand din secolul al XIX-lea. Preluarea modelului occidental, in
special a celui francez, a Insemnat transferul acestui tip de comportament profesional in
institutiile juridice romanesti ce se reformau. Institutiile justitiei moderne au pus in centrul
functionarii lor avocatura, vazuta mai degraba ca o vocatie decat ca o parte constitutiva a
sistemului, dar si ca o excelenta ocazie de imbogdtire si, prin urmare, de ascensiune sociala
intr-o societate oligarhicd. Apropierea celui de-al Doilea razboi mondial aduce cu sine si
modificarea componentelor sociale care dadeau avocaturii definitia ei romaneasca inca din
secolul al XIX-lea. Orientata spre dezbatere, deci spre libera circulatie a ideilor, studierea
dreptului devine tot mai atragdtoare pentru grupuri politice care isi propuneau deschis
distrugerea ordinii sociale din Romania. Cele mai frecventate facultdti de catre extrema-dreapta
— care si racola adepti de aici — erau Medicina si Dreptul, in toate universitatile romanesti.
Dupa 1944, trendul restrangerii acestei activitati a continuat. Avocatii, cu propensiunea lor
spre politicd, au devenit automat suspecti. Implicati in procese politice, in care apdrarea nu
conta, multi au fost arestati si condamnati. S-a produs si un fenomen invers: juristii cu
simpatii comuniste au parasit avocatura si au trecut In magistratura — avand in vedere lipsa
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cronica de personal loial noului regim — sau direct in administratia de stat. Comunicarea de
fata isi propune sa urmareascd fazele acestei evolutii.

A liberal activity, being a lawyer was probably the most important and visible part of the social
modernization of Romania since the 19" century. Following the Western model, especially the French
one, the lawyer was a main tool in the reforming the Romanian legal institutions. The modern justice
placed the legal counsel at the center of the system, although it was considered more as a vocation than
as a constitutive part. It was also an excellent opportunity for enrichment and, therefore, for social
ascent in a mainly oligarchic society. Initially oriented towards the free circulation of ideas, the study
of law becomes, since Second World War, more and more attractive for political groups that openly
proposed the destruction of the social order in Romania. The far-right also recruited most followers
from the Medicine and Law Schools in all Romanian universities. After 1944, the trend of restricting
the freedom in this activity continued. Lawyers, with their penchant for politics, automatically became
suspects. Involved in political trials, where defense did not matter, many were arrested and convicted.
Counselors with communist sympathies left the bar and moved into the judiciary - given the lack of
personnel loyal to the new regime - or were recuited by the Government. The present study aims to
trace the phases of this institutional history.

Comunicarea pentru sesiunea stiintifica internationald analizeaza strategiile comuniste
utilizate pentru a-1 izola politic pe Wilhelm Filderman, cel mai important lider al evreimii
romane, la sfarsitul celui de Al Doilea Razboi Mondial.

Multe studii au avut ca temd activitatea lui Filderman, Insa ultimii sai ani 1n Romania
(1945-1948) nu au fost investigati in mod special, deoarece el nu a mai avut un rol central, ca
urmare a antipatiei dintre el si comunisti, sprijiniti de trupele de ocupatie ale Armatei Rosii,
care i-a sprijinit sd controleze Guvernul Romaniei, condus de obedientul Petru Groza. Prin
urmare, autorul a studiat o bibliografie vastd, inclusiv cateva documente diplomatice
britanice, copiate pe suport de microformat de microfisa, aflate la Arhivele Nationale Istorice
Centrale din Bucuresti.

In prima etapa, dupa actul de la 23 August 1944 — cand Romania a schimbat tabara in
razboi —, planul comunistilor a fost sa participe in toate organizatiile unde Filderman era
presedinte si sd 1l saboteze, dacd nu le indeplinea solicitarile.

in a doua etapd, In ianuarie 1945, sovieticii l-au arestat doua zile, deoarece solicitase
acordarea dreptului evreilor romani rdmasi in Uniunea Sovieticd de a se intoarce, daca
acestia doreau.

In primavara anului 1945 — ne referim la a treia etapa —, ei au inceput sa il critice pe
liderul evreiesc in presa si In comunitatea evreiascd, acuzind ca ar fi un colaborator al
nazistilor si al fascistilor; cel care, el Insusi fusese nemultumit de sovieticii, autointitulati
poporul care trebuia sa implementeze democratia in Romania in numele Natiunilor Unite
invingatoare In razboi. Sub acest motiv a fost arestat.
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In a patra etapd, comunistii au format Comitetul Democratic Evreiesc si au facut
presiuni ca Filderman si Sef-Rabinul Alexandru Safran si adere la noua organizatie. In
aceastd perioadd, Filderman a fost arestat cinci zile si a rdmas cinsprezece zile in arest la
domiciliu, pentru ca, nu numai nu aderase la noua organizatie, dar promovase tipul
occidental de democratie — bazat pe sistemul pluripartidist—, pe care il vazuse in urma unei
vizite recente in Marea Britanie.

The international scientific session contribution investigates the Communists’ strategies that
have been used to politically isolate Wilhelm Filderman, the Romanian Jewry’s foremost leader, in the
aftermath of Second World War.

Many studies have been focused on Filderman’s activity, but his last years in Romania (1945-1948),
were not specially investigated as he did not play a pivotal role, due to the antipathy between he and
the Communists, backed by the occupying Red Army, which helped them to rule over the Romanian
Government led by the obedient Petru Groza. Subsequently, the author studied an extensive
bibliography, including several British diplomatic documents found on microfiches at the Central
National Historical Archives, in Bucharest.

Firstly, the Communists planned after the coup of August 23, 1944, when Romania changed
sides in the war, to infiltrate in all organizations where Filderman acted as President and to sabotage
him, if he did not comply with their demands.

Secondly, in January 1945, Soviets arrested him for two days, as he requested Soviets the right to
return to Romania for the Romanian Jew remained in the Soviet Union, if the latter wanted.

Thirdly, in the spring of 1945, they began to denigrate the Jewish leader in press and among
Jewish community, accusing him of being a sympathizer of Nazi and Fascists; the one who himself
misunderstood the Soviets, the people in charge with the imposition of democracy in Romania on
behalf of the war-winning United Nations, a fact on which the latter had decided to arrest him for two
days.

Fourthly, in the summer of 1945, the Communists formed the Jewish Democratic Committe and
forced Filderman and Chief Rabbi Alexandru Safran to adher to the newly-form body. During this
period, Filderman got arrested five days and spent another fifteen days in hose arrest, as he not only
had adhered to the new organization, but he had also promoted the western type of democracy, based
on multi-party system, which he had seen shortly before, during a trip in the Great Britain.

Polonia stalinistd nu este un subiect predilect pentru presa de la Bucuresti intre 1948-
1953: in nici un caz asa cum este Bulgaria, pe parcursul anilor 1947 si 1948, Iugoslavia vecina
sau, bineinteles, URSS.

Relatiile dintre Romania si Polonia dupa Al Doilea Razboi Mondial dar mai ales dupa
proclamarea Republicii Populare la Bucuresti nu au fost nici apropiate, nici de sine
statatoare. In timpul vietii lui Stalin, pan la inceputul anului 1953, nu se tezaurizeazi nimic
in legdtura bilaterald, asa cum se intamplase dupa Primul Razboi Mondial cand, chiar
primele luni de pace adusesera dupa sine o seama de actiuni comune si de apeluri la alianta
strategicd, inclusiv la constituirea unei frontiere comune. Dimpotrivd, dupd 1948 aceasta
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memorie este repudiata iar protagonistii sunt criticati. ,Scanteia” nu reia, desigur, niciunul
dintre episoadele relatiei bilaterale dintre Romania si Polonia din perioada interbelicd si nu
se refera la niciunul dintre momentele ei de varf, chiar daca timpul scurs nu era deloc unul
indelungat.

After World War 11 connections between new People’s Republic of Romania and Communist
Poland there were not closed and not self standing. Until Stalin leadership, on the beginning of 1953,
Romanian-Polish connections has losted historical heritage of them, as it had not happened after
World War 1. In 1918-1919, just in the first time of peace, in Bucharest and in Warsaw were a lot of
projects for strategic partnership and a common border.

After 1948 the common memory of historical connections between Romanians and Poles was
repudiated. Also, main protagonists were criticized and brutally condemned for their “burgeois’
ideology. ,Scianteia” did not publish any important episode of bilateral relations between Romania and
Poland in Interwar and it did not refer at any peak moments of strategic alliance of 1919-1939. It all
happened despite the fact of Polish refuge in Romania, starting in September 1939 until the end of the
World War 1I or Romanian-Polish collaboration into their strategic partnership signed in 1921.

Insd ce aveau in comun era conceptia
totalitara, in care eliminarea ,celuilalt” era dogmd, de unde si practica criminald a ambelor
grupari. Dupd instaurarea comunismului In Romania, pentru organele Securitatii, , problema
legionara” era una de prima marime, pornindu-se de la premisa ca securitatea statului era
pusé in pericol de ,actiunile dusméanoase” ale gruparilor legionare. In cadrul subiectului,
denumit generic ,problema legionara”, Securitatea analiza o chestiune particulara :
comunitatea macedo-romand sau aromana din Dobrogea. Premisele de la care se pleca erau
cd trebuiau Intelese istoria, experienta politica, traditiile, miscarea demograficd a aromanilor
din Dobrogea, pentru a deslusi aderarea lor in procente mari la Miscarea legionara. Astfel,
studiul nostru are la baza sinteze ale Securitatii din anii 50 si "70, care fac o analizd complexa
a acestei comunitati, pornind de la elemente de antropologie, istorie, viata de familie, nivel
de educatie, preocupari si mentalitdti. Prin acest studiu ne propunem sa demonstram
importanta pe care o dadea Securitatea subiectului Miscdrii legionare In general, si
comunitdtii aromane in particular.

Legionarism and Communism are undoubtedly the epitomes of the two extremes in 20th-century
Romania. Their almost simultaneous emergence laid the foundation for an ideology of hatred, it is
true, with different targets. However, what they had in common was a totalitarian mindset in which
the elimination of "the other” was a dogma, leading to the criminal practices of both groups. After the
establishment of communism in Romania, for the Securitate (the secret police), the ”"legionary
problem” was of utmost importance. It started from the premise that the state’s security was
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endangered by the "hostile actions” of legionary groups. Within this subject, referred to generically as
the "legionary problem,” the Securitate examined a specific issue: the Macedo-Romanian or
Aromanian community in Dobrudja. The starting points were to understand the history, behavior,
traditions, demographic movement of Aromanians in Dobrudja to decipher their high percentage
involvement in the Legionary Movement. Thus, our study is based on syntheses prepared by the
Securitate in the 1950s and 1970s, which provide a comprehensive analysis of this community,
considering elements of anthropology, history, family life, education level, interests, and mentalities.
Through this study, we aim to demonstrate the importance that the Securitate attributed to the
Legionary Movement in general, and the Aromanian community in particular.

Cand se vorbeste despre spionajul romanesc in primii ani ai Rdzboiului Rece, sunt
cateva spatii care se considerd ca au reprezentat ,campurile de luptd” ale confruntdrilor
serviciilor secrete: bineinteles, in primul rand, teritoriul romanesc, apoi arealul emigratiei (in
special Franta, Germania de Vest, Austria si, In parte, Spania si Italia) si, nu in ultimul rand,
zonele-tampon, utilizate cu precddere pentru treceri transfrontaliere — Ungaria si Iugoslavia.

Adeseori neglijata, Turcia era, in plan informativ, suficient de departe de liniile directe
de actiune, dar suficient de aproape incat sa constituie un loc de intersectie si de confruntare
pentru agentii diferitelor structuri. Cu ample legaturi comerciale maritime, Turcia dispunea
si de avantajul unor legaturi cu minoritatea musulmand din Dobrogea. Astfel, in ochii
Securitatii a fost adeseori ghimpele ori varful de lance al ,imperialistilor americani”, iar
pentru centrele de spionaj din lumea libera o platforma de observatie a tarilor est-comuniste,
dar si un bazin de recrutare si de obtinere de date, caci, In primii ani postbelici, nu putini au
fost refugiatii care si-au Indreptat sperantele spre Istanbul, Ankara si alte localitati turcesti.

Chiar daca a fost mult mai putin consistent decat in alte state, exilului romanesc din
Turcia a fost totusi capabil, In primii ani ai comunismului, sa articuleze o structura secreta
care sa stabileasca legaturi cu alte servicii de informatii, sd obtina date din RPR si sa faciliteze
sosirea romanilor care alegeau libertatea.

When talking about Romanian espionage in the early years of the Cold War, there are a few areas
that are considered to have been the “battlefields” of secret service confrontations: first of all, of course,
the Romanian territory, then the emigration area (especially France, West Germany, Austria and, in
part, Spain and Italy) and, last but not least, the buffer zones, used mainly for cross-border crossings -
Hungary and Yugoslavia. Often neglected, Turkey was, from an intelligence point of view, far enough
from the direct lines of action, but close enough to constitute a place of intersection and confrontation
for the agents of the various structures. With extensive maritime trade links, Turkey also had the
advantage of links with the Muslim minority in Dobrudja. Thus, in the eyes of the Securitate it was
often the thorn or the spearhead of the “American imperialists”, and for the intelligence centres of the
free world it was a platform for observing the East-Communist countries, as well as a pool for
recruitment and obtaining data, since in the early post-war years not a few refugees turned their hopes
towards Istanbul, Ankara and other Turkish towns. Even if it was much less consistent than in other
countries, the Romanian exile in Turkey was nevertheless able, in the early years of communism, to
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articulate a secret structure to establish links with other intelligence services, obtain data from the
RPR and facilitate the arrival of Romanians who choose freedom.

Miscarea pentru drepturile omului din Romania pornita din initiativa scriitorului Paul
Goma (1935-2020) este primul act al disidentei romanesti, preluat si sprijinit de exil, cu ecouri
puternice in Occident. Dupd mai bine de un deceniu, in care Ceausescu jucase cartea
independentei de Moscova si fusese bine primit In mai toate cancelariile occidentale, in
sfarsit lumea occidentald descoperea un regim brutal si autoritar. Primele informatii despre
Miscarea Goma au ajuns la Paris pe 9 februarie 1977, iar exilul romanesc de aici a actionat
imediat. A existat o explozie de forte, orchestrata de romanii din exilul parizian. Un grup de
romani (printre care: Mihnea Berindei, Dumitru Tepeneag, Marie-France Ionesco, Maria
Bratianu, Sanda Stolojan), s-au reunit in ,Comitetul Francez pentru Apararea Drepturilor
Omului”, cu sediul la Paris, ce lua nastere pe 26 februarie 1977, scopul fiind salvarea lui
Goma si scoaterea lui din tard. O campanie de presa virulenta a fost organizata in Franta pe
parcursul intregii luni aprilie de catre acelasi Comitet care organiza deopotrivd manifestatii
in fata ambasadei romane din Paris, Comitetul mergand pe solutia ,scoaterii din anonimat,
cea mai bund aparare” prin difuzarea pe scara cat mai larga a cazului. Comitetul Francez
pentru Apararea Drepturilor Omului iIn Romania lansa un apel pentru eliberarea lui Paul
Goma, semnat de vreo 600 de persoane, in frunte cu Eugen Ionescu, Aragon, Sartre, Simone
de Beauvoir, Pierre Emmanuel, Pierre Daix, Claude Gallimard (editorul Iui Paul Goma),
Claude Mauriac, Phillipe Sollers, Jean-Marie Domenach. Curand se va aldtura sustinerii lui
Goma si Amnesty International, unul dintre canalele care au informat lumea despre miscarea
Goma. Intr-un final, Bucurestiul s-a vizut fortat s ii dea drumul din tar3, pentru a nu mai fi
criticat pentru incalcarea drepturilor omului. La Paris, Goma s-a aldturat Comitetului,
continuandu-si activitatea de disident. Romanii grupati in jurul Comitetului Francez au
inteles rapid cat de important este Paul Goma pentru disidenta romaneascd, pentru ei a
insemnat impulsul de care aveau nevoie pentru a pune pe picioare un organism de aparare a
drepturilor omului. Ulterior, Comitetul ce va deveni Liga cu acelasi nume, se va dovedi cea
mai eficienta organizatie din exil de dupa 1977.

The movement for human rights in Romania started from the initiative of the writer Paul Goma,
is the first act of Romanian dissidence, supported by the exile, with strong echoes in the West. A group
of Romanians gathered in the , French Committee for the Defense of Human Rights”, based in Paris,
created on 26 February 1977, the goal being to save Goma and get him out of the country. A virulent
press campaign was organized in France during the month of April by the same Committee that also
organized demonstrations in front of the Romanian embassy in Paris, in order to remove him from
anonymity, the best defense being broadcasting his case as widely as possible. In the end, Bucharest let
him out of the country. In Paris, Goma continued his activity as part of the same Committee that
saved him. Later, the Comittee that would become the League with the same name, would prouve to be
the most effective organization in exile after 1977.

Romanian Historiography under Censorship - 1972

In perioada regimului comunist istoriografia din Romania a trebuit sa se supuna unui
control al organelor de partid si al cenzurii institutionalizate. Comitetul de Stat pentru
Tiparituri a supravegheat toate aparitiile in spatiul public, atat in presd, in studiile publicate
de istorici cat si la emisiunile de radio si televiziune, oprind de la difuzare tot ce nu se
incadra in viziunea partidului comunist despre istoria Romaniei. Anul 1972, luat ca model in
articolul de fatd, nu este In sine un an special, desi Romania facuse un pas spre independenta
fata de U.R.S.S., ca urmare a Primadverii de la Praga. Cenzura insa a functionat la fel, chiar si
cand ea nu a mai fost oficiala. Prin discutii purtate cu conducerea institutelor de cercetare, a
editurilor si redactiilor din presd, cenzorii au reusit sa-si impund punctul de vedere in toate
situatiile mai importante. S-a ajuns, astfel, la eliminarea textelor ce nu conveneau politicii
partidului la acea vreme, indiferent daca era vorba de studii recente sau de volume de
documente din vremuri anterioare, lucrari reeditate, etc. Pentru a usura activitatea la
colectivele de cenzori din judete, autoritatea centrala trimitea periodic note privind modul
cum s-a actionat in diverse cazuri, ce deveneau exemple de practica pentru cei insarcinati cu
supravegherea politica a publicatilor ce apdreau in teritoriu. Din ansamblul acestor buletine
informative emise In anul 1972 am ales cateva exemple ce pun in lumind modul de
interpretare a studiilor de istorie publicate in acel an, dar lasd sa se intrevadd si motivele
pentru care se intervenea in fiecare text in parte. Toate acestea ne fac sa intelegem mai bine
atat perioada istorica respectiva, cat si modul in care s-a scris istoria in acele vremuri.

During the communist regime, historiography in Romania had to submit to the control of party
bodies and institutionalized censorship. The State Printing Committee supervised all appearances in
the public space, both in the press, in the studies published by historians and on radio and television
shows, stopping from broadcasting everything that did not fit into the communist party’s vision of
Romania’s history. The year 1972, taken as a model in this article, is not in itself a special year,
although Romania had taken a step towards independence from the U.S.S.R., as a result of the Prague
Spring. Censorship, however, worked the same way, even when it was no longer official. Through
discussions with the management of research institutes, publishing houses and press offices, the
censors managed to impose their point of view in all important situations. This led to the elimination
of texts that did not suit the party’s policy at the time, regardless of whether they were recent studies
or volumes of documents from earlier times, republished works, etc. In order to ease the work of the
collectives of censors in the counties, the central authority periodically sent notes on how to act in
various cases, which became examples of practice for those in charge of the political supervision of the
publications that appeared in the territory. From all these newsletters issued in 1972, I have chosen a
few examples that shed light on the way of interpreting the history studies published in that year, but
also allow us to glimpse the reasons why each individual text was intervened. All this makes us better
understand both the respective historical period and the way in which history was written in those times.

Constructia imobilelor individuale proprietate personala in orase a constituit obiectul
unor reglementdri restrictive inca din perioada de debut a regimului Ceausescu. Decis sa
reorganizeze rational intreg spatiul urban romanesc, in concordantd cu nevoile
productivismului, regimul a cautat sa impiedice constructia unor astfel de imobile, pe care le
considera nu doar o sursa de risipa a spatiului si a resurselor, dar si un semn al degenerarii
aparatului. O astfel de politica restrictivd, absurdd in raport cu tendintele sistemice din
interiorul nomenclaturii, a generat o serie de pulsatii ale aparatului administrativ, cele mai
multe constituind in perfectarea unor scheme birocratice, aparent legale, al carui scop era
inlaturarea piedicilor administrative puse de regim in calea acestei activitati. Fara a-si atinge
scopul, Incercarea regimului de restrictionare a accesului nomenclaturii la beneficiile
specifice, nu a facut decat sa genereze noi surse de coruptie in aparatul administrative.

Construction of privately owned individual buildings in cities has been subject to restrictive
regulations since the early days of the Ceausescu regime. Determined to rationally reorganize the
entire Romanian urban space in line with the needs of productivity, the regime sought to prevent the
construction of such buildings, which it considered not only a waste of space and resources, but also a
sign of the degeneration of the apparatus. Such a restrictive policy, absurd in relation to the systemic
trends within the nomenclature, generated a series of pulsations of the administrative apparatus, most
of which consisted of perfecting bureaucratic schemes, apparently legal, whose purpose was to remove
the administrative obstacles put by the regime in the way of this activity. Without achieving its goal,
the regime’s attempt to restrict the access of the nomenclature to specific benefits only served to
generate new sources of corruption in the administrative apparatus.

In anii 80, regimul comunist din Romania avea reputatia, chiar si printre congenerele
sale ideologice si cu atat mai mult in ochii Occidentului, de a fi cel mai opresiv in materie de
incdlcare a drepturilor omului. Dintre acestea, libertatea religioasa a fost mereu in centrul
atentiei tarilor din vest, a facut mereu obiectul interventiilor occidentale si a oferit material
pentru nenumarate articole de presd, declaratii politice si intrevederi cu oficiali ai regimului
din Romania. Din acest punct de vedere este interesant d observat ce stia Radio Europa
Libera despre situatia religioasa din Romania, cat de corecte, detaliate sau lacunare erau
informatiile de care dispunea si de unde obtinea aceste informatii pentru programele
radiofonice. La mijlocul anilor 80, in general, postul de radio a mizat pe cateva teme majore
cu privire la Incalcarea libertatii religioase in Romania: problema accesului la Biblii aduse din
Occident mai ales pentru comunitatile protestante si neoprotestante; daramarea bisericilor si
manadstirilor ortodoxe din Bucuresti; cazul parintelui Gheorghe Calciu Dumitreasa; arestdri
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in randul comunitdtilor evanghelice ;interventiile si presiunile Vaticanului privind situatia
cultului greco-catolic.

In the 1980s, the communist regime in Romania had the reputation, even among its ideological
counterparts and even more so in the eyes of the Western world, of being the most oppressive in terms
of human rights violations. Among these, religious freedom has always been at the center of attention
for Western countries, constantly being the subject of Western interventions and providing material
for countless newspaper articles, political statements, and meetings with Romanian regime officials.
From this perspective, it is interesting to observe what Radio Free Europe knew about the religious
situation in Romania, how accurate, detailed, or incomplete the information at their disposal was, and
where they obtained this information for their radio programs. In the mid-1980s, generally, the radio
station focused on several major themes regarding the violation of religious freedom in Romania: the
issue of access to Bibles brought from the West, especially for Protestant and Neo-Protestant
communities; the demolition of Orthodox churches and monasteries in Bucharest; the case of Father
Gheorghe Calciu-Dumitreasa; arrests within evangelical communities; interventions and pressures
from the Vatican regarding the situation of the Greek-Catholic cult.

Cea de-a doua categorie de persoane vizati este cea constituitd din straini. In aceasta
directie, sunt urmarite convorbirile telefonice ale romanilor cu rudele sau cunostintele din
SUA sau RFG. De asemenea, sunt monitorizati si studentii straini care studiau in marile centre
universitare din tard, precum si diplomatii RFG si SUA, aflati pe teritoriul tarii in acele zile.

The proposed theme considers the manner in which the Chernobyl accident of April 1986 set in
motion the network of informants within the Department of State Security (Securitate), prompted by
the leadership in Bucharest. Specifically, this study will focus on the analysis of Security Service
reports tasked with "taking the pulse of the population” in the countrie of Constanta in the days
following the accident.

In the context presented, we will pursue two overarching lines of inquiry concerning the reports
of "spring 1986.” Firstly, the intelligence service’s primary concern was to gauge the mood of the
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population, the comments, and the expressions that could potentially lead to disturbances through
actions contrary to the interests of the state. Consequently, lists were compiled of citizens who had
made comments regarding the accident. As for the categories of the population being reported on, the
socio-professional status varied from case to case and included medical professionals, journalists,
teachers, engineers, and retirees.

The second category of individuals targeted consisted of foreigners. In this regard, phone
conversations of Romanians with relatives or acquaintances in the USA or West Germany were
monitored. Additionally, foreign students studying in major universities in the country, as well as
diplomats from West Germany and the USA present on Romanian territory during those days were
subject to surveillance.
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
